‘The bug enter the home through
cracks or crevices in the structure.

They are considered beneficial and
should not be killed, said Lee
Townsend, with the Deparument of

Entomology atthe University of Ken-

tucky in a press release Thursday.
“When cold weather comes, they

will disappear,” said Pitts.
To kcep the bugs out, Townsend

said, scal holes and cntry ways and
install Light-fitting door swecps. To

gct rid of the ladybugs inside your
home, sweep them up and then tum

them Jogse away fram the house.
Pitts said a vacuum cleaner can be

used to contain the bugs.
Pitts and Townsend don’t recom-

mend using a bug spray.
The insects should not be de-

stroycd, Townsend said, because they
feed on other insects that destroy
crops. Fruit growers especially find
them helpful.

Reports of ladybug sightings range
from Pike County to Pulaski County

to Nicholas County. Specimens of
the bu were collecied last year from

Hickman County and identified by
Dr. Joan Chapin at LSU as /larmonia

axyridis. A common name has not

been given to the lady beetle, but
Townsend jokingly suggested “Hal-
loween” beetle as a common name
