The outcome of a vote recanvass
sct for today, Friday, could be the end
of an extended battle for the office of
mayor in Prestonsburg or it could be
Just the beginning of a ncw round.

After Tuesday’s elcction, just one
vole separated apparent winner Jerry
Fannin from his ncarest challenger,
George Archer, both of whom were
bidding to fill the scat to be vacalcd in
January by incumbent Ann Laua, who
did not seck re-election.

Archerhasasked the county s board
of elections 1o recanvass the Tuesday
vote, a procedure which involves a
check of voting machine totals in
each city precinct and a review of
absentee ballots, but that may not be

the results.

Prestonsburg attomey Phil Damron
said Thursday that if arecanvass does
not alter the outcome in Archer’s fa-
vor, a recount will be requested and
an election contest petition will be
filed.

A recount will involve a detailed
inspection of voting records, includ-
ing examination of registration books
10 determine the cligibility of voters.

Damron said, too, that a pelition
officially contesting Tucsday's vote
would likely be filed in Floyd Circuit
Court next week alleging impraper
conduct on the parts of challengers
represesding Fannin at the polls.
Damron contended that a number of
voters had been approached Tuesday
by Fannin’s challengers outside the
presence of elecuon officers, which
Damron said was a violation of clec-
tion law.

Noting the one-vote difference in
the race, Damron said Thursday that
“just about any impropricty could be
enough to influence™ the final out-
come of the election.

Fannin could not bereached Thurs-
day for his comments on the issue.

State unemployment rate
stays at 6.3 percent for
third straight month .

For only the second time since
state unemployment rates have been
recorded, Kentucky's jobless rate
stalled in September for the third
consecutive month, remaining at 6.3

percent.

Kentucky bas not had the same
rate for a three-month period since
January-March 1991 when the rate
was 7.4 percent, said Carlos Cracraft,
the state’s chief labor market analyst.

Kentucky's preliminary 6.3 per-
cent jobless rate for September was.
at the year's lowest level and ranked

below last Septcmber’s 6.7 percent,

according to the U.S. Bureau for La-
bor Statistics.

The U.S. rate slipped from 6.5
percent in August to 6.4 percent in
September. Comparable state and
national raics are not scasonally ad-
jusicd. It was the 18th month out of
the last 19 tha the statc rate was
below the national rate.

“We haven’t seen much signifi-
cant movement in Kentucky's job
market since June,” Cracraft said.
“The state’s employment rose mod-
estly, but unemployment had a small
change. Education had a big uptum
in employment because schools re-
opened, but most other arcas stayed
the same or fell.”

The estimatc of uncmployed Ken-
tuckians was 118,400 in Sepiember.
up 200 from August's 118,200, but
6,800 fewer than Scptember 1992°s
125,200.

Kentucky's civilian labor force
estimate for September was
1,877,200, an increase of 3,600 from
August’s, 1,873,600, and 10,600
more than the September 1992 figure
0f 1,866,600. The civilian labor force
includes non-military workers and
unemployed Kentuckians who ac-
tively are seeking work. It does not
include the unemployed who have
not looked for a job in the past four
weeks.

Most alarming of these is his un-
limited faith in a government-run
health-care scheme.

Almost everyone in America be-
licves that our government agencies,
from the post office 10 the IRS to the
Defense Department o the Social
Sccurily Administration, arc expen-
sive, wasteful, unresponsive. and
downright arrogant in the way they
treat us. Is there any reason (o think
that all these new health-care burcau-
cracies will be any better?

Changes need to be made in
Aunerica’s health-care system, but
the Clinton planis precisely the wrong
prescription. Congress should scrap
all 1300+ pages of the Clinton plan
and start over.

It may be frightening to some
Amcricans that we need 1o rely on
Congress torescue us from the Clinton
healthcare plan. However. even Con-
gress couldn’t conceive a plan as
misguided, burcaucracy-heavy and
Rube Goldberg-like as the Clinton
proposal. Congress will do better
primarily because they can't do any
worse

Elght charged with vote
fraud in Magoffin County

Magoffin County clerk H.B. Amett and seven
others were indicted Wednesday on charges re-
lated 1o an election-fraud investigation in the
mountain county.

Charges in the nine indictments ranged from
vole buying to making false statements on absen-
tee ballot forms to illegally assisting voters. All of
the charges are felonies, punishable by one (o five
years in prison

Also indicted were Owen Bamnett, principal at
MagoftinCounty High School and a former county
magistrale, and Paul Bailey, a state road foreman
in Magoffin County and a precinct officer.

Magoffin Commonweath's Attorney Randy
Campbell, who began presenting evidence 10 a
grand jury before the polls closed Tuesday, said
Wednesday he was surprised by the quick results,
He said the grand jury would resume delibera-
tions yestcrday and that the investigation would
continue.

Magoffin County had drawn the attention of
investigators from the state attomey general’s
office and the Kentucky State Police last month
after an uhusually high number of volers, 942,
reqguesied absentee ballots.

Inhisindicument, Amctt was charged with two

counts of “knowingly and willfully” failing 0
compare ballot signatures Lo signatures on corre-
sponding voter registration cards. The charges
stemmed from the November 1992 and May 1993
clections.

Barnctie was charged with five counts of al-
lowing voters to gel 2 tance without requiring
them 1o sign oaths documenting their need for it
The charges stemmed from the May primary
when Bamnett served as an election officer.

Bailcy was charged with five counts of the
same offense. He was also charged with two
counts of improperly assisting voters. The charges
stem from the May primary.

The remaining charges stemmed from
Tuesday’s election.

One indictment charges Lloyd Monk Patton
with outright vote buying. Another indicunent
charges Peggy Helton Roark with attempted vote
buying: Two other indictments charge Neil Gibson
and C.S. Sizemore with making false stalements
in their applications for absentee ballots. The last
mdmmcm charges Agalean Helton with three

Summer bass fishermen usually
have (wo choigces about where and
how to fish: look for smaller, $cat-
tered bass in shallow waler, or search
for larger bass in schools in decper
water.

Although the shallow water fish
are casicr to locate and calch, tourna-
ment angler Ron Shufficld prefers 1o
Iook for decper bass.

Y ou generally have tolook longer
and probably fish more,” says the
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff angler,
“but once you do locate the bass, you
can stop searching and start catching.
