Prove conditions in the district, but

they will continue to monitor the sys-
tem.

Sandy Gubser, director for Man-

agement Assistance, reported to state

school board members Tuesday that
a review of the district in October

showed that improvements are being
made.

“I am happy to report to you that

we think there is progress in Floyd
County,&q Gubser said. “There is a

strong commitment tothe improve-
ment process both on the part of the

superintendent and the board.
“There still are problems in Floyd

County,” Gubser continued. “There
is still an aunosphere of mistrust and

concern. There is still a mistrust of a

‘True there is a huge gap between

wages in the US. and Mexico. The

average factory worker in Mexico

makes only $2.35. Bul that is becaus

U.S. workers are roughly seven time:

as productive as Mexican workers. In

fact, U.S. workers are the most

productive in the world. That being
uhe ca U.S. workers do not need to

be protected from competition with

workers in Mexico or anywhere clse

Labor costs simply are nota major
part of production expenses. Labor

accounts for only 2 percent of the

cost of assembling a car in Mexico,
and only 8 percent in the U.S. a

difference more than offset by the

superior productivity of American

workers. Thus, it costs $9,180 to

assemble a car in Mexico, but only
$8,770 in the U.S

‘The same principle applie across

the board to any industry you may

care to name. It is sue that Mexican

workers are rapidly becoming more

productive, but their wages are

keeping pace. Since 1987, wages in

Mexico have risen 135 percent.
Best of all, most of that new

purchasing power in Mexico is going
tobuy U.S. exports. In 1986, scarcely

2 percent of sales in Mexican

supermarkets were U.S. products,
dargely because of restrictive wade

rules ‘Th: our trade deficit with

Light Microscope.” Dr. John Shiber,
associate professor of biology, and

originator of the club, taught the 2-14
2-hour session.

Those who had never used a mi-

croscope came a half-hour earlier so

Shiber could familiarize them with
the instrument, which he refers to as

the “scientist&#39 toy.”
Parents of the smaller children

Usts how to prepare a wet mount,

putting live specimens on clean mi-

croscopic slides to view under the

microscope.
They observed micro-crustaceans,

such as water fleas and copepods,
along with flatworms, bydrozoans
and protozoans. They even prepared
slides of their own cheek cells and

hair.

Shiber bad prepared. booklet with

full instructions, including how 1

draw the organisms the students saw

under the microscope. “Thi Lan-

dard procedur “he said, “i all labo-

ralory classe:

“These hands-on involvements are

wonderful for the kids and for us.”
one parent commented.
