Carbon monoxide is a colorless,
odorless gas that is produced when

“The best way to prevent carboi
monoxide poisoning is to make sure

that all fuel-burning appliances oper-
ate properly,&q Wescott said. “Con-

sumers should have their bome heat-

ing systems inspected annually for

proper operation and leakage—this
includes chimneys and flues.”

Carbon monoxide detectors can

provide an carly warning lo consum-

ers before the deadly gas builds up to

dangerous levels. Wescott says that

homes should have at least one

bon monoxide detector in each sleep-
ing area. -

Symptoms of carbon monoxide

poisoning are similar to flu-like ill-

nesses and include dizziness, fatigue,
headaches, nausea and irregular

breathing.
