County audit details several weaknesses

PRESTONSBURG — -An -annual
state audit of the Floyd County Fiscal
Court issued earlier this week points to
weaknesses in  payroll functions,
records kept for the county’s public
properties corporation funds and com-
pliance with administrative codes, as

well as urging county officials to soon
find a buyer for East Kentucky
Utilities.

‘The report, issued by State Auditor
Crit Luallen for the fiscal year ending
June 30, states that the fiscal court
lacks “adequate segregation of duties
over the payroll functions.”

More specifically. it is pointed out
that ong¢ person enters payroll informa-

tion into the computer system, prepares
the documentation, which includes
leave time balances, prepares checks,
transfers money from the county’s
funds into the payroll revolving
account and reconciles the retirement
bank account.

The audit maintains that because a
single employee handled these duties,
the result was that payroll functions

and oversight were not provided. lead-
ing to a number of issues.

Among these issues were that Floyd
County Judge-Executive R.D. “Doc™
Marshall was underpaid by $2,762 and
Floyd County Jailer Roger Webb found
his yearly salary cut short $4,741.

Boy killed
in massive
pileup on
U.S. 23

PRESTONSBURG — Though the latest reports
available as of press time Tuesday evening stated
there were no fatalities resulting from a seven-vehi-
cle pileup at the U.S. 23 entrance to Town Branch
near Bull Creek Trade Center, statements from offi-
cials are now saying an 8-year-old boy died late that
night following the accident.

Officials  with the. Prestonsburg Police
Department have reported that Seth Lafferty. 8, died
after he was transported to Cabell-Huntington
Hospiral in West Virginia.

The accident, the third major accident at the site
in less than six months, involved seven vehicles and
what police have determined was three separate
crashes that ended in a massive pileup that choked
off a half-mile stretch of U.S. 23

Of the three separate crashes that formed the pile-
up. one wreck in particular was categorized as the
most severe, involving three vehicles and sending
five people to the hospital, including Lafferty.

According to police two of the drivers were iden-
tified as Hiram Carroll, 52, of Printer. and Crystal
Jarvis, 31, of Prestonsburg, Lafferty’s mother. Both
were transported to hospitals.

Lafferty was a passenger in Jarvis's vehicle along

Hows drugged drivers to avoid
Under current law, there is

Thursday Sen. Ray S. Jones' bill that
strengthens Kentucky's DUI (Driving
Under the Influence) laws.

With this bill, Scn. Joncs continucs
his fight to curb the rising drug prob-
lem in Eastern Kentucky into a third
legislative session.

Senate Bill 5 would establish a per
sc DUL offcnsc for driving with a
detectable level of an illegal substance
or a controlicd substance for which the
person does not have a valid prescrip
tion. However, if the person has a
valid prescription and has complied
with the dosage and any drug-related
restrictions, the proposed amendment
would not apply.

"The numbcr of arrcsts for driving
under the influence of a controlled sub-
stance arc rapidly increasing, and may
soon surpass alcohol-related DUIs,"
said Scnator Joncs, who filed the same
bill during the 2007 and 2008 legisla-

Representatives.

Scnatc Bill 5 would also reduce the
alcohol concentration from 0.18 t0 0.15
for cstablishing an aggravating circum-
stance which allows for imposition of
increased penalties for driving under
the influence. This provi
ed 1o prevent Kentucky from losing
federal highway funds.

According 1o the . National
Transportation Safcty Administration,
drugs other than alcohol are involved
in ncarly onc out of cvery five motor
vehicle driver deaths. Alcohol is
involved in more than one out of every
three.

Solution is
long past due

Yet again, a horrific crash has occurred on U.S. 23 at
the intersection with Town Branch Road. This time, the
accident involved seven vehicles and killed an 8-year-
old boy.

And of all the facts in that first paragraph, the greatest
crime can be found in two words: “Yet again

For years, local residents have been clamoring for
something to be done about this deadly stretch of road.
but their pleas have thus far fallen on deaf ears.

‘We have not yet had the time to comb back through
our records to determine the number of people who have
died on this stretch of road, but we know that number is
astounding. The lack of action is even more so.

‘What we do know from our extensive experience of
reporting on accidents at this location is that most
appear to happen when drivers attempt to turn south
onto U.S. 23 from either Town Branch Road or the near-
by Bull Creek Trade Center.

Some have suggested a traffic light at that intersection
would solve the problem, and it probably would to an
extent. But weé also remember a time when a traffic llcrhl
was located on the other side of Katy Friend Mountain,
at the entrance to the Prestonsburg Village Shoppmg
Center before the road was redone. In those days. there
was a well-documented problem with loaded coal trucks
coming down the mountain being unable to stop for a
red light, due to the momentum from their loads, and we
worry that a similar problem would present itself at the
Town Branch intersection.

One suggestion we would offer to prevent such prob-
lems would be to include a through-lane in the south-
bound right lane, much as they do at intersections in
Ohio and West Virginia. This would allow heavy trucks
and others to proceed unimpeded, while still giving
motorists entering the road a safe chance to do so.

But while our suggestion might or might not be ten-
able, the simple fact is that it is not our job to come up
with solutions. We elect public officials and we send our
taxpayer dollars to pay the salaries of thousands of state
employees for that express purpose.

It is long past time for them to do their jobs. Until
they do, U.S. 23 will continue to run red with the blood
of those who are sacrificed by their negligence.
