Between the two providers for Floyd
Countians — AEP Kentucky Power and
Rural Electric Cooperative Corporation
(RECC) — there have been streaming
updates for estimates as to when power
might be restored to customers.

Kentucky Power said Thursday after-
noon that a general estimate as to when
all customers would have power
restored would be Feb. 4, but added that

Winter weather has left more
than 1,000 people in Floyd County
without power, some as early as
Tuesday morning with others los-
ing power throughout the night
Tuesday.

The number of county residents
without power by midnight
Tuesday numbered at 5.000,
according to Floyd County Judge-
Executive R.D. “Doc” Marshall.
By Wednesday morning. that num-
ber was down to 1,500. but those
residents could be waiting until as
late as Saturday or even later before
power is back on.

Marshall has warned residents to
. stay in as much as possible and to
contact the county about any emer-
gencies. adding that various assis-
tance. such as provisions of
Kerosene. is available to those who
might need it

State health department issues guidelines for food safety

FRANKFORT - The hun-
dreds of thousands of
Kentuckians left without elec
tricity from the winter ice
storm that has been gripping
the state arc strongly encour-
aged to follow food saféty
guidclines from .the Kentucky
Department for Public Health
(DPH) to prevent food contam-
ination and related illness.

DPH stall recommends
keeping freezers closed to
maintain the proper tempera-
ture for frozcn A full
Ireeser will hold the tempera-
wre for approximatcly 48
hours and for 24 hours 1t the
freezer is half full

DPH cautions that a refrig-
erator will only hold its tem-
perature for about four hours,
meaning (ood items such as
milk. dairy products. mcats.

foods.

cggs and leftovers should be
placed in a cooler surrounded
by ice if the outage lasts for
more than four hours. Dry ice
can be used (o keep refrigera=
tors cold. If the outage lasts for
several days, S0 pounds of dry
icc should prescrve food in an
18-cubic foot full freezer for
two days. (Bc carcful when
handling dry ice. Never touch
dry ice with bare hands or
breathe its vapors in an
enclosed area. Dry ice is frozen
carbon dioxide, a gas).
“Siwations  like this one
cmp zc the importance of
emergency preparedness in the
home,” said William Hacker.,
M.D.. DPH commissioner.
“Those wilhoul power should
remember that improperly
stored or handled food can lead
to foodbornc illness, which can

bc scrious and. in some cascs.
even life-threatening. By fol-
lowing food salety recommen-
dations such illnesses can be
prevented.™

If left without powecr, pur-
chase one or more coolers, ice
and a digital, dial or instant-
read food thermometer, DPH
recommends. Public hcalth
guidelines also” recommend
keeping appliance thermome-
ters in the refrigerator and
freeser, no matter how long the
power has been out. The refrig-
erator lemperature should be
41 degrees  Fahrenheit  or
below: the freezer should be O
degrees Fahrenheit or lower.

Tt you are not sure a partic
ular food is cold enough, take
its temperature with a food
thermometer.” said Dr. Hacker.

There's mounting evidence that being "tough on crime” -- espe-
cially regarding nonviolent offenders -- actually makes communities
less safe.

Tn a speech last year at New York University Law School's
Brennan Center of Justice. WollT noted that 50 percent of inmates in
Missouri prisons are nonviolent offenders. Working with rescarchers
at the Missouri Department of Corrections and the Department of
Probation and Parole. he collected data on offenders convicted ol
nonviolent felony theft.

The data show that 45 percent of those sent to jail or prison -
even for as litde as 120 days -- re-offend. But only 19.1 pereent of
those sentenced to probation or community service commit addi-
uvonal crimes.

"There is a strong case to be made that the la increase in
prison population has made us less safe.” Mr, WOIEE said. "I we put
nonviolent offenders in prison with violent offenders. the nonviolent
do s¢em o learn [rom the violent.”

If the public thinks "rationally about what's in our own best inter-
ests -- i.e. public safety.” he added. we should "pay particular atien-
tion to which sentences work o reduce recidivism.”

Progressive judges and corrections officials aren't the only ones
taking notice. Grass-roots community groups. religious service orga-

Transient global amnesia
(TGA) was first identified in
1956. It is a condition that
causes an otherwise healthy person o
have a sudden onsct of mcmory loss
not associated with other neurologi-
cal symptoms, likc wcakness, or
slurred speech. There is an acute loss
of rccent memory that can go back

several months ar even years.

Peoplc suffering a TGA also losc
their general orientation. They can’t
recall where they arc, how they got
there, what time it is, and what they
were doing immediatcly prior to the
attack. However, you never lose your
sense ol personal idenlity. That is,
you know who you are and can rec-
ognize family and friends. Your lan-
guagc and social skills remain intact,
as well.

A TGA attack can last from 30
minutes to as much as 24 hours. Once
it is over, you will have no mcmory

TGA results in sudden memory
loss, but you make full recovery

of the attack itsell, and you may have
a blurred memory of the events lead-
ing up o the attack. The good news is
that the rest of your memory is like it
was before the attack. The return of
your mecmory is also usually quitc
rapid. A TGA has no lasting affect on
mecmory; howcver, it can causc a lot
of psychological stress.

While transient global amnesia is
rare, its recurrence is even rarer. One
study found that TGAs strike about
five out of every 100.000 people. The
recurrence rate was estimated at no
more than 3 percent per year.

Though the symptoms of a TGA
can seem at first to be similar to these
of a stroke or an epileptic seizure, the
risk factors are decidedly dilferent.
For instance, neither high blood pres-
sure nor high blood cholesterol —
strongly associatcd with strokes — is
a risk factor for TGA. Several stud-

ies, though, have found thal people
with a history of migraines are at
higher risk. In lact, this seems (o be
the highest risk factor for TGAs so
far iden d.

We also know that TGASs arc most
common between the ages of 50 and
69, with mcn and women cqually at
risk. Almost half of all TGA attacks
follow physical or psychological
stress, such as strenuous exercise.
sexual aclivily, immersion in cold
walcr or minor medical procedures
like having blood.drawn.

Acute memory loss in an other-
wise heulthy appearing person is
causc for an immediate trip to the
nearest hospital emergency depart-
ment. Since, as T mentioned, neuro-
logical conditions such as stroke or
seizure can have similar symptoms, il
is important to have traincd mcdical
personnel make a diagnosis. When

test results indicate a siroke, for
instance, quick intervention can pre-
vent permanent brain damage and/or
decarth. With a TGA, on thc othcr
hand, your blood work, head CT and
ncurological exam will all be normal,
and no treatment will be necessary.

In short, TGA is a sclf-limiting,
benign medical condition that will
probably never recur and is associal-
ed with a full recovery. The exact
cause is not known. Your (riend
should be finc.

Lavie’s lields of research
include gender, public commu-
nications and multiculturalism,
and she scoured historical
archives and private collec-
tons Lo uncover the forgotlten
manuscripts and human stories
that she presents in A Jewish
Woman's Prayer Book, pub-
lished by Spiegel
Grau/Random Housc carlier
this month.

"What 1 have discovered in
the past few weeks is most
remarkable. Throughout the
diverse communitics and
movements that I have visited
in the United States - religious
cultaral and political organizs
tions, studenl groups, mid-1
professionals. the aged - in
every place Lhere is interest in
the power of prayer and in the
development of religious dia-
loguc."

Dr. Lavic notcs that her
contacts « and  observations
extend far beyond the Jewish
community  and  include
Christians; Muslims and peo-

ple who choosc not to catcgo-
rize their faith.
