Literally thousands of trees started fallmg on state roads throughout Highway District 12 on
Tuesday, January 27. Limbs covered with ice and snow loocked like nature’s chandeliers, but
motorists should not be misled by their sparkling beauty. Low-hanging limbs may cause
body damage to vehicles, and can shatter windshields. Even on roads where the trees have
been cut back and movad often only one lane is open 1o traffic. Kevin Damron, Chief District
Engineer, strongly advises motorists to stay off the roads, particularly after dark.

Monday,” George said. “If this
comes about. we could have
up 1o six inches of snow in
some. places. We strongly urge
people to seek sheller that is
warm and stay therc. If your
home doesn’t have electricity,
heat, or watcr. find rclatives or
friends to stay with until your
utilitics arc restored. And do
this before Sunday evening. If
the forecast is accurate, you
will not want t0 be on the
roads  Sunday night  or
Monday.

Kcvin Damron. Chicef
District Engineer, said that the
first priority for all crews is to
get the roads in passable con
dition. “The second priority is
to get the roads cleared -of all
trees and debris. For an
cxtended period of time these
roads will be hazardous, espe-
cially if a vchicle drops off the
shoulder or goes into a ditch-
line. Even when both lanes are
open. the roads are not neces-
sarily sale. Low-hanging
branches can still do body

damage to cars and trucks and
cause motorists to be distract
ed o the point where they may
actually have a crash.”

Damron warned that warm-
ing tcmperatures over the
weekend cduld also cause mud
and rock slides. “When you
are coming upon a curve and
you can’t sce beyond it, the
safest thing to do is slow
down. Tl there is a tree in the
road or a slide just around that
curve, you want to be ._\hle o
stop quickly and safely.’

Protect

Americans from
unsafe food

Once upon a time, Americans were concerned about unsale
food being sold to the public. So they created a food protection
systcm that was the cnvy of the world.

Then one day, someone decided government isn't the solution
to our problems, government is the problem. Armed with this
belicf, Congress began cutting budgets and reducing taxes.

Before long, spending on food safety at the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration and the U.S. Department of Agriculture was
lailing (o keep pace with the rapidly expanding workload. Tn
responsc, federal agencics announced plans to have industry
police itself, and to use gmployees from cash-starved state gov-
ernments Lo supplement inspection efforts.

While federal food safety cfforts lagged. the number of
record-breaking "voluntary recalls” rose. Tons of ground beef,
processed pork and chicken were taken off the market after being
linked (0 outbreaks of serious food-borne illnesses. Ditto [or
spinach and tomatocs, pcppers and pcanut buttcr.

Still, the hits keep coming.

On Friday. lederal officials took the rare step ol publicly dis-
closing a criminal investigation into a food safety problem, this
onc involving contaminated peanut products shipped by a
Georgia processing plant.

At least 529 people in 43 states have been sickened -- and at
Icast cight have died -- after cating products produccd at the
Pcanut Corporation of America's Blakely, Ga., plant.

Last October. a state inspector [ound unsanitary conditions at

acility. Tt was the second such linding in three months.

The inspector gave company officials two weeks (o clean up.
But Georgia doesn't have enough inspectors to make quick fol-
low-up visits to plants. The next inspection actually occurred ear-
licr this month. after federal officials had linked it with an
untolding salmoncHa outbreak.

Even though the FDA depends upon stale governments to per-
form food salely inspections. it rarely checks the quality ol that
work. Nor docs it requirc companics to disclose, problems uncov-
ered by their own testing.

A dozen times in 2007 and 2008, internal samples ol products
from the Blakely plant tested positive for salmonella. The com-
pany wasn't required to alert lederal or state officials about the
test results, and it didn't. Nog did it clcan its production lincs.

Instead, it hired an outside company to retest the samples.
When that company said the samples were uncontaminated.
Pcanut Corp. shipped thosc products to buycrs around the coun-
y.

On Monday, President Barack Obama promised a new review
ol food safety programs run by the FDA. He said Americans
should be able to count on the government to keep children safc
when they eat peanut butter.

Food salety programs at the FDA and USDA must be modern-
izcd to reduce duplication and centralize accountability.

Laws need to be updated to cnsure adequate warnings arc
received and acted upon. Satety efforts must be adequately fund-
ed.

And, then. the last
pre-school eye exam should be short
ly before he or she goes off to that
first day of school.

Good vision is very important to
babics and children as they develop.

All of these skills are
needed for a child to learn how 1o
read.

Children do not usually complain
about vision problems bccausc they
do not know that they can’t see well.
If the only vision they ve known is
poor vision. thcy have nothing to
compare -it with. And, unlike many
childhood maladics. poor vision docs
not cause pain.

Children should be screened for
visual problems several times and
also have at least one full eye exami-
nation before entering first grade.

Nationwide almost 25 pereent of all
school-aged children have an undiag-
noscd vision problem. 1 tind this not
too surprising since a majority of
children have not had a vision screen-
ing examination prior to starting

school, and even lewer have had a
complete eye exam.

Please lalk to your family doctor,
pediatrician or cyc doctor about hav-
ing your child screened right away.
Corrceting a visual problem carlicr,
rather than later, will have a lifetime
of positive benefits for your child. If
payment for services is a problem,
contact your local health department
They often have tree or low-cost
vision screening clinics for children.

“This is one way we can
assist customers who have lost
food items because of this dev-
astating storm,” DCBS

““We want to be sure every food
stamp recipient who needs gro-
ceries has the means to purchase
them.”

Retailers that accept EBT
cards will be able to process the
transactions if their systems are
available.

The Kentucky Grocers
Association is assisting retailers
with information regarding
issues with EBT transactions.

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KBC mobilizes 11 teams for ice storm relief

LOUISVILLE - At least 150 Kentucky
Baptists and Southcrr Baptist volunteers from
across the nation are providing relief to areas of
Kentucky alTected by severe winter storms that
hit the central part of the country last weel

According 10 KBC Disaster Reliel Associate
Coy Wchbb, at Icast*11 Kentucky Baptist relicf
units have been deployed, along with eight
units from other states. Webb anticipates at Icast
six additional out-of-state units to deploy in the
coming days.

“We're still trying to determine which areas
need our help, and find out who is able (o pro-
vide that help,” said Webb. The active
Kentucky units include three feeding units, two
showecr units and at lcast six chainsaw units.

An operations team is also now stationed at
the Kcentucky Baptist Building in Louisville,
which is scrving as a communications and strat-
egy hub. Webb is working with the team of

Relief work is currently underway or about
to begin in Cadiz, Cunningham, Greenville,
Hickman Hopkinsville, Lancaster,
Lawrenceburg, Lebanon, Lincoin County,
Princeton, Richmond and Stanford. he said.

Tn addition 10-Kentucky Baplisi volunieers,
active tcams include volunteers from Alabama,
Indiana, 1llinois and Tennessee. Volunteers
from North Carolina and Gceorgia will begin
serving on Tuesday, Feb. 3

“We’re expecting help from three to five
more states very soon,” said Webb, noting that
details are still being worked out with other
states interested in helping. “It has been a strug-
gle 1o get Kentucky volunteers because many ol
them are still without power themselves.”

Webb said he is not yet sure how loi
Southern Baptist volunteers will be needed, but
that he anticipates the chainsaw tcams to be
working at least for a few more weeks. Those

““With other disasters like Hurricane Katrina
and Hurricane Ike, we are often able to feed
thousands ol people because reliel trucks can
take meals to resident i “We don’t
have those types of trucks in Kentucky. though,
so our cfforts arc limited to smaller feeding sta-
tions that péople can come to for food.™

The Southern Baptist relicf response is part
of the larger statewide response. According to
Kentucky Gov. Steve Beshear, lhe slate is
receiving assistance from the National Guard,
Federal Emergency Management Agency. all
state utility companics, emergency manage-
ment teams [rom all Kentucky counties, the
American Red Cross and other private groups
