State unveils website showing stimulus spending

FRANKFORT —  Gov
Steve Beshear today unveiled
the new “Kentucky at Work™
website — a virtual informa-
tion center that will give
Kentuckians access to how
federal stimulus dollars are
being spent in the
Commonwealth

“‘One of the cornerstones of
the federal recovery effort is to
be transparent and accountable
with every dollar being spent
in Kentucky,” said Gov.
Beshear. “This new site is one
important way we can be
transparent and accountable
with the dollars we are using in
the commonwealth to save and
create jobs.”

The site — www.kentucky-
atwork.ky.gov — is named for
the state’s stimulus initiative,

“Kentucky at Work.” The site
includes a link to the federal
stimulus site -—— www.recov-
ery.gov. as well as links that
will allow Kentuckians and
other interested parties to track
how dollars are being spent as
they come into the state.

The site also contains a
welcome message and video
from Gov.

Bailouts
& bonuses

Let us consider the "n" word: nationalization. i

It's been said that the federal bailout of financial institu-
tions isn't -- heaven forbid -- that. But, we were told, it was
something akin to putting taxpayer skin into the game.

AIG has been bailed out by the federal government to the
tune of about $170 billion.. For that, the federal government
is said to "own" about 80 percent of the firm's holding com-
pany.

Yet this taxpayer stake translates into so little considera-
don by AIG that it feels free to give retention bonuses to
employees in the very division whose poor judgments were
most responsible for the firm's implosion. These bonuses
total $165 million.

The taxpayer stake earns the federal government so little
regard that President Barack Obama is reduced to directing
his Treasury secretary to hit-the law library to see whether
there is any way to block the bonuses, which the govern-
ment knew about earlier than last week, when most of the
bonuses were paid.

Maybe nationalization of failing conglomerates violates
oo many sensibilities. But the anguish being heard over
AIG bonuses is a signal that no- surings-attached bailouts
aren't any more palatable.

AIG is not a bank but, among its products, it sold deriva-
tives and credit-default instruments -- essentially invest-
ment insurance for which it didn't bother setting reserves
aside before clients' portfolios went kablooey.

The payoff for the taxpayer in bailouts is supposed to be
a functioning financial market. But the public cannot be
faulted for perceiving that not only is that outcome up in
the air. its moncey can't even prevent aid recipients from act-
ing less swupidly. Rewarding bad behavior is about as stupid
a business practice as can be imagined.

The government says it could seek repayment of the
bonuses as a condition of a new round of federal money
coming AIG's way. So. taxpayers will be repaying taxpay-
ers?

These bailouts are largely necessary if credit and confi-
dence are to be restored. But these recipient companices
need to realize that they can't repay the help with arrogance
and then wonder why the public just won't understand
about the necessity. And the federal government needs to
understand that fiscal responsibility requires those strings
attached.

A raw nerve was struck this week.
Reports that employees of the insur-
ance giant AIG—the recipient of four
federal bailouts totaling more than
$170 billion—were now receiving
$165 million in bonuses, caused an
explosion of public anger, even blood-
thirsty rage. The death threats sent 10
AIG employces included lurid fulii-
nations, such as recommendations that
bonus recipients be “executed with
piano wire around their necks.” and
“I'm looking for all the [executives™]
names, kids, where they live, et
Politicians vied to see who could
feign the most apoplectic indignation,
with Senator Charles Grassley (R-IA)
getting swept up in the bloodlust by
recommending that AIG employees
consider suicide.

Lets take a decp breath, calm
down, and analyze this startling turn
of even

Point number one: AIG, as a com-
pany, deserves no sympathy. Its over-
investment in toxic derivatives is cen-
tral to the global economic contrac-
tion that so far has vaporized $50 tril-
lion'of assets worldwide. AIG may be
Enron on steroids, possibly the perpe-
trator of massive fraud. This is for a
court of law to decide, one way or the
other, and the sooner the better—so
that justice may be served and uncer-
tanty dispelled. At the same tume
some AIG employees deserve respect.
it not gratitude. CEO I:dward L.iddy,
for example. came on board six
months ago to help clean up AIG'S
mess for a $1 per year salary and no
bonuses. A number of AIG'S recent
bonus recipients have voluntarily
returned the entire bonus that they are
contractually entitled 1o reccive. To
characterize cveryone at AIG as a
greedy crook 1s ugly and unfar.

Point number (wo: Big Business in
general and AIG, i particular, have
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alienated themselves from the
American sensc of faimess by paying
generous bonuses to executives even
when the company loses money. Most
Americans accepl bonuses as a well-
deserved reward for success. What
Americans tind unfathomable is when
executives think they deserve to be
rewarded when the company goes into
the tank on their watch. This latter-day
version of golden parachutes is
obscene to hard-working Americans
of modest incomes who are footing
the astronomical bl tor the AIG
bailout, and especially 1o citizens who
have  lost 1obs  and/or  houses.
Corporate America’s hoards of dirce-
tors should voluntarily rectify this
grotesque insult 1o middle America’s
values before. the government pre-
sumes to diclate executive compensa-
tion.

Point number three: News flash!
President Obama made an economic
statement that I wish 1o endorse. This
may be a rare occasion, since 1 believe
in frec markcts and Obama often
prefers government intervention, but I
think the president deserves credit for
stating, ““The business models that
created a lot of paper wealth but not
real. wealth in the country and have
now resulted in crisis can’t be the
model for economic growth going for-
ward.” Amen. Less than 24 hours
before 1 read those words, I had made
the same point 10 an audience of
Christian students. Capital
needs to be valued and respected as a
tool for lessenig poverty, uplifting
standards  of hLiving, and creating
coods and services that bless one’s
fellow man.

uproar is that it serves as a diversion
from larger problems—a convenient
diversion for many politicians. How
dare congressmen piously denounce
the scandalous waste of $165 million
in AIG bonuses after having wasted
billions of taxpayer dollars in recent
pork-laden spending bills? How dare
the choleric Rep. Barney Frank (D-
MA) try to lord guilt over all AIG
bonus recipients (even those that
returned the bonuses) when he him-
sclf thwarted needed reform at Fannie
Mae and Freddie Mac, resulting in
taxpayers being saddled with $5 tril-
hon “of liabilities. (Speaking of
FFannie-——which, like AIG, was gener-
ous in contributing to Obama’s politi-
cal career—why dogsn’t the president
demand that his friend, former CEO
Franklin Raines, return the tens of
millions in bonuses that Raines
received by cooking the books at
Fannie?) How dare Sen. Chris Dodds
(ID-CT)—dubbed by one wit “the sen-
ator from AIG"—act indignant about
AIG bonuses when he apparently
undid congressional attempts to cur-
tail such bonuses by slipping into the
“stimulus” bill the provision that
“There is an exception for contractu-
ally obligated bonuses agreed on
before Feb. 11, 2009.”"

Without a doubt, AIG deserves
criticism, blame, yes, even anger, for
its role in bringing our economy to its
knees. But let’s not allow slick politi-
cians 1o use AIG as a scapegoat that
diverts our attention from the fact that
many of our country’s most powerful
elected officials have done as much, if
not more, than AIG in bringing about
our present precarious predicament,
and that those same politicians now
threaten to drown us all in a deluge of
il-advised government spending.

DPH, Kentucky Restaurant Association
warn of incorrect mailing to restaurants

FRANKFORT — The
Kentucky Department for
Public Health (DPH) and the
Kentucky Restaurant
Association (KRA) are warn-
ing Kentucky restaurant own-
ers that a recent mass mailing
included phony information
about laws related to hand-
washing signs.

Recently, Kentucky restau-
rants received a mailing from a
company with a Frankfort
address called “Kentucky Food
Service Compliance Center”
offering to sell handwashing
informational posters. The
mailing warns of a new federal
law that requires handwashing
posters be posted, including
fines up to $2,500 and possible
license revocation if hand h-
ing posters are not posted in
restaurants. No such law exists

“We encourage informa-
tional signage that supports
food safety and good personal
hygiene that helps our food
service establishments and
employees  practice  good

However, there are no
provisions in Kentucky to
penalize, impose fines or sus-
pend permits if handwashing
posters are not present, as the
mailing purports. Much of the
information in this mailing is
not accurate for Kentucky,”
said Guy Delius, director of
DPH’s Division of Public
Health Protection and Safety.

“We wanted to inform our

food industry that this recent
mailing is not affiliated with a
government agency and we
wanted them to have the facts
before purchases are made,”
said Christine Atkinson, man-
ager of the DPH food safety
branch.

The water
was lightly stained and cooler at
the lower end of the lake near the
dam and became progresswely
more stained and warmer as
boaters traveled up the lake.
Weather for the tournament
was good for early March with
rain until noon and cloudy skies
the remainder of the day. The
wind was light and air tempera-

tures warmed up to around 55
degrees. Just two days earlier,
portions of Eastern Kentucky
had been hit with six inches of
snow.

The fish were in carly pres-
pawn patterns.

Both diverticulitis and diver-
ticulosis are conditions of the

digestive tract, usually in the large
intestine. The diverticula bulge out-
ward along weak points in the diges-
tive tract. crcating the littlc pouches.
This can causc discomfort such as
bloating or constipation, but most of
the time, people with diverticulosis

Diverticulitis is common, often
preventable colon condition

identified through routine colono-
scopies used to screen for cancer and
other ailments. Between ten and 25
pcreent of people with diverticylosis
will develop diverticulitis.
Diverticulitis occurs when these
pouches become inflamed ar infect-
ed, which can be quite painful. The
most common symptom is n and
tenderness in the lower left side of the
abdomen. Typically the pain comes
on suddenly, but it can start ofT 'mild
and worsen or fluctuate in severity.

Your doctor
will review your medical history, do a
physical cxam and, possibly. perform
diagnostic tests such as an abdominal
ultrasound or a computerized lomog-

raphy (CT) scan. If left untreated,
diverticulitis can result in rectal
bleeding, small intestinal tears or
blockages in the colon.

To treal diverticulosis. doclors
often recommend a high-fiber diet
and pain medications for any discom-
fort. If the condition moves into
diverticulitis, treatment depends on
the scverity of the illncss. Mild diver-
ticulitis can be treated with antibi-
otics, rest and a low- liber. high liquid
diet to rest the colon. More serious
cases may warrant hospitalization
and intravenous (IV) antibiotics.
Rccurrent or extremely scvere diver-
ticulitis sometimes- necessilates sur-
gery to remove the infected portion
of the colon.

There are three main risk factors
for dcvcloping diverticulitis. First,
the older you gct, the more likely you
are o develop diverticulitis.

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New blood-thinning drug has promising results in study

LEXINGTON — In study results
released today, a unique new drug
shows promise of significantly reduc-
ing the risk of heart attack and death
with no statistical increase in major
and minor bleeding events.

The drug, known in research trials
as SCH 530348, is an oral thrombin-
receptor antagomist, or TRA, that
works in a unique way to prevent
glotting by breaking down the com-
munication between cells and pro-
teins involved in forming clots.

Early data from the study caught
the attention of the medical and phar-
maceutical communities when one of
the study investigators and authors,
Dr. David Moliterno of the

University of Kentucky College of
Medicine and co-director of the UK
Linda and Jack Gill Heart Institute,
presented the preliminary findings at
an American College of Cardiology
meeting last year. The full results of
the trial are published in the new
i a prominent
medical journal.
Moliterno and Dr. Khaled Ziada, also
of the Univefsity of Kentucky, were
among the study’s authors.
Preventing life-threatening clots is
a major concern for doctors whose
patients are undergoing angioplasty
to restore adequate blood flow to the
heart muscle. However, adequately
preventing clots with current medica-

cent in both groups) . However, clot-
ting—evidenced as a small myocar-
dial infarction during the procedure--
was significantly reduced in the TRA
group quickly and was maintained for
the 60-day treatment period, resulting
in an overall 32 percent lowering in
serious cardiovascular events. ’
“We were surprised by the extent

of benefit,” Moliterno said. *“These
results are so noteworthy because the
study demonstrated that this first-in-
class TRA did not increase bleeding
at all in a group of patients that is cer-
tainly at risk. The unexpected benefit
we observed represents an early and
strong efficacy signal for this novel
antiplatelet compound. This is
encouraging, ‘particularly in light of
the fact that this patient population
requires advanced therapies and is
difficult to treat.”

The next phase of the trial will
involve a much larger group of
patients before the drug may be con-
sidered for approval by physicians in
the United States.
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
