(See THREATS, page 13)

P’burg man

arrested for

drugs in Pike

PIKEVILLE — A Floyd County man

was taken into custody following a traffic

stop just outside downtown Pikeville over

the weekend and now faces charges of

drug trafficking.
On Saturday, April 18, just as Pike

County’s annual Hillbilly Days Festival
was in full swing, officers with the

Pikeville Police Department stopped 42-

year-old Prestonsburg resident Gary
Warick along U.S. 23.in front of Walter&#39;s

Chevrolet.

According to a statement released from
the police department, Officer Scotty

Hamilton conducted the stop after he
noticed Warick&#39;s Jeep “driving side to

side” along the highway.
Police said five passengers were also

with Warick during the stop, but their

names have not been released.

During inspection following the traffic

stop, Hamilton said he discovered a large
quantity of pills and cash both in the vehi-

cle and on Warick.

Warick was found with 114 Roxicet

tablets, 11-and-a-half Percocets, 32 Soma
tablets and a dozen Xanax bars, including
two halves and II full bars, police said.

Hamilton also reported Warick alleged-
ly had $1,792 in cash “rolled up in his

pocket.”” The money was collected in sev-

eral denominations including 100-, SO-,
20- and one-dollar bills, Hamilton said.

Warick was arrested and charged with

first-degree trafficking in a controlled sub

as well as other drug-related
charges not immediately stipulated by
police. He was, as of press lime. being
held at the Pike County Detention Cente

Survey finds mental

health care elusive
If you need an X-ray, chances are your doctor can find

some place where you can get it. But not if you need
mental health care.

About two-thirds of primary care doctors have

problems finding psychiatric treatment for at least some

of their patients, a new survey finds. That&#39; significantly
higher than the number who report difficulty finding
other kinds of care like X-rays or hospital admissions for
their patients.

Psychiatric care for children was among the hard-
est to find, the survey showed.

The reasons are varied: uninsured patients, man-

aged-care requirements that limit treatment or communi-

ty shortages of psychiatrists and psychologists.
But whatever the cause, many people who need

help are forced to*go without. It&# estimated that fewer
than half of the people with serious mental illness like

depression or bipolar disorder get treatment.
The survey, published this week in the journal

Health Affairs, comes as state mental health budgets
long underfunded -- are further threatened. The rece

has cut state revenues, forcing legislators to look for

Places to reduce funding.
Even for people with private health insurance, the

level of state funding matters. Many psychiatrists and
other mental health professionals rely on Medicaid pay-
ments to stay in business. Reductions in state funding can

reduce the number of available providers and make care

that much harder to find.

Changing insurance rules have made primary care

doctors the gatekeepers for mental health. Most people
who need care visit their family doctor first, either

because they don&#3 know where else to go or because

they need a referral to see a specialist.
Pediatricians were more likely than other doctors

to report problems finding specialized mental heaith care

for their young patients. Most said the difficulty was due
to a lack of child psychiatrists in their communities or to

insurance company obstacles.

Shortages of child psychiatrists are well docu-
mented around the country and by parents seeking care

for their kids. As might be expected, doctors who treat

uninsured or under-insured patients are most likely to

have problems finding care for their patients. More than
47 million Americans lack health insurance and another
23 million or more are thought to be under-insured.

Legislation passed by Congress last year forbids
insurance companies from placing more restrictions on

mental health care than they do on other illnesses. The

new survey. based on data from 2004, found fewer insur-
ance barriers to care in states that had similar laws.

But even with good insurance, patients can& get
care if there aren&#39 enough psychiatrists and psychologists

to treat them. Addressing those shortages, perhaps with
incentives for medical students to specialize in psychia-

try, is crucial to ending the illusion of access.

A comea transplant is a sur-

gical procedure to replace part
of the cornea with corneal tis-
sue from a deceased donor.
The cornea is the transparent,

dome-shaped surface of the

eye that accounts for a large
part of

power. A cornea transplant can

restore vision, reduce pain and
improve the appearance of a

damaged or diseased cornea.

“Connie was a great candi-
date and we had a donor fairly
quickly. I am very happy to

bring this kind of. miracle
home to the hills of

Kentucky,” says Dr. Reddy,
who has performed the proce-
dure at other facilities since
2004. “Now people can stay
here and not leave. They can

have world class medical
attention right here at home.”

It is a miracle surgery Giles
admits she once. thought was

out of her reach because she
lived in Eastern Kentucky, and
such an opportunity was not

available close to home.

Last week, that perception
changed when Giles found out

she was a candidate for a

cornea transplant at Hazard
ARH less than an hour away

As a child, Giles suffered

only blurry shapes and objects
severely restricting her inde-

pendence and overall quality
of life.

Just a day after the trans-

plant, Giles was sitting in Dr.

Reddy’s office awaiting the

bandage to be removed from
her left eye.

The tears came quickly as

could think was ‘thank you.’”

It was a moment that also
holds special Meaning for Dr.

You could think of this as the scien-
tific version of that old Zen question,

&qu a tree falls in the forest and no one

hears it, does it make a sound? If a

scientist invents something absolutely
wonderful; but)there&#3 no way to get

that marvelous ifivention to the market-

place ‘and into the hands of the con-

sumer, has it really done anyone any
good?

I think the second question is easier

to answer than the first one. If a won-

derful new invention ‘never makes it

past the lab door, I don&#3 see how it

could do anyone much good or be any-
thing except just another scientific odd-

ity.

Fortunately, that&#39 not a problem at

the Agricultural Research Service

(ARS), which has a very aggressive
program of seeking out industry part-

ners to not only take a good scientific

idea from the realm of possibility to the
world of reality, but also to get that end

product into the market..
In 2008 alone, ARS participated in

230 &quot;cooperati research and devel-

opment agreements,&quot; or CRADAs,
with external partners, including com-

panies and universities. In that same

year, ARS contributed research that led

to 116 new invention disclosures and
29 patents. And in the decades since
the passupe of the Federal Technology

Transfer Act of 1986--which requires
federal laboratories to: actively seek

opportunities to transfer technology to

industry, universities, and state and

local. governments--ARS has been
