MIDDLE CREEK — Two

years after a groundbreaking-cere--

mony for the project held in Louisa,
the ribbon was cut for the Equitrans
Big Sandy Pipeline in Middle
Creek Thursday.

Local and state officials, as well
as a number of representatives from
Equitable Resources, announced
the pipeline as'  operational
Thursday, calling the completion of
the project a ‘‘milestone” toward
energy independence for Kentucky.

“This line will run gas from
Prestonsburg to Grayson-basically,”
said Equitable President and CEO
Murry Gerber.  “It will allow
enough gas for 400,000 homes or
electricity to about 1 million. And
that’s U.S. energy. With this project
we have taken a big milestone
toward energy independence in
Kentucky.”

The line is a 20-inch pipeline
running approximately 70 miles
from Langley in Floyd County
through Johnson and Lawrence
counties, allowing producers to
transport gas every day of the year.

Gov. Steve Beshear was on hand
for the arnouncement Thursday,
touting the fact that the pipeline
now allows Kentuckians to use
locally produced gas.

He
contended that his counsel then, Harolyn
Howard, should be disqualified because she
was expected to be called as a material witness
in the case.

Following that request, Floyd Circuit Judge
John David Caudill denied the motion, saying
that Bishop could either act as sole counsel or
have counsel but that he could not act as co-
counsel.

The Supreme Court has now said that
Bishop could have acted as co-counsel, revers-
ing the conviction and granting a new trial.

Man-made
. and real

On Earth Day, the United States stood poised to make
the most significant strides on climate change since Al Gore
lost Florida. It's about time. The vast majority of scientific
research tells us that climate change is real and that human
activity is a major contributing factor. The country neéds to
finally develop a real strategy to deal with it.

And it's doing so: The Obama administration and a
Democratic-controlled Congress are proposing changes that
when enacted and enforced are expected to fuel major
reductions in the production of greenhouse gases. Two
efforts are key to this.

Last week, the Environmental Protection Agency issued
a proposed finding that greenhouse gases threaten public
health and welfare. If finalized, the so-called "endanger-
ment finding" would allow the EPA to use the Clean Air
Act to limit heat-trapping emissions. That's a move opposed
by industry groups, and we agree with them - sort of.

The strategy and limitations on emissions are better done
by a Congress that can work out political details that need
to be addressed. Holding a healthy debate in Congress and
making necessary compromises is better than allowing a
bureaucrat to issue a decree.

Still, if Congress fails to act, the EPA under President
Barack Obama will need to do something to meet the goals
of significantly reducing emissions by 2050. .

This week, the House Energy and Commerce Committee
is holding hearings on a draft bill introduced by Chairman
Henry Waxman, D-Calif.. and Energy and Environment
Subcommittee Chairman Ed Markey, D-Mass. Obama and
Democratic congressional leaders are hoping to finalize leg-
1slation this year that would establish a program requiring a
mandatory cap on greenhouse gas emissions.

The Waxman-Markey draft secks to curb emissions by
20 percent by 2020. That's more aggressive than the limits
Obama has proposed, but both the Waxman-Markey draft
and Obama's plan call for a mid-century target of slashing
emissions by 83 percent.

Good goals, but the devil will be in the details of how
proposed cap-and-trade legislation will work. One detail
many have sounded warnings about is the cost or cap-and-
trade. Such a detail deserve attention, but the bottom line
has to be a serious strategy to significantly reduce emis-
sions before it's too late.

House week
in review

From tax credits and other incen-
tives for alternative and renewable
energy projects to energy efficiency
construction and energy research,
Kentueky is giving its all to becoming
a leader in energy independence in this

LY.

last fall. Gov. Steve Beshear
announced the state's first comprehen-
sive energy plan that builds on major
legislation passed in recent years by
the Kentucky General Assembly that
encourages investment in energy ini-
tiatives. The 150-page plan includes
strategies 1o increase production of
biofuels, develop a coal-to-liquids
industry in the state. increase use of
renewable cnergy like solar. and
improve energy efficiency in homes.
buildings and motor vehicles. It is also
expected to create 40,000 jobs in the
energy field here in Kentucky.

Funding the plan and legislative
initiatives -that support it has not been
easy in an economy that has limited
funding for the state’s Energy Program
to no more than $800,000 annually
over the past 8 years. So you can imag-
ine how thrilled state lawmakers and
other state officials were when the
governor announced in February that
about $63 million of the state’s esti-
mated $3 billion in federal stimulus
dollars will be spent on Kentucky's
energy initatives. Details about how
that money will be divided are emerg-
ing. and | would like to share them
with you today.

£0 o the State Energy
Program. administered by  the
Kentucky Department of Ener
Development — and  Independenc
(EDI), with a federal goal of spending

lion

50 percent of the funds on programs
that can be started this June. To receive
the money. the state must send a
detailed budget and application to the
federal government by May 12 and
assure the Feds that certain conditions
are met, with priority given to expand-
ing existing energy efficiency and
renewable energy programs.

‘While no final decisions have been
made as to how the money will be
spent, EDI is considering funding sev-
eral programs, including but not limit-
ed to KEEPS (Kentucky Energy
Efficiency Program for Schools) that
helps school district lower their energy
use and ‘lower operating costs. the
Kentueky Clean Energy Corps which
provides energy audits, education and
home rehab to qualifying homeowners
and “Smart Grid Efforts”, which
works with utilities to improve the
electric transmission and distribution
system. T will pass on any updates I
receive from >I on the funding
process as decisions are made.

It goes without saying that state
lawmakers hope any final decision
will complement both our work on the
energy front in past sessions and the
major goals of the State Energy
Program-goals that go beyond energy
efficiency to reducing reliance on for-
eign oil. improving supply and deliv-
ery of fuel supplies and making energy
more environmentally friendly.

The other $10 million or so in ener-

stimulus dollars will fund federal
Encrey Efficiency and Conservation

Grants to cities and counties to
cut their energy use and improve their
energy efficiency. Sixty percent of the
$10 million must be granted to local
governments. with the renfaining 40
percent spent at the state’s diseretion

(Plans are for the 40 percent to be used -

for farm efficiency projects through
the Governor's Office of Agricultural
Policy.) So far, according to state offi-
cials. there 1s no process in place for
granting the 60 percent to cities and

counties. That process is now being
worked out between EDI, ' the
Department for Local Government
(DLG) and other agencies, with DLG
being the agency most likely to distrib-
ute the funds.

Around $15 million in additional
Energy Efficiency and Conservation
Block Grants will also be allocated
directly to the state’s most populous
cities and counties, according to the
U.S. Department of Energy. A list of
those cities and counties provided by
DOE indicates the following will
receive allocations ranging from
around $120,000 to $7 million:
Bowling Green. Covington, Florence,
Frankfort. Henderson, Hopkinsville
($143,600), Lexington, Louisville,
Owensboro, Richmond and the coun-
ties of Boone, Bullitt, Campbell,
Hardin, Kenton, Laurel, McCracken,
Oldham, Pike and Pulaski. The federal
government, and Kentucky. hopes that
the grants will reduce total energy con-
sumption, carbon dioxide emissions
and improve energy efficiency in these
communities.

Kentucky’s energy stimulus dollars
are a tremendous incentive — but not
the only incentive — for state law-
makers to continue working toward
our energy goals like we did last ses-
sion when we passed legislation
allowing the General Assembly to
study the potential for oil and natural
gas operations on state and university
owned lands. An even better incentive
came this month when it was
announced that our state will be the
site of a federal research lab —
Kentucky's first — to develop a lithi-
um-ion battery for electric and hybrid
vehicles. More than anything else, the
federal lab shows our state is fast
become an energy research leader.

Going Green:

For a decade now, Dr. Phyllis Puffer, an associ
ate professor of Sociology at Big Sandy
Community and Technical College. has been quiet-
ly but diligently battling on behalf of Mother Earth.

With the college’s cooperation, she began by
placing cardboard collection receptacles in various
buildings on campus with the intention of reducing
the vast amount of used and discarded paper being
generated.  Her effort was appreciated by those
who worked at the college and their contributions
produced approximately 23 large bags of recycla-
ble paper each month.

Dr. Puffer had been inspired to initiate such an
effort after living in Germany for a while and wit-
nessing that country’s extremely successful recy-
cling efforts.

“Germany had an amazing recycling program,”
Dr. Puffer recently noted. “Collection containers
were in train stations, malls. villages. There were
separate sections for paper, green glass, brown
glass and clear glass. They were so thorough it
was hard to find a stray piece of paper if you want-
ed to make a note

The paper recycling effort at BSCTC eventually
became so successful that it became too much for
one person to handle. The IT Department volun-
teered to take on the challenge although Dr. Puffer
still supplements those efforts by collecting the
paper waste in one of the campus buildings.

With the paper recycling effort well under way,
Dr. Puffer then turned her attention to other recy
clable materials.

She was inspired to collect pop cans by the
efforts of a former BSCTC faculty member who
picked up cans after the Kentucky Apple Festival in
Paintsville, turned the cans in for cash and then
donated the proceeds to the Floyd County Animal
Shelter. Building on that idea, Dr. Puffer placed
aluminum recycling receptacles on campus. Once
again she had created the opportunity for people to
contribute with limited effort and the receptacles
filled quickly and on a regular basis, again reduc-

ing the_siream of garbage generated by the BSCTC
Prestonsburg campus.

Those efforts then inspired others to collect and
contribute cans from outside campus. One faculty
member saves his own cans and collects his neigh-
bors’ cans and delivers them to Dr. Puffer, while
another campus couple collects their cans and
donates them to the effort as well. About once a
month Dr. Puffer transports the collected cans to
Mountain Metal in West Prestonsburg and ‘trades
the cans for money. While the.income on a
monthly basis is small and fluctuates depending
upon the market, the proceeds generally add up to
a donation of $100 a year to the animal shelter.

Ironically, those visits to the animal shelter

inspired yet another recycling effort. Dr. Puffer
noted that shelter workers were exceedingly grate-
ful for the donation of newspapers. She was told
the newspapers were used to line the puppies’
cages. She began saving and donating what papers
she could and other faculty members began con-
tributing their newspapers from home. The animal
lovers in the BSCTC library heard about her efforts
and began making significant contributions to the
effort as well.

‘While Dr. Puffer has turned her efforts primari-
1y to the collection and recycling of cans and news-
papers, her original initiative of recycling paper on
campus has continued to thrive through the efforts
of the IT Dep: C i d by staff
Emily Hurd.

Hurd took responsibility for the paper recycling
efforts about three years ago and is aided by work
study students. Hurd notes that the paper recy-
cling effort on the Prest Campus ¢ i
to grow each year. In 2008 the effort resulted in
the collection of almost 12.5 tons of paper equiva-
lent to 204 trees.

“Each ton of recycled paper (2,000 pounds), can
save 17 trees, 380 gallons of oil, three cubic yards
of landfill space, 4,000 kilowatts of energy, and
7.000 gallons of water,” Hurd notes proudly.
“This represents a 65 percent energy savings, a 58
percent water savings and 60 pounds less of air pol-
lation.”

Just recently, yet a fourth recycling effort was
started on campus by Tina Ousley, an assistant pro-
fessor of Biology. Ousley’s recycling efforts were
initially confined to her own home where, with the
assistance of her husband and son, the family sorts
its waste into containers for cardboard, paper, plas-
tic, glass and aluminum and steel cans. The bulk

- of the recyclables are taken;to the Magoffin County

Recycling Center but the glass recyclables, are
delivered to a recycling facility in Morehead about |
once a month.

Your doctor was listening for

carotid bruits, which are

abnormal whooshing sounds

made when blood passes through a
narrowed or partially blocked- carotid
artery.

You have two carotid arteries, one
on each side of the front of your neck.
These large blood vessels carry most
of the blood to your brain. When
these arteries become blocked by
fatty build-up — a form of atheroscle-
rosis known as carotid arterial dis-
ease’— the blood flow to the brain
decreases. An ultrasound will help
your doctor confirm that carotid
artery disease is causing the whoosh-
ing sounds she’s hearing.

Lifestyle changes can help with
reader’s carotid artery disease

Having plaque build up in your
carotid arteries increases your risk for
dangerous blood clots, which can
travel from the blood vessels in your
neck to your brain, potentially caus-
ing a stroke. Carotid artery disease
can also indicate an increased risk for
heart attacks and more generalized
cardiovascular disease. This is
because the atherosclerosis in your
carotid artery may be a warning sign
that similar plaque build-up and
blockages may also be occurring near

“your heart.

Arteries are more likely to become
plugged up as you get older, and ath-
erosclerosis can run in the family.
Also, your risk for atherosclerosis
and other vascular diseases increases
if you smoke, are overweight, have
high blood pressure and/or elevated
lipid levels, or lead a sedentary
lifestyle.

Your doctor is correct in suggest-
ing healthy habits, since lifestyle
changes are the first line of defense
against atherosclerosis. If you smoke,
please stop. Your doctor can recom-
mend methods for quitting smoking.
If you are overweight, please talk to
her about an exercise plan and diet
tips. If you have chronic conditions
such as high blood pressure or dia-
betes, be sure to work closely with
your doctor to keep these under con-
trol.

If your doctor has done lab work,
she can discuss your cholesterol and
triglyceride -levels and how they
relate to vascular problems. If
changes in diet and exercise are not
sufficient, your doctor may want to
supplement your lifestyle changes
with prescription medications that
lower your lipids. Finally, if your

~carotid  arteries become complétely

obstructed, a surgical procedure may
be needed to remove the plaque. This
will open up the arteries and allow
the bfood to flow smoothly again.

. Finally, please remember that you
are fortunate to have such a thorough
family physician. Finding this prob-
lem early increases your chances of
effective treatment. If you follow
your doctor’s advice, you will help
prevent more serious problems down
the road.

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Governor announces task force to assist former inmates

FRANKFORT — Gov.
Steve Beshear established a
task force Thursday to develop
recommendations to help for-
mer inmates re-enter their

communities and reduce the

likelihood that they will reof-
fend.

The Governor’s Re-entry
Task Force will research best
practices in innovative drug
treatment; causes of recidi-
vism; and methods to improve
education and vocational train-
ing while incarcerated. Gov.
Beshear said the goal is to
reduce recidivism by 50 per-
cent over a five-year period.

‘““We must break the cycle
that keeps former inmates
coming back into the correc-
tional system, by identifying
and addressing the challenges
they face when they eventually
re-enter society so they can
find a job, pay taxes and caré
for their families,” Gov.
Beshear said.

Gov. Beshear noted that all
but a small number of inmates
will eventnally be released
from prison.
of the next year, the Kentucky
Department of Corrections
(DOC) estimates that nearly
15,000 inmates will be

released in some capacity.
“Simply put, without treat-
ment and rehabilitation for the
causes that landed them in
prison in the first place, there is
a higher probability that they
will re-offend,”” Beshear said.
The Commonwealth’s
overall recidivism rate -
defined as-inmates returning
within 24 months of their
release - stands at 35 percent.
However, the majority are
technical violators - inmates
returned to prison for violating
conditions of their probation
or parole, not for a new felony
charge. Less than 9 percent of
