The patient is currently
hospitalized in Georgia,
and samples were submit-
ted to CDC-far-confirmation
by Georgia health officials.
Officials from thé Barren
River Health District are
actively investigating the
circumstances of this case
to determine whether any
contacts of the patient may

It
is unrelated to the confirmed
case. The child’s family and
other close contacts are being
evaluated for illness and possi-
ble preventive treatment. The
child- has nat been. hospital-
ized. A sample from the patient
has been sent to the CDC for
further testing to determine
whether swine flu is the cause
of illness. The name of the
county in which the patient
resides will be released if the
case is confirmed.

Kentucky health officials

ask that Kentuckians who have
traveled recently to Mexico or
other countries or communi-
ties within the U.S. where the
new HINI influenza strain
known as swine flu has been

-reported, or who are planning

such travel, be alert for the
symptoms of swine flu in the
following ways:

B Monitor yourself and
travel companions for symp-
toms of fever, chills, headache,
sore throat, cough, body aches,
and vomiting or diarrhea.

B If symptoms of illness

develop within seven days of

travel return. seek evaluation
by a health care provider as
soon as possible.

B Be sure to tell your
health care provider=about
your recent travel and suggest
testing for influenza.

B Stay home from work,
school and other public places
until you are feeling well.

Swine flu shows

importance of
public health

The three most alarming words in medicine are these: “We don’t
know.” They’ve been invoked frequently in connection with an out-
break of swine flu over the last four days.

It.began in Mexico, where thousands of people have been sickened
and reportedly more than 150 people are dead. The virus spread with
alarming speed to the United States, Canada, New Zealand, the United
Kingdom, Israel and Spain.

Still, there is no reason to panic. Public health officials alrcady have
activated emergency plans. Doctors report that the virus responds to
anti-flu drugs that are available widely §

Still, many questions remain about the new influenza strain, which is
a combination of swine, bird and human viruses. The combination
makes for interesting science. Perhaps one day what we learn about this
flu will offer strategies to prevent future outbreaks of even more deadly
diseases.

The challenge for public health officials is to avoid both o¥er-reac-
tion and complacency.

Swine flu is famous in the annals of public health. A small outbreak
on an Army base in 1976 led to a national vaccination campaign, but
the feared epidemic never materialized. For years afterward, swine flu
was synonymous with a threat that was more theoretical than real.

It's still unclear how great a threat the 2009 version poses. But in the
United States, at least. it occurs against an ominous backdrop of budget
cuts and soaring numbers of uninsured people

The public health network we rely on to protect us from disease oul-
breaks is a fraying fabric of more than 3,000 federal, state and local
health departments. Falling tax revenues from the recession have
caused many governments to cut funding. -

About one in four state public health departments reported layoffs in
a recent survey conducted by a professional organization. One-third
said they had eliminated entire programs, and 64 percent had reduced
services.

Ironically, one area that has been hit particularly hard is pandemic
influenza preparedness. Federal funding for those state programs ended
last August. The Association of State and Territorial Health Officials
reports that the loss of federal funding caused layoffs and program
reductions at public health agencies. Those agencies are, quite literally,
the first line of defense.

At the same time, millions of Americans have lost their jobs and the
health insurance coverage that came with them. Uninsured people are
less likely to seek medical care right away, especially for things like the
flu. Without treatment, they can spread the disease. "

When they do get care, they're more likely to seck it in an emer-
gency department where they easily can become infected — or spread
infection among the most vulnerable people, those hospitalized in ill
health.

In Mexico, which has a limited ability to detect and track communi-
ty disease outbreaks, most swine flu cases have been reported among
patients hospitalized for pneumonia. Infectious disease experts have
suggested that explains why the death rate in Mexico appears to be
much higher than in the rest of North America

Tt also may be, however, that the virus has mutated (o become less
lethal. Or it could be that future wives of infection among more vulner-
able paticnts will push up death rates here and around the world, We

The first 100
days — then and
now

“After 100 days in office, the com-
parisons between President Obama
and Franklin D. Roosevelt seem as
valid as ever.

Both leaders have had to cope with

1 unprecedented global financial ©
si a deterioraling economy. high
unemployment, and an cctorate
steeped in fear and apprehension
about the futurc. Both men have also
had to contend with a world-wide
security crisis; inspired in FDR's casc
by the pernicious ideology of fascism,
and in President Obama’s by the
of a deadly form of international ter-
rorism driven by religious extremists.
Both men have also had to share the
blessing — or burden — of high
expectations, not only among’ the
American public, but among people
the world over, where their ump-
tion of office has been widely herald-
ed as the beginning of a new day.

But in spite of these and other
ilarities, there are some striking diff
ences between their first 100 days that
may provide the current President and
his colleagues in Congress with some
food for thou It

ership to the President’s initial legisla-
tive agenda. In FDR’s day, many

‘Republicans not only responded posi-

tively to the President’s call for bipar-
tisanship, they also lent their support
to some of the most significant me.

including the Fedéral Emergency
Relief Act and the establishment of
the ‘Tennessee Valley Authority or
TVA — our nation’s st electric pub-
lic utility. In short, this “‘unprecedent-
ed national emergency” met with
unprecedented national  cooperation,
amor s and republicans,
and among the executive and legisla-
tive branches of government

A second clear distinction involves
America’s standing overse
Although FDR did not attend, he sent
a high level delegation (led by his
Secretary of State, Cordell Hull) to
Great Britain in June 1933 to attend
the long anticipated *London
Monetary and Economic
Conference.” Attended by 66 nations,
and convened to bring about an inter-
national response to the global eco-
nomic crisis, FDR famously “‘torpe-
doed” the conference by rejecting a
temporary  curr stabilization
agreement that was
London and seen as critica

1y after the terms of the temporary
agreement had been sccured — great-
ly disappointed the British, French
and other delegations. As a result, his
international reputation sutfered for a

time and there wefe fears — which
subsequently proved unfounded —
that FDR was an economi¢ national-
ist.

By contrast, President Obama’s
performance at the recent G-20 meet-
ing in London has been a 10-strike.
The President may not have gotten all
he wanted in London, but his willing-
ness to listen to and work with the
leaders of the world’s leading indus-
trialized nations, along with his ensu-
ing visits to France and Turkey, have
restored the international communi-
ty’s faith in American leadership and
significantly enhanced the confidence
of people the world over that together
we will get through this erisis. ,

This last point brings us back to the
most significant similarity between
the two men — their ability to inspire
hope in moments of despair and their
willingness to act. FDR, like President
Obama, never lost faith in the ability
of the American people to restore the
nation to prosperity. But he under-
stood that government, which he
wisely called “‘ourselves and not an
alien power over us,” had a vital role
to play in this process. By restoring
the people’s faith in' government, then,
FDR in essence restored their faith in
themselves. Presidént Obama and our
leadership in Congress would be wise
to do the same.

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Weeksbury
post office
turning 100

As the memories of yesterday
so quietly slip away unto the. past
we seem to forget the faces and the
laughter of that forgotten time. I
recently found .out that the
Weeksbury Post Office was cele-
brating its 100th birthday on May
4th. This is the one constant
reminder of times past for this
small community. The office
houses 658 boxes with 93 rented.
We also deliver to 109 RT cus-
tomers. It is a very small office
where each customer is a familiar
face. Each box has a story. Some
boxes have belonged to the same
faimily since the office opened. As
the parents pass away the children
maintain the box and reopen it into
their name. It is like the box is part
of their family. As our lives
change something inside us seems
to want to hold on to the past.

From what I can learn about the
office it originally opened as Rail.
The first Postmaster was Coss
Johnson and the first mail carrier
was Bill Johfison in 1909. It is
ironic that our present Manager of
Postal Operations is also named
Bill Johnson Bill- delivered the
mail from the train station at the
depot and then Coss distributed it.
In 1912 the office name was
changed. to Weeksbury. The next
Postmasters name I could find was
LA Johnson he was Postmaster
until his retirement and then RM
Chaffins took the office until 1947
when HaskeH Hall was sworn.
Haskell not only was the postmas-
ter but he also owned the building.
As | spoke with Haskel you could
hear an excitement in his voice as
he told me his story. “The lobby
used to be open 24 hrs a day. It
was the meeting place where
everyone the town would talk and
visit for a spell.” Another interest-
ing fact about Haskell was that his
wife Virginia was his  clerk.
Haskel also provided me with
much of my information for this
article. They lived upstairs over
the office. Haskell and Virginia
ran the Weeksbury office for 28
years until his retirement in 1975
when Virginia became postmaster
for the next four years.

At the retirement of Virginia,
Georgia Smith became the next
Postmaster in 1980. Georgia
Smith was at the office for approx-
imately I3years before she trans-
ferred. Georgia stated that the
office was special to her. She
said,” I loved the down home
close feel that you don't feel many
places. The customers would gath-
er around 8 a.m. and stand around
and talk to everyone. The lobby
would be full as people awaited
the mail. If it was cold they gath-
ered inside the office but if it were
warm the parking lot would be full
of people standing around laugh-
.ing and talking.” Georgia only left
the office to transfer to an office
closer to her home. She left
‘Weeksbury in 1993.

In 1993 Diane Ousley became
postmaster for a very brief time
before advancing to another

Diane was replaced by
McIntosh. John was a
‘Weeksbury veteran. He created-a
historical display in the lobby
which attracts many former resi-
dents of Weeksbury. As they visit
home many stop by the office to
look at the all but forgottetown.
Tears fill many eyes as they reflect
on the beauty that once was
Weeksbury.: As clerk and OIC of
the office myself I have heard
many stories of the fountain, the
theater, the bank, commissary, the
company store, the hospital, and
most of all, the club house. So
many happy ‘memories were estab-

Question: T had a cold a
couple of weeks ago. My right
ear has been plugged up ever
since, so I went to the doctor.
He said I had a middle ear
infection and put me on a 10-
day course of antibiotics. It’s
been seven days, and the ear is
still plugged up. What else
should be done? Will I need
surgery?

Answer: It is not uncom-
mon for people to get middle
ear infections following a
cold. A quick anatomy lesson
will help you to understand
what is going on and what you
can do to fully recover.

The middle ear lies just
beyond the eardmm. It con-
tains three small bones, which
move when sound waves
vibrate the eardrum. Their
movement transmits eardrum
vibrations to your brain, which
interprets the variety of sounds
that you hear.

The middle ear connects to
the back of the throat by the
eustachian tube, which allows
fluid to drain and equalizes air
pressure in the middle ear. To
“equalize air pressure,” the
€ustachian tube, which is nor-
mally closed, opens momen-
tarily, letting in a small
amount of air. When it opens,

A head cold can cause
inflammation of the eustachi
an tube, since it comnnects to
your throat near the intersec-
tion of your nasal passage.
‘When the eustachian tube
becomes . inflamed, it can

can aid ear infection recovery

swell, blocking the passage of
fluid and air. This leads to a
build up of fluid in the middle
ear. As a result, you may expe-
rience reduced hearing, since
the eardrum cannot wiggle as
freely through fluid, so the
vibrations sent to the small ear
bones and the brain become
muffled as well. When this
happens, bacteria in the
trapped fluid can infect your
middle ear. This is what your
doctor means when he says
you have an “ear infection.”
When your ear becomes
infected, a full course of

antibiotics is needed to kill the

bacteria causing the infection
Decongestants can also- help
by decreasing the fluid in the
middle ear. Chewing gum can
help promote drainage from
the middle ear. Also, avoid
cigarette smoke, and do not
take airplane trips when your
ear is plugged up.

Sometimes it is necessary
to also treat the inflamed
eustachian tubes. Ibuprofen
can help. because of its anti-
inflammatory effect, but do
not exceed the suggested
dosage_printed_on_the bottle.
Certain steroid ' medications,
which are also anti-inflamma-

tory,- may also help open the
eustachian tube.

Finally, if all of these things
don’t work, ventilation tubes
can be placed through a surgi-
cal procedure to drain the mid-
dle ear and allow air to re-
enter. Although this is typical-
ly a safe procedure, your doc-
tor should avoid surgery
whenever possible. Normally,
ventilation tubes are not used
unless ear fluid is present for
more than four months, there
is fluid in both ears, or infec-
tions are recurrent and/or do
not respond to multiple antibi-
otics.

For now, sfart with the
decongestants and chewing
gum. Then, be sure to let your,
doctor know if you finish your
antibiotics and the prcssum
remains.
