An online security firm reports
a spike in new swine flu

domain names with some of
the sites advertising items to

“protect your family” against

‘Bible’ of

democracy
It is impossible for most of us to imagine a world

:without newspapers. For more than two centuries,
‘newspapers have been the backbone of American

‘democracy, providing a daily flow of news and other
information essential to an informed society. Without

newspapers, government at all levels never could have
been held accountable to the people -- the very crux of

‘democracy.
But no longer can we take the daily newspaper for

granted. The historic business model on which the

newspaper industry was built is no longer viable.

Advertisers, who in the past provided most of the rev-

enue for a typical daily, are spending much of their

resources elsewhere in increasingly fragmented media
markets. :

This is a ttemendous challenge, to be sure. In recent

months the Seattle Post-Intelligéncer shifted to online

publishing only, and the Rocky Mountain News closed
its doors, both after about a century and a half of pub-
lishing. Many other metropolitan dailies have chopped
their staffs to save money, and such venerable journals

as The Boston Globe, The Miami Herald and the San
Francisco Chronicle are in jeopardy of folding.

This broad newspaper retrenchment is occurring at a

moment when the broadcast media, which always have

employed but a tiny fraction of the number of journal-
ists working for newspapers, are also reducing their

news- gathering staffs. Internet bloggers are growing,
yet much of what they produce is not news but rather

unsubstantiated rumor and bias, with no pretense of

objectivity. Online news services also are sprouting up,
but most are not profitable and therefore are of ques-

tionable sustainability. Even if they last, their news-

gathering staffs are minuscule and no substitute for

daily papers deploying hundreds of journalists to cover

the news at city hall, the statehouse and beyond.
In the last century, columnist Walter Lippmann

called newspapers &quot; bible of democracy, the book
out of which a people determines its conduct.” The
truth is, there is absolutely no replacement for a strong,
financially independent newspaper beholden to no spe-

cial interests or the government in power. Which is
why the transformation of newspapers is so critical to

the future of democracy.

The mining industry is going to

have to make a stand together, union

and non-union, surface and under-

ground, for the country to sce how

Important coal is, not only for electric-

ity and steel production, but the econ-
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omy as well. Very soon, a day is com-

ing (some talks already underway),
when the miners will band together,
walk out, go to Washington, and sit
there in the dark. Most of us are just
good old country boys anyway. We
don’t have to have electricity to sur-

vive. How will you city folk fair?
President Obama promised he

would not raise taxes, even after bail-

ing out his buddies on Wall Street, the
auto industry, and passing a trillion-
dollar stimulus package.

I graduated high school in 1991,

went to work that summer, and have

operated heavy equipment ever since,
either mining coal or construction

work. It’s all I know. Now, because of
President Obama and his loyal min-

ions, I stand to lose everything I’ve
worked for. Most of my fellow miners

are in the same situation as myself,
not knowing what else to do to pro-
vide for their families. Who is going

to bail us out?

Is the United States still a democra-

cy, or are we now a dictatorship?
What are our senators and representa-
tives doing for the coal miners who

help pay their salaries? They seem to

be more interested in catering to the

special interest groups and the liberals
who seem to be running the country.

My son loves to skateboard,
but he refuses to wear a hel-

met because, as he says,
“non f the other kids wear them.”

My husband believes that all of this

helmet-wearing is just a ‘marketing
hype” and that it isn’t necessary. He

insists that-he never wore a. helmet

when he was growing up. and he is
“fine. Can you give me some informa-

tion that might help me to change
2 their minds?

We are getting to the time of

year when people engage in

skateboarding, bicycling and

rollerblading — all activities typical-
ly conducted over cement and hard

surfaces. Sports-related head injuries
Jead to more than 750,000 hospital-

izations annually, just in the United
States. Many of these require a visit

to the emergency room or, at least,

urgent. care. Fortunately, only_a few

result in death or permanent injury. -

In spite of these data, many par-
ents, like your husband, still question
the need for helmets. But without

head protection, even what may seem

like a minor bump on the head can

actually result in permanent brain

THE FLroyp County Times

cup Helmet can prevent brain
Medicine dama from skateboarding falls

damage: a condition known as trau-

matic brain injury (TBI).
Your brain is a highly remarkable,

yet very vulnerable organ. It basical-
* ly floats: inside -of~your skull; sur

rounded by cerebrospinal fluid,
which cushions it from evéryday

bumps and blows. A violent jolt to

your head —- such as that caused by
falling from a quickly moving skate-

board — can force your brain to slam

up against the inner wall of your
skull. This can tear nerve fibers in

your brain and cause internal bleed-

ing. Helmets absorb some of that
shock energy, reducing the impact

and injury to your brain and helping
to prevent permanent damage and, in

some cases, death.

Sometimes it can take weeks to

months for the signs of a TBI to show

up. Possible symptoms include short-

and long-term memory deficits,

learning problems, physical disabili-
ties and changes in mood and/or per-

sonality. Closed head injuries,
--defined-as blows to the-head-with no

open wound — with or without loss

of consciousness — can still cause

such damage the brain.

Motor vehicle accidents are the

most common cause of TBI, with

sports-related injuries close behind.

TBlIs are graded on a scale of mild,
moderate or severe. After one head

injury, the risk for permanent brain

damage from subsequent injuries
increases.

You also want to be sure to protect
other areas of the body during athlet-

ic activities conducted over concrete,
such as skating, skateboarding and

bicycling, and during high-impact
sports, such as.tackle football or

hockey. Knee and elbow pads as well

as wrist and hand protection can help
prevent permanent damage to grow-

ing bones and joints. Eye protection
shouldbe uséd “if thé “Activity has a

risk of eye damage.
I suggest that you discuss this

information with your husband and
insist that your child use protective
gear. Set the example for them both

by wearing a helmet yourself.

“The state has provided much

heeded guidance, curriculum and even

club sponsors to make this project a

reality.”
NASP is a physical education and

cross-curriculum in-school course

The Kentucky -

designed to also engage those students
who may not take part in regular
school sports activities. It has been so

successful that 850 schools in

Kentucky have participated in this

program.
The partnership will result in more

trained archery club sponsors through
the state along with additional

resources for start-up equipment from

Operation UNITE’s community coali-

tions.

One of the first steps to expanding
NASP in the Fifth Congressional
District is to get enough sponsors
trained. Patton said that that the first of

three regional Beginning Archery
Instructor courses will be conducted in

Hazard, London and Prestonsburg.

esteem, confidence, self-discipline,
structured programs and self-worth —

all qualities that lead to an all-around

better student, and an enriched student

body,” Patton noted.
