New law offers special tax breaks
Small Business Week is

May 17 to 23, and the Internal
Revenue Service urges small

businesses to act now and take

advantage of tax-saving
opportunities included in the

new recovery law.
The American Recovery

and Reinvestment Act, enacted
in February, created, extended

or expanded

a

variety of busi-
ness tax deductions and cred-

its. Because some of these

changes-the bonus deprecia-
tion and increased section 179

deduction, for example-are
only available this year, eligi-
ble businesses only have a few
months to take action and save

on their taxes. Here is a quick
rundown of some of the key
provisions.

Faster Write-Offs for Certain

Capital Expenditures
Many small businesses that

invest in new property and

equipment will be able to write
off most or all of these pur-
chases on their 2009 returns.

The new law extends through
2009 the special 50 percent
depreciation allowance, also

known as bonus depreciation,
and increased limits on the
section 179 deduction, named

for the relevant section of the
Internal Revenue Code.

Normally, businesses recover

these capital investments

through annual depreciation
deductions spread over several

years. Both of these provisions
encourage these investments

by enabling businesses to

write them off more quickly.
The bonus depreciation

provision generally enables
businesses to deduct half the

cost of qualifying property in

the year it is placed in service.
The section 179 deduction

enables small businesses to

deduct up to $250,000 of the
cost of machinery, equipment,
vehicles, furniture and other

qualifying property placed in

service during 2009. Without

the new law, the limit would

have dropped to $133,000. The

existing $25,000 mit sull

applies to sport utility vehi-
cles. A special phase-out pro-
vision effectively targets the

ion 179 deduction to small

Expanded Net Operating
Loss Carryback

Many small businesses that

had expenses exceeding their

incomes for 2008 can choose

to carry those losses back for

up to five years, instead of the

usual two. For small business-
es that were profitable in the

past but lost money in 2008,

this could mean a special tax

refund. The option is available
for a small business that has no

more than an average of $15
million in gross receipts over a

three-year period.
This option is still available

for most eligible taxpayers, but

only for a limited time. A cor-

poration that operates on a cal-

endar-ycar basis, for example,
must aim by Sept. 18,
2009. 2ible individuals,

the deadline is Oct. 15, 2009.

Eligible individuals should
file a claim using Form 1045,
and corporations should use

Form 1139. Details can be

Exclusion of Gain on the

Sale of Certain Small

Business Stock

The new law provides an

extra incentive for individuals
who invest in small business-

es. Investors in qualified small
business stock can exclude 75

percent of the gain upon sale
of the stock. This incre

exclusion applies only if the

qualified small business stock

is acquired after Feb. 17, 2009
and before Jan. 1, 2011, and

held for more than five years.
For previously-acquired stock,

the exclusion rate remains at

50 percent in most cases.

It might be easier to tell the future
by reading tea leav that to get an

accurate picture of the state’s budget
outlook for next fiscal year.

One week it looks like state rev-

enues might be on the upswing, then

we get news from the Governor’s
Office that fiscal year 2010, beginning

July 1, could be the year we face a

budget shortfall of more than $1 bil-
lion, You heard if right—even with all

the cutting and revenue changes made
over the past 2-3 years, the

Commonwealth could face one of the
most challenging General Fund short-
falls in state history.

More precise shortfall figures are

due from an independent team of
economists at the end of May, but the

initial estimates released on April 30

by the state show that a shortfall of
$818 million to $1 billion is quite pos-
sible. This is not what we want to

hear,

We want to believe our state, which
ts jobless rate jump in March to

9.8 percent, is in economic recovery.
We are tired of learning that family,
friends, perhaps even ourselves, have

lost jobs and must rely on a state

unemployment system that state offi-
cials say is essentially bankrupt from

an avalanche of claims. We want to

hear that the so-called Great
Recession is coming to an end. But at

the sare time, we want to be realistic.

The earliest they expect
economic growth is this summer or,

lowest level since December, con-

-Sumer spending and home sales are

up, and construction is on the rise. So
there i some end in sight. It just won&#39;

would like.

The economy will likely shrink
some more, and the jobless rate will

likely rise before it falls, possibly to

what the article called a “stinging 10

percent” from a rate of 8.9 percent on

May 8.

So, no, it will not be a neat recov-

ery. But the possibility of growth ‘by
the numbers”

is
better than anything

we could have hoped for five or six

months ago.
What is improbable is that any *

recovery will be strong enough to

solve Kentucky&#39;s massive state budg-
et problems before the regular legisla-

live budget session begins in January.
There just is not time. That means that

Kentucky state lawmakers and
Governor Steve Beshear will once

again have to consider program cuts,
new sources of revenue or, possibly,

using a large part of the state&#3 federal
stimulus money to get us out of the

billion-dollar budget hole we are fac-

ing.
We could be back in June in special

session to tackle this issue, or a spe-
cial session might come later in the

summer or fall. Whenever the issue is
addressed in session, I will keep you
informed of what action is taken along

the way.
Another responsibility we as law-

makers and all Kentuckians have is to

Exercise won’t make
arthritis worse

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I

have osteoarthritis of the
hands, and. my fingers have

bony knobs on the knuckles.

They look bad and hurt part of
the time. I was a registered

nurse and di lots of lifting of

patients. Is the arthritis genetic
or from the lifting? I go to the

gym two to three times a week
and have been doing so for two

years. Am I making it worse? -

-C.8.

ANSWER: Osteoarthritis is
the most common kind of

arthritis. At age 65, one-third
of people have evidence of

knee osteoarthritis, and close
to 100 percent of women have

evidence of osteoarthritis of

their hands and fingers. Not all

these people have symptoms.
The tiny bumps on the knuck-
le below the fingernail are part
of the arthritis picture. Genes

are involved. Age, misalign-
ment of bones and injury are

other contributors. Exercise is

not responsible. Continue your
exercise program. Strong mus-

cles protect joints, and exer-

cise keeps them limber. Only if
an exercise is painful should

you stop it.
A joint is the place where

two bone ends meet. The ends

are covered with cartilage, and
the entire joint is surrounded

by a tough covering called the,

joint capsule. Cartilage makes

it possible for one bone end to

move over the other painlessly.

Joint fluid, contained in the

joint by the joint capsule, oils
the joint and also keeps it oper-,
ating without friction. In

osteoarthritis, the joint carti-

lage begins to fray and crum-

ble, and the joint fluid thins.
There is no cure for

osteoarthritis; there are treat-

ments. Tylenol is one of the
best and safest drugs. Aspirin
and nonsteroidal anti-inflam-

matory medicines (Aleve,
Advil, Motrin, etc.) are widely
prescribed. They can ‘cause

ulcers, so they have to be used
in moderation. Voltaren gel is
an anti-inflammatory applied
to the skin over an affected

joint. Less is absorbed this

way, so it has fewer side
effects. The doctor can inject a

bothersome joint with corti-

sone.
‘

Artificial joints are always
worth consideration when
arthritis severely limits motion

and is quite painful. The ‘joint
at the base of the thumb is
often bothersome in women.

An operation that inserts a

small piece of cartilage or

other synthetic material can

cushion that joint and bring
great relief.
