theater and other spots.

It goes without saying that the past
year has been ficult one for

Kentucky, from last fall’s high winds
due to Hurricane Ike to January&# dev-
astating winter storm and now this,
some of the worst flooding in decades.

January 1937, when the state averaged
nearly 16 inches of rain. The water

flooded half of Frankfort, temporarily

marvoned 20,000 people in downtown
Louisville and all but wiped out

Paducah. It took nearly three weeks
before the Ohio River was below
flood stage.

To better focus on ways to prevent
flooding, as well as preserve and pro-
mote other aspects of our waterways,

I recently authorized a new legislative
committee whose sole focus will be

on rivers and streams. Other issues to

be covered will range from adventure.
tourism to homeland security at our

river ports.
The last several weeks have not

been easy for our community, but on

the positive side, it has re-affirmed
our giving nature. As proof, consider

a report last December from

a

‘state

agency that looks at long-term issues

affecting Kentucky. It reported in its
latest statewide survey of Kentuckians
that only about seven percent said
they did not have anyone but family
they could count.on in time of need.

In other words, more than nine out of
10 of us have a strong, healthy net-

work of friends who are there when

we need them most.

House week

in review

Talk about the economy remains
the number one topic of conversation

in Frankfort. The problem is that no

one seems quite sure if our economy
is on the upswing, coasting along or

falling further down the chute.
No doubt this is frustrating. But for

state lawmakers who need a reliable
economic forecast as we ponder a

state budget for the next two years, it
can be downright maddening.

Lucky for us, Kentucky has an

independent group of economists

called the Consensus Forecasting
Group (CFG) that provides us each

year with an official revenue forecast
for the next fiscal year. Sometimes the

forecast is encouraging. and some-

umes it is not exactly what you want

to hear. This year, something tells me

that the group will probably be telling
me what I don’t want to hear as far as

state revenue projections go for Fiscal
Year 2010, which starts July and

ends in June 2010.

Although the CFG’s official state

revenue fore: t for next fiscal year
will not be released until the end of
this month. a briefing of the group by
state officials last week led one of its.

key members to say that next fiscal
s budget shortfall could very well

round $800 million to $1 bil-
lion—a figure often cited by the

Governor&#39;s Office. He also said the

group will likely predict no steady
improvement in the state economy

until late next year.
That&#39; a pretty dim assessment, and

a much different one than we&#39;v read
about in some news stories coming
out of Washington. But it appears to

be a realistic view based on data from
the State Budget Director&#39;s Office
shared with the CFG. The State

Budget Offi last Monday cited a

number of factors, from continued
slow job growth to a dwindling inven-

tory of goods igns that the econo-

my is not progressing as quickly as

necessary.
More hard facts about the economy

released by the State Budget Office on

May 15 make it pretty clear that any
recent improvements we&#39;v read

about probably won’t help us avoid a

whopper of a 2010 budget shortfall.

Here are a few of those facts pub-
lished in the office’s most recent

“Economic Briefs”:
@ The U.S. Commerce Department

reports that total retail sales fell 4/10th
of a percent in April on the heels of a

1.3 percent decline in March. The
financial sector was hopeful that the

sector was rebounding, after showing
some progress early this year.

@ Company inventories are shrink-
ing, which is affecting the nation’s

gross domestic product—a measure of
national productivity. Workers do not

have to produce as much when busi-
nesses rely on excess merchandise to

meet orders rather than producing
more goods. “Inventory slashing”, as

The Wall Street Journal calls it, essen-

tially limits supply, which in turn

hurts businesses needing to place new

orders. The only good news cited in
state’s “Economic Briefs” about this

activity is that “it prevents a further

buildup (of goods) that could damage
the economy farther down the road.”

@ The housing market is still fal-

tering. An article from CNN Money
cited in the “Economic Briefs” report-

ed that a record 342,000 homes

29,006 birds during the 23-
da season, which ended May
10. This surpassed the previ-
ous record df 28,797 birds in

2006
: “Despite the bad weather,

turkey hunters are dedicated

sportsmen and sportswomen,”
said Karen Alexy, wildlife

division director for the

Kentucky Department of Fish

and Wildlife Resources.

“They still got out there and

made this the best season

turkey

ever.”
Last summer, Kentucky

Fish and Wildlife: biologists
recorded the highest number

of poults, or turkey chicks,
ever reported in the 25-year
history of the department’s
annual brood survey. This

record turkey reproduction
provided plenty of birds for
hunters.

““We had more birds on the

ground than probably at any
time in modern history,” said
SteVen Dobey, Kentucky Fish
and Wildlife’s turkey program

coordinator. “Interest in

turkey hunting continues to

grow. That, combined with
the record number of turkeys
on the ground, resulted in a

piongme season.”

Turkeys should produce
another strong crop this year.

Since only bearded turkeys
are legal for harvest during
the spring season, female
birds were essentially protect-

ed and can now build on last

year’s reproductive success.

“By early fall, we’ll have a

post-harvest estimate of what
the population looks like,”
said Dobey. “I expect it to be

great — those hens made it

through the sprin season and

are nested now.”

Additionally, birds hatche
in 2008 will be adult two-

year-olds. by next year’s
spring turkey season. With a

little help from nature,
hunters should be in for

another great harvest in 2010.

“We saw lots of good
bluegill.”

County.

However, on bigger lakes
such as Barren River Lake and
Green River Lake, high water

placed the sunfish spawn on

hold for a time. “Barren is 11
feet above norinal,” said Eric

Cummins, southwestern fish-

ery district biologist for

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife.
“Green River is 8 feet above

normal. The peak sunfish

spawning activity on our larger
lakes doesn’t look like it has

occurred yet. They will be

waiting until the water stabi-
lizes.”

That doesn’t mean the sun-

fish aren’t biting. “Fishing will

still be decent for them on

those lakes,” Cummins said.
“The bluegill and redear will

be hanging around flooded
brush and trees, but they will

be more spread out.”

Cummins recommends

Spurlington Lake and West
Fork of Drakes Reservoir for

large bluegill and redear sun-

fish although they are in a post
spawn mode. “The redear sun-

fish in West Fork of Drakes are

dinner plates, they are huge,”
he said. “That lake next spring

should be lights out. We saw a

Target sunfish by drifting a

1/32- or 1/16-ounce feather jig
tipped with a small minnow or

mealworm over shallow flats,
especially if the flat has
whitish circles o it that reveal
sunfish nests. You can fish this

rig suspended under a small
bobber or cast it without one.

One-inch tube jigs and

curly-tailed grubs rigged on a

1/16-ounce leadhead jig also

Produce sunfish right now.

Redworms fished across mud
flats or down pea-gravel points

on a size 6 or 8 Aberdeen hook
with just a BB split shot crush-

es sunfish right now. You can

add a bobber to this rig or fish
it alone.

Grab an ultralight rod, a few
feather jigs and a plastic con-

tainer of mealworms or red-

worms and enjoy some of the
best bluegill and redear fishing
of the year. These. fish bite

willingly and provide as good a

fight for their size as any fish
that swims in Kentucky.

It&# often been said of the pig that

you can use every part of that versatile
animal except the squeal.
Unfortunately,

_

that&#3 not. always. the.

case with production of ‘other materi-

als--biofuels being a prime example.
Biofuel research isn&#3 just a matter

of finding the right basic ingredient,
whether that&#39;s corn, soybeans or grass
cuttings. The scientists also have to fig-
ure out: what to do with all the &quot;l

overs&qu that result from turning natural

products into fuels.

And there can be mountain upon
mountain of those leftovers. For exam-

ple, in the Midwest alone, the produc-
tion of ethanol generates 10 million

tons of dried distillers’ grains left over

after grain such as corn or sorghum is

converted into ethanol.
The same type of byproduct surplus

can occur with the production of
biodiesel from soybeans. Producing a

gallon of biodiesel from soybean oil

yields around two-thirds of a pound of
crude glycerin. The good news is that

this glycerin can be refined to 99 per-
cent purity and used in a wide variety

of products, including~ pharmaceuti-
cals, foods, drinks, cosmetics and toi-
letries.

And now, it seems, you can use the
leftovers from. biofuel production to

make -more’- pigs! (And chickens,
too, for that matter.)

That&#3 according to the scientists of
the Agricultural Research Service

(ARS), who have teamed up with uni-

versity colleagues to see whether crude
glycerin could be used to supplement
livestock feed. They wanted to take a

look at using the coproducts of.
biodiesel production as feed supple-
ments because no such data was avail-

able to the livestock industry.
Livestock and poultry producers are

always looking for ways to supplement
their animals&#39; feed while saving money

and boosting nutrition. Some scientists
have shown that it&#39; possible to supple-
ment pig diets with the dried distillers’

grains left over from ethanol produc-
tion, but the downside is a potential
increase in manure production--and

higher levels of volatile organic com-

pounds in the manure, which can

increase the odor emissions. a
To test crude glycerin&#39; potential as

a feed supplement, the ARS scientists
fed it to pigs at different stages of

growth in five different experiments.
The pigs that ate the crude glycerin

were able to digest it efficiently, and it

gave them just as much caloric energy
as did com grain.

A followup study showed no

adverse effects on weight, carcass

composition and meat quality in pigs
that ate diets containing either 5 per-
cent or 10 percent crude glycerin from

weaning until they were ready to head

to market.

The ARS scientists and their univer-

sity partners also looked at the poten-
tial of crude glycerin as an additive to

poultry feed. They used 48 laying hens
and 1,392 broilers in four different

studies.

After feeding four levels of crude

glycerin to the laying hens, they com-

pared the birds&# feed consumption, egg
production, egg weight and egg mass

(that&#3 calculated by multiplying egg

production by egg weight). They found

no significant differences among the

four groups. Similar positive results

were garnered in the three studies with

the broilers.
The bottom line, according to the

ARS scientists: Crude glycerin is an

excellent source of energy in swine and

poultry diets and can be used without
harming the animal&#39;s performance, car-

cass composition and meat quality.
From a nutritional standpoint, using

glycerin in this way provides an. alter-
native dietary energy-source ‘that could
lower feed costs (and perhaps mea&#3

The pig hoisted its bulk up on its
front legs with its rear pointing
straight up in the air and.ran toward

Kimsey and the bottle, grunting hap-
pily as it started drinking the milk.

Ebonezer is around 3 weeks old
and was born on a farm belonging to

Kimsey’s boyfriend. The couple
originally let the tiny pig live in the

pen with its mother, but recent rain-

fall caused an abundance of mud to

fill the pen causing Ebonezer to get
stuck and have even more trouble

moving around. Ebonezer was also

stepped on while living in the pen

causing further injury to his back

legs. f

“We took him out of the pen
because we were afraid he would get
stepped on again,” Kimsey said.
“People told me that I would have to

put him down, but I couldn’t do it.
He has such a will to live. All you
have to do is watch him walk

around.”

Kimsey takes care of Ebonezer
and makes sure that the still-healing

wounds are covered with ointment.
The pig now enjoys life on the farm
with other animals, including dogs,
cats and chickens.

“The dog is very curious about

Ebonezer,” Kimsey said. “He will

sniff him. The cat is scared of him
because he makes a lot of noise.

Also, Ebonezer loves to chase the
chickens.”

While Ebongzer had to learn a

new way to travel, Kimsey believes
that her new pet will do just fine.
