Trails a good idea;
now we need more

The fiscal court’s efforts to develop a horse trail sys-
tem around Dewey Lake is one of the most significant
developments to promote tourism in Floyd County in the

last several years, and it’s one that we can endorse with-

out qualification.
The idea is a smart one, taking two things Floyd

County has in abundance natural beauty and a rugged
terrain — and using them to our advantage. The

Appalachian Mountains have long been a hindrance to

the development of industry or infrastructure in our
region, but in this instance they are actually a bonus.

Its use of niche marketing —— focusing on attracting
one small group with money to spend — is also wise,
and should give rise to a cottage industry of ancillary

businesses designed to service the needs of horse-riding
enthusiasts, much in the way the Red River Gorge has

given rise to businesses catering to campers, hikers and

rock climbers.

But in and of themselves, the horse trails are not the

answer to our economic needs. They are a step forward,
and every bit certainly helps, but they fall well short of

providing all of the economic diversity Floyd County
needs.

What we need are more good ideas like this one, ideas

that are well suited to both take advantage of the

resources we already have and fulfill our needs.
.

To be fair, Floyd County has a lot of this already in

place. Whether it’s the outdoors and watersports adven-

tures provided by Jenny Wiley State Resort Park, the arts

attractions available through the Mountain Arts Center

and Jenny Wiley Theatre, our county’s two, soon to be

‘three, golf courses, or the myriad of other attractions,
such as the East Kentucky Science Center, Middle Creek

Battlefield.or Thunder Ridge, our community Offers a lot

to keep any tourist occupied for more than a few days.
But aside from Jenny Wiley, these attractions fall more

along the lines of side attractions, rather than primary
draws. They are great for helping to sell our community

to people who might be deciding whether to visit Jenny
Wiley or another state park, or in the future to horsemen

seeking out new trails, but they aren’t really designed to

draw a large number of tourists, either by themselves or

collectively. m

But that does not mean that such opportunities are not

available. We just need look for them and develop them.

- Why is
Kyle Busch so good? That is,

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«ss Gallbladder may be cause

of reader’s stomach problem

I have been having a lot of
stomach pain lately. It comes

on suddenly in my right side,
nea ry liver. It often causes nausea

and vomiting, too. My mother thinks

it might be my galibladder. Can you
tell me about gallbladder trouble? I

am only 24, so I think I may be too

young for that.
You are describing fairly clas-
sic symptoms for gallbladder

trouble, technically called

cholecystitis. This refers to inflam-

mation of the gallbladder, usually
caused by a gallstone blocking the

flow of bile out of the gallbladder.
The symptoms often appear suddenly
and can become chronic, meaning
that they recur over time.

A short physiology lesson can

help you understand how your gall-
bladder works and what can go

wrong. Your liver manufactures bile,
a digestive fluid that is stored in the

gallbladder. When you eat food,
especially foods high in fat, the gall-

bladder squeezes out some bile

through the cystic duct into the small

intestine to help digestion.
In some people, the bile stored in

the gallbladder develops stones, usu-

ally consisting of cholesterol that has

not dissolved properly. When the

gallbladder squeezes to move the bile

Out into the cystic duct, stones can get
stuck in the duct. This can block the

further movement of bile out of the

gallbladder and cause cholecystitis.
Ninety-five percent of all cases of

cholecystitis are caused by gall-
stones. In the other five percent, peo-

ple may develop inflammation of the

gallbladder without stones, a condi-

tion termed acalculous cholecystitis.
‘This occurs in people who have lost a

lot of weight (chronic dieters) and in

people recovering from serious ill-

nesses and/or major surgeries.

Gallstones are very common,

especially among women, 20 percent
of whom will have them at some

point during their lives. Although
gallstone risk increases with age, they
can occur at any age. Obesity, rapid
weight loss, pregnancy and both birth

control pills and hormone therapy use

can all increase your risk. Individuals

with Crohn’s disease or high blood

triglyceride levels also are more like-

ly to develop gallstones.
Typical symptoms of cholecystitis

include abdominal pain, fever, nausca

and vomiting. These attacks general-
ly will resolve themselves in about a

week with conservative treatment,

such as pain medications and intra-

venous fluids. After you have one of

these attacks, your doctor will want

to run tests to see if there are still

stones in your gallbladder and check

to see if it is functioning properly.
If you still have gallstones, or if

you have a poorly functioning gall-
bladder without stones, a cholecys-
tectomy may be necessary.

Nowadays, this operation to remove

the gallbladder is conducted using

tiny incisions and a miniature video

recorder, called a laparoscope, that

facilitates minimally invasive surger-
ies. Recovery is usually rapid and

complete.
There are no certain means of pre-

vention for gallstones, but you can

reduce your risk through healthy liv-

ing. Maintaining a healthy weight,
eating a balanced diet high in fiber

and exercising regularly may help
lower your risk for gallstones. But
with or without gallbladder prob-
lems, such wise eating habits will

certainly increase your overall health.

Tire cupping is real, and a real

danger
Dear Tom and Ray:

I have a 2004 Hyundai Santa Fe
with 47,000 miles on it. Recently it

developed an unpleasant rumbling
noise. After taking it to the service

department, I was told that my tires

are “cupped” and should be replaced.
For a temporary fix, they rotated the
front tires to the back. I still have the

noise, but it’s not as bad. And givena
choice between living with the noise

and paying for new tires, I’m thinking
of living with the noise. The tires have

plenty of tread. Are “cupped” tires
safe to‘be traveling on? Also, what
causes tires to cup? — Susan

TOM: Well, first of all, cupped
tires are tires that appear to have little

scoops taken out of them. They’re
also called “scalloped” tires — like

scalloped potatoes.
RAY: There are two main causes of

cupping. One is an inadequate suspen-
sion system. If your shocks are worn

out and the tires are literally bouncing
up and down as you drive down the

road, every time they come down,

they get scuffed, and tha leads to cup-
ping.

TOM: So you might not like the
idea of spending money on new tres,

Susan. But you might need new tires
AND new shocks.

RAY: The other cause of cupping,
in our experience, is real cheap tires.
For some reason, they seem to get
cupped more often than better-quality
rubber.

TOM: Unfortunately, it’s really not

safe to drive on cupped tires. They
have indentations in them. So every
time the tire rotates, there are high
spots that aren’t touching the road.
That means you have less traction,
and less ability to stop and turn.

RAY: If these are your original
tires, it’s probably time to replace
them with a good-quality set (original
tires o all but high-end cars are noto-

riously cheap). But have your
mechanic check out your shocks first.

‘They may be fine. But if they’re not,
you want to replace them too, before
you cup another set of tires. Good
luck.
