Michigan man atrested in
Pikeville last week and
charged with drug traffick-
ing has now been indicted
on federal drug charges.

$17,000 in cash was taken
from Adams as evidence,
along with more than 100
Oxycontin tablets.

Now federal investiga-
tors are putting together
the pieces of that traffic
stop, saying that Adams
has been selling the pills in
Floyd and Pike counties
for the last eight months.

According to the indict-
ment handed down ‘against
Adams this week, the
Michigan man is alleged to
have been traveling from
Kentucky to his home state
to fill prescriptions for
some 500 Oxycontin
tablets, and then returning
to Kentucky to distribute
them.

Investigators are saying
Adims made this trip
every two or three weeks
and picked up roughly the
same amount of pills,
which they now allege he
had been selling for $60
each.

The high cost of not
reforming health care

A lot of the debate about reforming health care revolves around a
false choice — the simplistic idea that transforming the health sys-
tem would be far more expensive than sticking with the current sys-
tem.

A growing body of scholarly evidence points to the fallacy of that
argument. Two new studies underscore that doing nothing would
carry significant new costs in both the short and long terms.

A study in the journal Health Affairs estimates that by next year,
the number of uninsured Americans could top 52 million — not
counting those who lost coverage when they lost their jobs in the
current recession.

A second study predicts that figure probably will reach at least 57
million people in a decade, about 10 million more than were unin-
sured in 2007. That research, by the Robert Wood Johnson
Foundation, suggests the number of uninsured could easily reach 66
million by 2019 if worst-case assumptions ah()u[ the economy are
met.

Meanwhile, business spending on health insurance for workers
would more than double, as would spending for Medicaid and the
State Children’s Health Insurance Program.

Most Americans get private health insurance through their jobs.
But most uninsured Americans come from families with at least one
full-time worker. So why are they uninsured?

The most important factor, it turns out, is the relationship
between overall health spending, health insurance premiums and
eamings.

As spending — and premiums — rise, it becomes prohibitively
expensive for employers to offer coverage to low-wage workers.
The number of uninsured workers goes up as a result.

The Health Affairs study found that the number of uninsured
workers rose from about 15 percent of the workforce in 1980 to 25
percent in 2006. It probably will reach 26.4 percent next year, mean-
ing almost 7 million more Americans will be uninsured.

If you add in those Americans who lost their health insurance
when they lost their jobs in the current recession. the number of
uninsured would be about 57 million in 2010.

The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation predicts that the number
of middle-class families without health insurance probably will
jump 45 percent by 2019, That would drastically increase the
amount of uncompensated care — medical treatment provided by
doctors and hospitals without getting paid. Those costs would jump
by at least 72 percent. and perhaps by as much as 128 percent over
the next decade

Much of that will be shifted onto those with private insurance. A
new analysis by the group Familics USA estimates that people with
family health insurance coverage are already paying an extra $1.000
a year to help pay for treaunent provided to the uninsured.

The Johnson IF'oundation study estimates that individuals and
family spending on premiums and out-of-pocket costs will increase
between 46 and 68 percent over the next decade — much faster than
the overall economy is expected 1o grow.

The amount businesses spend probably would double, putting
American companies at a greater disadvantage when competing
with foreign firms.

Simply extending coverage to the uninsured won’t be enough to
rein in costs. Study after study has shown that in parts of the coun-
try where spending is highest — St. Louis ranks in the top 20 per-
cent for Medicare spénding — patients are less likely to get inex-
pensive treatments that have been shown to improve outcomes
Inxluxd doctors are more likely to prescribe extra tests and expen-

atse they're available.

Don’t like cooking?

I have received a lot of lctuers from
readers who plain and simple just do not
ke cooking. Cooking for them is on the
same par as tGilet cleaning. Because
other options exist for dinner (going out,
fast food. take out, ctc.). they aren’t
incorporating cooking into their daily
routines
So why write me 10 tell me if what
they are doing is working for them? The
deal isn't that it isn't working for them;
it's just not working WELL for them
They are concerned about the cost and
the nutrition aspects of doing this on a
regular basis.

The cost is astronomical. both finan-
cially and health wise. Most families do
not have the financial means to cat out
every night, period, whether it is healthy
or not. A recent study revealed that for
every dollar spent on food eaten out. only
27 cents worth of food was actually
served. What does that tell you about the
economics of eating out? Is going out to
dinner every night a worthy investment
of your family’s dollars?

Lest you think I'm dumping on
restaurants, let me assure you I am not. |
love going out to dinner and around here,
we go out once a week as a family or get

pizza or take out. My sweetic and I go
out alone (date night) or with friends reg-
ularly, too. I'm always on the prowl for a
new restaurant and new dining experi-
ence.

But the day to day of feeding a family
(especially if you have teenagers!) is
expensive.

I am a basically
healthy college student, and none of
my friends feel like this. What could
be wrong?

The most common cause of

dizziness in otherwise healthy

people is an inner ear inflam-
mation, called labyrinthitis. The inner
ear is essential in maintaining our bal-

ance and spatial orientation. For
example, if you spin around in circles,
the fluid in your inner ears becomes
disturbed, which can create the feel-
ing of dizziness — like the world is
whirling around you. Head colds and
sometimes middle ear infections
cause inflammation. of the inner ear,
‘which similarly disrupts the motion of
inner ear fluid and causes dizzy
spells, often referred to as vertigo.
The inner ear is also called the
vestibular labyrinth. It lies deep inside

linked to

of your head, behind the eardrum, and
consists of three hollow, connected,
semi-circular canals. These canals
contain a small amount of fluid that
moves when you move your head. As
the fluid moves, it bends tiny fibers,
which send messages to your brain
about where and how your head is
moving.

Acute labyrinthitis, or inflamma-
ton of the vestibular labyrinth, upsets
this delicate process. A common theo-
Ty is that inflammmation increases the
amount of fluid in the canals, causing
excess fluid motion when you move
you head and scrambling signals to
the brain that create a false perception
of movement.

Acute labyrinthitis comes on sud-
denly and usually starts a week or two
following a cold. As you have discov-
ered, it typically comes and goes, and

inner ear

frequently it will heal itself. However,
some residual dizziness associated
with certain activities may last for
several weeks after.

Your doctor would diagnose acute
labyrinthitis through taking a medical
history and ‘conducting a physical
exam. To do so, he or she would move
your head in different ways in an
attempt to reproduce the dizzy sensa-
tion. If there are other factors, like
advanced age or a recent head trauma,
your doctor may order a head CT scan
or other lab tests.

Once acute_labyrinthitis is diag-
nosed, your doctor may suggest med-
ications that help relieve nausea and
vomiting, if necessary. If a bacterial
infection is re-

bed rest or even hospnahzauon if the
dizzin is severe, y if it
causes intense nausea and vomiting.

Normally, the vertigo goes away
on its own as either the inner ear
inflammation heals or your body
adjusts to the confusing signals from
the inner ear. Staying physically
active can help this adjustment
process, known as compensation.
Eventually, most p(:ople make a full
recovery.

What o drink when |
exercising in the heat

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
am taking my two teenage
boys backpacking in the
Southwest this August. It will
be hot and dry, and I am
preparing for those conditions.
1 need some guidance on what
fluids to drink. I was taught
that drinking plain water is the
best way to stay hydrated. My
older son says his class was
told not to drink plain water,
because it could cause brain

What is this all
W

ANSWER: It's all about
becoming sodium-depleted
and having the brain swell as a
result. The condition is
hyponatremia.

It used to be taught that,
when exercising in hot weath-
er, people should guzzle water
at cvery opportunity, even
when they don't feel thirsty.
I'hat can be dangerous if the
exercise lasts for hours and
hours and if the only liquid
drunk is water. Too much
water dilutes body sodium.
Ihat, in wrn, can cause brain
swelling and. in the extreme,
death

Up-to-date advice is to let
thirst be a rough guide for how
much liguid you drink. If pco-

ged in prolonged
. it is good to include
some salt in the program. Half

a teaspoon of salt and half a
teaspoon of baking soda (sodi-
um bicarbonate) in a quart of
water can keep body sodium
levels from dropping. For you
and your sons, it would be
advisable to salt your food and
to eat some salty snacks -
another way to ensure body
sodium doesn't bottom out.

Hyponatremia  is uncom-
mon. Dehydration is comimon.
For most, drinking water as a
replacement fluid in hot
weather is fine. It's not going
to lead to a dangerous drop in
body sodium. Only those who
lose lots of sweat for long peri-
ods of time run the risk of
hyponatremia by drinking pure
water.

This is advice that doesn't
apply only to athletes or back-
packers. It applies to all those
who are out working in hot
weather and sweating up a
storm.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
have hypertension, and 1 go to
the beach often. Can salt in salt
water get through the skin as
medical patches get through
the skin? My doctors have
increased my dose of medicine
and have added additional
medicines  without much
improvement in my blood
pressure.

Could the salt water I swim
in be keeping my blood pres-
sure high? -- G.S.

ANSWER: G.S., I know I
answered this question before,
but you must not have seen it.
I'll do it again.

The salt in salt water does-
n't get through your skin.
Swimming in salt water does-
n't raise blood pressure. It
improves it. All exercise does.

If you miss the answer this
time, G.S., I have to drop the
question. People will think I'm
obsessed with it.

TOM: Well, I hate to disagree with
your mechanic, but I think it probably
IS the torque converter solenoid.
RAY: Modern automatic transmis-
sions have a device called a lock-up
torque converter that improves your
fuel economy. Normally, in an auto-
matic transmission, power is trans-

undesirable at sus-
tained high speeds. When’ you're
going over 30 mph or so, you don’t
want any slippage, because it just
wastes energy and lowers your gas
mileage.

RAY: So, modern automatic trans-
missions have a solenoid (whi is an
electronic  switch) that activates
something called a lock-up torque

converter. That locks up the two
halves of the torque converter, giving
you a temporary -solid mechanical
connection, just like you’d have with
a clutch on a manual transmission.

TOM: But if the lock-up conveérter
happens to stick in the “on’ position,
the car will stall when you try to stop
it, just like a manual-transmission car
will stall if you're in gear and you
come to a stop without pushing in'the
clutch pedal.

RAY: And the car will continue to
stall when you put it in gear until the
lock-up torque converter disengages.

TOM: Since the scan showed a
code for the lock-up torque converter,
and the symptoms fit, too, I'm going
to go way out on a limb here and sug-
gest that your mechanic check it out.
It’s easy to do. He can simply unplug
it for you.

RAY: Then you can try it out and
see if the problem recurs. If the prob-
lem disappears, then have your guy
replace the solenoid. And if the prob-
lem comes back, and your wife and
kids scream at you, blame us! Good
luck, Jim.

Dear Tom and Ray:

On one of the many frigid days

this past winter, my husband and I
had a discussion about using (versus
not using) the rear defrost in our
Buick Century. He rarely uses it and
tried to convince me that the rear
defrost is one of the biggest energy
guzzlers in the car (as compared with
the radio, heater, etc.), so he tends to
turn it off as soon as he can see out a
litde. I still contest that visibility
should be more important than energy
use anyhow. I'm just wondering if
indeed the rear defrost actually uses
any more power/energy than most of
the other standard features in the car.
— Kari

RAY: It uses a small amount of
electricity, Kari. And anything that
uses electricity does impose an addi-
tional load on the engine, which costs
you some fuel.

‘OM: We don’t know what your
particular rear defroster actually uses,
in terms of amps. But it’s probably
somewhere between the radio and the
headlights. At worst, let’s say it’s
comparable to your headlights. Using
your headlights may decrease your
fuel economy by about 1 percent.

RAY: But your headlights are on
for the entire length of your drive at
night. The rear defroster runs for
about 10 minutes, then automatically
shuts itself off. So they’re not really

equivalent.

TOM: Nonetheless, he’s risking
your safety to get 20.5 miles per gal-
lon instead of 20.3. This generally is
not something one does with the
woman he loves.

RAY: Especially if that woman
also has an easy outlet for revenge
because she prepares his food. You
may want to remind him of that next
time you slide a bowl of congealing
gruéel in front of him.

TOM: He’'s half a taco short of a
combination plate, Kari. And he
needs you to point this out to him. I
suggest you do it in the form of a
helpful suggestion.

RAY: Tell him that you've been
thinking about other ways to save
money. And you realized that the rear
defroster is small potatoes, and that if
he really wants to save money, he
needs to stop using those energy-hog-
ging headlights at night. You have our
best wishes, Kari. And our deepest
sympathies.
