Mountaintop removal faces tighter scrutiny

WASHINGTON, D.C. — In what

Other points brought in yesterday’s

announcement were that the plan aims

to ensure “coordinated and stringent
environmental reviews of permit appli-

cations” under the Clean Water Act and

Surface Mining Control and

Reclamation Act of 1997

Federal officials will involve the

public through outreach events in the

Appalachian region to help inform

them of the development of federal pol-
icy relating to the changes, EPA offi-

cials said. In addition, federal agencies
will work in coordination with region-

al, state and local entities in hopes of

diversifying the regional economy and
promote health and welfare.

A company owned by a coal tycoon is sued for illegally
destroying a rival business -- and gets whacked by a jury. The

verdict comes in at $50 million, plus. punitive damages. When

the case heads for appeal, the tycoon funnels more than $3
million into a political race for the state supreme court. The

contributions are désigned to unseat an incumbent justice --

and.areé perfectly legal.
“The challenger wins with 53.3 percent of the vote. The

tycoon&#3 company comes before the state supreme court, and

-

-

on a 3-2 vote, the.verdict is set aside.

The new justice refuses to step away from the case.. He

votes with the majority.
Real intrigue follows. The state supreme court votes to

rehear the appeal. One of the justices who voted with the

majority removes himself after photos surfaced showing him

vacationing with the tycoon (on the French Riviera) while the

case was pending.
One of the justices who voted to uphold the verdict, mean-

while, also recuses himself. He had criticized the tycoon for

pouring millions of dollars into the judiciat election -- calling
into question his impartiality.

“

But the new justice again refuses to step aside. Indeed, by
now, h is acting chief justice, and it falls to him to appoint
replacements for the two justices who removed themselves

from the case.

The court again sets aside the jury verdict

On Monday, the U.S. Supreme Court supplied the

Hollywood ending. The case of the coal tycoon and multimil-

lion-dollar campaign contributions is, in fact, real. It&# called

Caperton v. A.T. Massey Coal Co. and arose in West Virginia.
It actually inspired a John Grisham novel.

In a 5-4 decision, the high court held that the tycoon&#3 big
money violates due process -- specifically, &quot;Wh a person

with a personal stake in a particular case had a significant and

disproportionate influence in placing a judge on a case by
raising funds or directing the judge&#3 election campaign when

the case was pending or imminent.&quot;

Chief Justice John Roberts wrote the main dissent in the

Caperton case. He said he &quot;fear the decision would lead liti-

gants to argue in courts across the country that contributions
in judicial elections have undermined judges& impartiality and

ability to provide due proce:

Is GM going
the way of the

streetcar?

General Motors filed for bankrupt-
cy last week and the stock market

went up 200 points. If that doesn’t

make you want to laugh you must

have a heart of stone.

I&#39; old enough to remember

Charles Wilson, the head of General

Motors, being confirmed as Secretary
of Defense in 1953 — “Engine

Charlie,” they called him, and later

“the man who invented the military-
industrial complex.”

At his Senate confirmation h said,

famously, “I’ve always thought what

was good for the country was good for

General Motors and vice versa.”
It was the vice versa part that

became famous and Wilson went

down in history as the man who said

what was good for General Motors

was good for the country. He took a

lot of flak for that but in truth he was

merely stating the obvious: The fate of

the United States and General Motors,
arguably its signature corporation,
were inextricably intertwined

Now, apparently, those bonds have

been severed. General Motors stum-

bles to the brink of oblivion and Wall

Street doesn*t so much as blink.

The bankruptcy is aimed, they tell

us, at saving GiM but it is a harsh pre-

scription, akin to saving a patient
through amputation. One can only
hope it works. GM was a true industri-

al giant of the 20th Century, global in

its reach. In its heyday, it employed
400,000 people directly and provided

work for hundreds of thousands of

others in-related industries.

I grew up not far from the Cadillac

plant on Clark Street in Detroit.

Working there was considered the best

factory job in town, if not the industry
good wages. never a layoff and a

product you could be proud of. And

the people who worked there were

proud of it.

Now the Clark Street plant is shut-
tered and GM stands on a corner with
atin cup.

‘There are those who think it entire

ly possible that the current scenario is

a result of the Ghost of the Streetcar

taking its revenge.
In conspiracy theory circles, GM is

widely credited with having killed off

the streetcar in the United States.

Oh, you think we still have street-

cars? Get real. Portland, Oregon, has

streetcars, everybody else has toy
trains to amuse the tourists.

At the time of the First World War,
electric streetcars were the way peo-

ple got from here to there in all cities

of any size in this country. They were

an efficient, non-polluting form of

transportation. Then, in 1922, GM

decided to do something about that. [t

formed a consortium with Standard

Oil of California, Phillips Petroleum,
Firestone and Mack to buy up the

streetcar companies in major
American cities. Transportation sys-

tems in Detroit. New York,

Philadelphia, St. Louis, Baltimore,
Minneapolis and Los Angeles soon

became hostage to the cartel. And one

by one they switched from electric

streetcars to buses —- GM buses, for

the most part.
Does that make streetcars the vic-

tim of a conspiracy? Well, conspiracy
is in. the eye of the beholder. One
could s. that GM and the oil and tire

companies were merely practicing
capitalism at its finest. They were

competing ...

and winning.
One could argue that buses had

advantages in flexibility and cost that

streetcars couldn’t match and that trol-

leys were a doomed technology
whose demise GM and its friends

merely hastened. By that standard,
however, GM’s troubles now are also

an example of capitalism at its finest.
It is competing with the world’s car-

makers
...

and losing. GM may well

deserve its fate but the collateral dam-

age is stunning. No matter how this
shakes out, tens of thousands of jobs
will be lost in this country — forever.

Towns and cities that boasted of

unparalleled prosperity 50 years ago
will dry up and blow away, like min-

ing towns when the mines played out.

And my Detroit, the “Arsenal of

Democracy,” once a proud city of two

million, could very easily be one of

them.

If that doesn’t make you want to

cry, you don’t have a sense of humor.

our riding mower. I say this is dan-

gerous. He reminds me that he did
this with our kids years ago. Is this a

safe practice?
I get this question frequently.
The answer is simple: riding

mowers are not passenger
vehicles. Children easily fall off of the

- Orthopaedic

driver’s lap or shared seat, resulting in
serious and even life-threatening
injuries, including amputations. In

fact, more than 68,000 people are

injured every year by power mowers,

many of them children. It is never safe
to have a passenger of any age ona

riding mower.

The American Academy of

Surgery and the
American Academy of Pediatrics both

recommend that children not operate a

riding lawn ‘mower until they are 16

,
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Reade should mow lawn safely, solo
years old. I would add that those under

the age of 12 should not operate a

push mower,.cither.
All drivers should take precautions

when operating mowers, especially
with children around. Get to know

yo equipment. Know how to stop
the machine quickly in case of emer-

gency. Many riding mowers have a

feature that stops the blades if you take

your hands off of the controls or get
out of the seat. If using an electric

mower, check before each use to make
sure no wires have been cut or frayed

by the blades. It is also a -good idea to

disconnect the spark plug wire when-
ever you have to reach under the

mower, to make sure the engi will
not start.

‘You should .know the capacity of

your mower to climb hills: Avoid

slopes if you are not sure. Every year,
people die in rollover accidents
because they use riding lawn mowers

on hills too steep for their machines to

climb.
é

Keep children inside when you
mow, since you will not hear much
over the roar of the motor. If you are

the only adult around, don’t mow.

Children are very curious.and are like-

ly to wander outside to see what you
are doing.

Luckily, almost all riding mowers

are now equipped with “no mow in
reverse” (NMIR) safety features that

automatically disengage the blades
when backing up. However, there are

still mowers in use that: predate this

technology. It is always better to avoid

backing up in a riding mover. If you
absolutely must back up, make sure

there are no people or
anina behind

you.

Teenagers often mow lawns in the

summer. to eam money or as a chore
for the family. Take the time to tain
them on mower Safety. Always gas up

the mower outside, and never smoke
when you are pouring gas into the fuel
tank. Before mowing, clear the lawn

of tree limbs, rocks and other debris,

and always tum off the mower blade
when crossing a sidewalk or driveway.
Small objects can get caught in the
blades and hurled out the side, poten-
tially harming people or damaging
property. Always make sure the blades

of a riding mower have fully stopped
before getting off a riding mower.

People operating any mower

should wear. sturdy shoes — not flip-
flops, sandals or canvas shoes. Many a

toe has been saved by following this
one rule. As a parent or grandparent, it

is important that you practice what

you preach. Always operate all

machinery safely.

Jaggers, a bilious sort of green
with his story of a fishing trip

Building strong bones
DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I

am a woman in her mid-40s

with significant bone loss

(osteopenia). I was completely
unaware that bone loss can

occur in premenopausal
women. I was stunned by my

Poor bone-density score. Why
doesn&#3 the medical communi-

ty inform the public that bone
loss can be an issue for pre-
menopausal women? -- E.M.

ANSWER: Osteoporosis
happens mainly to women

after menopause, when there is

a sudden and precipitous drop
in their production of estrogen,
the female hormone that works
to preserve bone health.

However, women attain their

peak bone strength in their late
20s and early 30s. From that
lime on, bones begin to lose
their calcium and become

more fragile and prone to frac-
ture. Osteoporosis can occur at

younger ages. You don&#3 have

osteoporosis. You have

osteopenia. It&# a marker on the
road to osteoporosis.

At young ages, girls should
be on a program of building a

bank deposit of calcium and

strong bones by meeting the
daily requirements for calcium

and vitamin D, and by not

doing things that lead to bone
demineralization, like smok-

ing. Daily exercise is another

requirement far strong bones
he booklet on osteoporo-

sis explains the prevention and

treatment of this debilitating
disease.

I have a 1991 Ford F-150. You

could use up this entire section of the

my brother’s 401(k).
RAY: Or you

could have so much
corrosion around

ANY of these con-

nections that the
resistance created by

that corrosion is sim-

ply stopping the cur-

rent’ from getting
through.

TOM: So. start

with the terminals

right at the battery.
Give them a good
cleaning with some

unresponsive. Neither
the headlights nor the
radio will go on. Any ideas? — Steve

TOM: We&#39;l assume that
AutoZone is right, and the battery is

fine. In which case, you have either a

bad connection at the battery, or a bad

ground.
RAY: There are two cables that

run from your battery. Qn is&#39;the pos-
itive cable, which runs t the starter.

The other is the negative cable, which
is the ground. That wire runs to. the
frame of the truck, and from the
frame, another wire connects it to the

sandpaper. If that
doesn’t fix it, follow the ground wire.
Check all the ground connections,

and clean or replace as necessary.
RAY: Or, as we like to. say you

can “break new ground,” and simply
run new ground wires to the frame
and the engine block. Getting your-
self properly grounded ought to clear
this up, Steve.

An oil-pan whodunit

Dear Tom and Ray:
I have a 2003 Infiniti FX45 that

was due for an oil change. I had.some

THE FLoyp County Times

time to kill, so I went&#39;to a Wal-Mart
Tire and Lube Express.

I

left the car,
and when I came back they said they

couldn’t do any work because there
were guard plates in the way. I

thought that was odd, since nobody
else has mentioned that being a prob-
lem, But I figured no big deal, I&# get

it done at my usual spot. When I took
it in there, they said they couldn&#39;t

work on it because the oil pan was

covered with silicone. Apparently,
Wal-Mart must have lost the oil plug,

used one of their own to plug it and
siliconed it all up so it wouldn’t leak.
Estimates to get this fixed range from

$1,200 to $1,600 for parts and labor.
My question to you is this: How do I

approach this? I know this is more of
a legal issue than a car issue, but it

seems like you would have seen these

types of situations before. — Eric
TOM: Seen them? We&#39;ve caused

them!

RAY: This is a mess, Eric. And

unfortunately, at this point it’s going
to be very hard for you to prove who
made the mess.

TOM: Typically, what happens is
that mechanics overtighten drain

plugs. When they get overtightened
enough times, the “receiving” threads

in the oil pan get stripped and the
plug leaks. If it’s not leaking too

badly, a bead oft icone can keep you
going for a while longer.

RAY: But eventually, you&#39;ll-either

have to use an “insert” to “replace”
the oil pan’s threads, or, if that does-
n’t work, replace the oil pan itself
it’s $1,200-$1,600 on your car

because the engine has to be
removed).

TOM: & lot of oil-change places
will even refuse to work on

a

car that
has silicone around the oil plug

because they know it’s going to fail

soon, and they don’t want to be
blamed.

RAY: Wal-Mart’s explanation
doesn’t make sense to me. I’m not

aware of any ‘guard plates” that
block the oil plug on the FX45. Is it

possible that they lied to you?. It’s
possible. Perhaps some guy there has
made a bunch of mistakes and tried to

cover up this one so he doesn’t get
fired.

TOM: Or perhaps you misunder-
stood them.. Maybe it wasn’t the

guard plates that made them refuse to

work on your car. Perhaps it was that
there was ALREADY silicone around

your oil drain plug.
RAY: There’s one way to find out

if they’re lying. If you or your other
mechanic checked your oil immedi-

ately after leaving, and it was brand-
new oil, then they DID change the oil,
and they’re responsible for the condi-
tion of the oil pan.

TOM: Right. Obviously, if they
removed the plug, the oil would have

drained out,and they would.have had-
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need to be grounded
to replace it. Only dien would they
have had trouble reinstalling the plug
and needed to apply silicone.

RAY: But if the oil is still black
and dirty, that means they didn’t
touch your oil plug, and the silicone
came from some previous oil change.

TOM: These are difficult cases,
because oil plugs often strip gradual-

ly, over many oil changes. And since

you’re obviously. promiscuous about

your oil-change locations, Eric (
know, you had time to kill, Wal-Mart
looked fetching, one thing led to

another), it’s very hard to prove that
one particular shop was entirely
responsible.

RAY: But if your oil is brand-new,
then you have a pretty clear case that

‘Wal-Mart is the responsible party,
since they specifically told you they
didn’t change your oil.

TOM: In that case, what you need
to do is sit down calmly with the shop
manager there, lay out your case and

ask him to cover your new oil pan.
All shop have “bonehead” insurance
for just this type of accident. They
may need to invoke their policy.
