Iran is on the brink of chaos or on the doorstep of

democracy. Or perhaps a little of both. Maybe it’s the chaos

currently erupting in Tehran, as hundreds of thousands

protest the outcome of the disputed presidential election,
that will be the catalyst for dragging this troubled country
into the 21st century.

President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad likes to talk tough.
And, like many other rulers in his corner of the world, he
also likes to deflect criticism of his own government by
railing against Israel and the United States. But now he’s in
real trouble, and change is coming from the grass roots. It’s

coming from the Iranian people, many of whom feel
betrayed and toyed with b the election.

Who can blame them? They went to the polls and trusted
the process, and many of them cast ballots for the leading
opposition candidate, Mir Hussein Moussavi, but nothing

changed. Ahmadinejad was declared the winner by supreme
leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei and the state controlled

news.media.

When angry protesters raised their voices, they were met

by violent suppression. And when CNN and other media
outlets reported on these events, the government responded

by pulling the plug on all foreign media reports and restrict-
ing foreign journalists to their hotels.

Some observers fear that, with the curtain drawn,
Ahmadinejad might be able to crush the opposition once

and for all. But it’s not easy for a tyrant to smother,democ
Hac} ¢é apopulation gets a whiff/of it.

sgraphs and ~adgo Gluding many takén by cellphones;

are being smuggled out of the country. Some of the more

disturbing images show protesters being shot down in the
streets of Tehran by the state militia. Social networks are

spreading the word about what’s happening there.
Ahmadinejad is in a war with his own people.

Meanwhile, the whole world is watching. This includes the
Obama administration. Despite the temptation to speak out

in favor of democracy and human rights in Iran, President
Barack Obama has decided to stay out of the fray for now,

so as not to give Ahmadinejad what he wants and needs: a

convenient foil, a third-party villain on which he can

deflect some of the heat he’s feeling. The United States
should monitor the situation closely. If change comes to

Iran, it will come from within Iran.
Whatever the outcome of this election, something

* momentous has happened in Iran. A threshold has been
crossed. The Iranian protesters are modern-day heroes, risk-

ing their own lives by raising their voices against a govern-
ment that simply will not tolerate dissent. We can expect

more crackdowns on dissidents, and perhaps even the

imposition of martial law, all in a desperate attempt by an

illegitimate government to héld onto power against the
tides of progress.

The results of the presidential elec-

tion certainly suggest fix. But that is
for the Iranians to work out.

For the last- few years, the U.S.

when it comes to

Iran. The U.S. government&#39;s closest

ally in the Middle East, Israel — espe-
cially under the new hard-line prime
minister, Benjamin Netanyahu —

clearly would like to see Iran attacked
for having the nerve to develop

nuclear technology. U.S. intelligence
says Iran gave up a weapons program
long ago before Mahmoud

Ahmadinejad became president — but

Israel apparently won&#39; tolerate an

Iran even with only a civilian nuclear-

power industry. Apparenuy the
thought of another country’s challeng-
ing Israel&#39; 40-year nuclear-weapons

monopoly in the Middle East — and
thus being able to deter aggressive
military action — is intolerable.

(Ahmadinejad, incidentally, has

military authority under Iranian law.)
The U.S. government, then, can

hardly be an unbiased abserver of

Iran’s political process. Besides, it is
well known that U.S. governments
have routinely meddled in elections

throughout the world, overtly and

covertly. The National Endowment for

Democracy, a .government-funded
organization, is just the most obvious

way that American officials interfere.

(Remember how outraged people were

hinese had funneled money into
.S. electoral system’)

Most of all, the U.S. government
needs to keep silent because of 1953.
That was the year the CIA — that
model of openness and commitment

to democracy —* drove an elected,
secular Iranian prime minister from
office in order to restore to power the
brutal monarch, Shah Mohammad

Reza Pahlavi. For the next quarter
century, the shah ruled with an iron

fist — secret police, torture, the
works. “Enlightened”” Americans used

to say that he was “dragging his peo-
ple kicking and screaming into the
20th century.”” He was a close friend

of American presidents. and Israeli
prime ministers, and a main instigator
of high oil prices. With all that oil

money, he could easily buy th latest

weapons made by American cont

tors, keeping them and his Ameri n

political sponsors happy. He was

“our” man in one of the world’s

hotspots.
It was a sweet deal for everyone —

except average Americans and

Iranians. In 1979 the Iranians had had

enough and, led by the charismatic

ayatollah, Ruhollah Khomeini, they
again drove the shah from power
this time for good — in the Islamic

revolution that has reigned in Iran

apa Clinton years when they thought
ie

ever since. The U.S. government&#39;s
crimes against Iran were not forgot-

ten, as the U.S. embassy was seized
and the personnel held hostage for

444 days: When the hostage crisis

began, President Jimmy Carter dis-
missed the connection to 1953, claim-

ing that it was “ancient history.” It is
from such utterances that the term

“ugly American” was born.
al was ancient to Carter and

unknown to most Americans was
fresh in the minds of Iranians, Middle-
class Iranians may have a high regard
for the American people and our way
of life, but that does not mean they

welcome intervention.
In Cairo, Obama acknowledged

that history. Good. However,
acknowledgement is not enough.

Deeds must match regrets — if that’s
what he feels — about 1953. The U.S.

government must forswear interven-
tion, take the military option off the
table and mean it.

The Obama administration says the
United States has two concerns

regarding Iran: its support for terror-

ism in the Middle East and its nuclear
ambitions. Neither concerns the
American people. Even if Iran builds

a weapon, the leaders there are not

suicidal. And the way for the United
States to safeguard against terrorism

is to follow a noninterventionist for-

eign policy. U.S. woops can’t

Administration (NHTSA)
wamned recently. New research

shows that for children hyper-
thermia (heat-stroke) is the

vehicle deaths.

“Even with the windows
rolHed down two inches, it only
takes 10 minutes for the inside

of a vehicle to reach deadly
on a hot

day,” said Ronald Medford,
acting: ity administrator of

NHTSA. “Children should
never be left alone in or around

a motor vehicle, not even for a

quick errand. Any number of

things can g critically wrong
in the blink of an eye.”

Each year, 262 children

under the age of 14 are killed
and 115,000 are injured in not-

in-traffic incidents on private
roads, driveways and in park-
ing lots according to a new

NHTSA study. Out of that
number, 44 fatalitics and
105,000 injuries are the result

of “non-crashes. These -inci-
dents: include hyperthermia,
strangulation by power win-

dows, carbon monoxide poi-
soning. and jnore, Many of the

remaining. deaths and injuries
in not-in-traffic incidents are
the result of a vehicle backing
over a child that the driver did
not see.

The reading’ labs’ will

employ a multi-sensory teach-

ing approach, which has

proven highly effective at the
Settlement’s James Sull

Learning Center. Multi-senso-

ry learning techniques require
the simultaneous use of four

learning senses: visual, audito-

ry, tactile (touch) and kines-
thetic Gnuscle movement).

For the child with learning
differences, the ¢mphasis on

systematic “development of

reading skills has proven
essential to both early success

and lasting results..Such tech-

niques concentrate on the

process of learning and allow

the student to use his/her

strengths to achieve success

and maintain motivation.
Teachers from the

Settlement School and public
school staff who are specially

PRESTONSBURG — After

some false starts on seeing a

budget approved for the 2009-

10 fiscal year, Floyd County
Fiscal Court members passed a

$19 million budget late last
week.

A first reading of the budg-
et was passed on May 15 and

the full court voted in approval
during a second reading
Friday.

A breakdown of the budget
shows that the general fund
made up $6.8 million, hile

the road fund was $4.7 million

and the LGEA fund made up
$4.15 million. The jail fund

constituted $2.25 million.

for the fiscal year, ending June

30, 2010, that construction
funds will run $730,000 and

that Emergency-911 funds ar
earmarked at $283,000.

For the general fund, the

largest amount included was a

budget line for general govern-
ment, at just under $2.29 mil-

lion, following $1,996,500 for

general health and sanitation
and $1,140,000 debt service.

By far, the bulk of the road
funds that were given consid-

eration, actual road-related

money was the largest, ear-

marked at $3,978,980, while

administrative costs came in at

$561,020.
Protection to persons and

property made up the bulk of
the jail fund .in the ‘overall

county budget at $1,342,000
with equipment, debt service

and administration rounding
out the remaining $2.25 mil-
lion.

A total of $560,000 has

been budgeted for economic

development while $1.6 mi
lion is anticipated for recre-

ation and culture budget line

items. Additionally, more than

$1.8 million has been marked

for solid waste collection.

FRANKFORT — Mid to late June
is a confusing time to fish for large-

mouth bass. Common sense dictates
bass would inhale anything resem-

bling food after the rigors of spawn-
ing in late May and early June. It

seems a Carolina-rigged lizard or

spinner bait tossed into places where
the fishing was good earlier in the

year would be crunched by a hungry,
ornery largemouth at this time of

year.

However, many anglers may fish

long hours just*to catch a few 12-
inch bass to show for it.

“I have trouble with post-spawn
fishing because it’s transitional,”

said Jeff Ross, assistant director of

fisheries for the Kentucky

out of them. Shallow water fishing
declines after the spawn. You may’

still catch little ones, but the big
females are transitioning to their

summer habitat.”

It can

increase the effects of “‘boater’s

fatigue,” a condition caused by sun,

wind, noise and the boat’s vibration.

While 21 per-
cent of boating fatalities nationwide

That decline in shallow water

fishing is the reason Ross isn’t the

only bass angler who struggles to

catch fish after the spawn. Anglers
fishing for bass from Kentucky Lake

in the Purchase Region to Fishtrap
Lake in Pike County find tough fish-

ing in late June. The likely reason is

they still fish the same areas in the

same way they did in April.
Anglers need to intercept large-

mouth bass during this transition. “‘It
all depends on the kind of lake,”
Ross explained. ‘“‘At a shallow water

lake like Lake Barkley, the post-
spawn transition will be different

than at a lake like Laurel River.”
Creek channels, points, weedlines

and other features such as roadbeds
or rows of stumps along what was

once a fencerow serve as arteries for
fish migration. They move from the

shallow spawning beds to deeper
summer bass habitats such as deep

points, channel drops and off-shore
humps in June.

Spicing up

your weight

loss program

by SANDY MILLER HAYS

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE

One of my favorite catalogues is
one that sells--spices.

If you’re a regular reader of this col-

umn, you know that I love, love, love
to cook, and I’m not talking about

boxed mac-and-cheese here. I’m

always taking off in a new culinary
direction, trying out a new recipe for
some exotic food. I doubt that my hus-

band would be surprised if he saw “eye
of newt” jotted down on the grocery.
shopping list!

One of the easiest ways to “spice
up” any dish, of course, is with

... well,
spices. That’s why I love my spice cat-

alogue; I’ve sperit many happy hours

reading about ways to use every spice
imaginable, from ajwain seed to zatar.

So I really pricked up my ears when
I heard recently about how turmeric--or
at least a Compound in that particular

spice--could turn out to be a secret

ingredient in weight loss. Turmeric
contains curcumin, a bioactive compo-

nent. that’s also found in curry.
Curcumin has been. eaten daily in

Asian countries for centuries without
any reported toxic effects.

ow scientists funded by the

Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
are saying that curcumin could stall the

spread of fat tissue by inhibiting new

blood vessel growth, which is neces-

sary to build fat tissue.
In the ARS-funded study, the scien-

tists assigned 18 lab mice to three

groups of six mice each. For 12 weeks,
the mice were fed special diets. The
diet for one group of mice contained 4

percent fat; a second group’s diet con-

tained 22 percent fat (the “high-fat”
diet), while the third group of mice also
ate the “high-fat” diet, but supplement-
ed with curcumin.

In case you’re wondering whether
this was one of those studies where the
little critters were fed 10 times their

weight in whatever it was that was

being studied, that wasn’t the case. A

mouse typically eats about 3,000 to

3,500 milligrams a day; that’s the
weight of about six or seven paper-
clips. In this study, the curcumin-sup-
plemented mice consumed about 1.5 to

1.75 milligrams of curcumin a day.
which is a relatively small amount.

The researchers recorded the body
weight and food consumption of the

mice twice a week throughout the

study. At the end of the 12-week peri-
od, the mice’s total body weight and fat

distribution were measured.
Now for the moment of truth: The

study found that supplementing the

mice’s high-fat diet with curcumin

reduced their body weight gains and
total body fat, even though their food
intake wasn’t affected, when compared

to the mice that ate the high-fat diet
without the supplemental curcumin.

The curcumin-treated mice also had
less blood vessel growth in fat issue.
And their blood glucose, triglyceride,
fatty acid, cholesterol and liver fat lev-

els were lower!

S that brings us to the big question:
How much curcumin would it take to

pull off this neat trick in humans’?

The truth is, the scientists don’t
know yet whether the amount of cur-

cumin that&#3 normally present in foods

prepared with turmeric is sufficient to

inhibit the Complex fat-tissue secre-

tions that are involved in stimulating
new blood vessel growth. That’s the
next step for the scientists--detérmin-

ing the effectiveness of dietary intake
ef curcumin in reducing weight in

humans.
But it’s certainly an exciting begin-

ning, don’t you think?
In: other interesting dietary news,

the ‘scientists at ARS are busy these
days analyzing the vitamin D levels in

everyday foods, That

foods, the better for our bones.
