Episcopal decision on gay bishops draws strong, local response

The recent official resolution by the

iscopal Church to allow homosexu-
als to serve as clergy has provoked a
strong responsc from people on both
sides of the issue, and two church lead-
ers with strong ties in the Floyd County
community are expressing their opin-
ions on the decision.

Arnold Turner, pastor of the Allen
Baptist Church, believes that the
Episcopal Church made the wrong

decision with the resoluton

“First of all, it'’s my opinion that it's
a sad and pitiful development,” Turner
said. “I'm sure the members of the
Episcopal denomination are very sin-
cere people and I belicve they want to
know the truth and walk following the
[.ord Jesus Christ in harmony with his
teachings. This dispute is not with the
people in the pews, it's with their lead-
ership.”

According to Turner, the resolution
goes against the teachings of the Bible
and religious history.

“The Episcopal Church has failed
their people and tmed tfrom God in
two specific ways,” Turner said. “First,
they hawve abandoned the clear teaching
of scripture and substituted their own
preferences that they choose to teach. It
has absolutely no authority either in the
history of the church or in the Bible.
This is what is known as apostasy.

“The second way is just as serious.
I'hey are now presenting a God that has
limited power in that they say there are
things that God cannot do, one of
which is to deliver those who believe

from the power of sin. Jesus specifical-
ly promised that with God. all things
are possible. In contrast, they are say-
ing vou can’t change from sinning, so
we'll change the definition of sin.
Again, that is a failure by the leader-
ship to even attempt to direct those
who are seeking the God of the Bible.™

Minimum wages
aren’t the problem,
maximum wages are

The federal minimum wage went up 70 cents an hour on Friday,
to $7.25 an hour, the third and last of the scheduled increases enact-
ed by Congress in 2007. Let the standard arguments begin:

Con: It sets an artificial price on labor. It will drive small-busi-
ness owners to the poor house. It will drive up all wages, creating
an inflationary effect. It hurts teenagers and younger workers, with
resulting effects on crime rates. With the economy in recession and
unemployment pushing 10 percent, it's a terrible time to raise
wages.

Pro: Minimum-wage workers tend to spend everything they earn,
so this will have a stimulative effect. The minimum wage hasn't
kept pace with the cost of living, meaning workers still have 18 per-
cent less buying power than they did in 1968, when the minimum
wage was $1.60 an hour.

The arguments mostly were muted this time, certainly less than
in 2007, when the minimum wage rose from $5.15 to $5.85. Last
year, when the minimum wage went up to $6.55, it happened in the
middle of the economic meltdown and passed almost without notice.
There were too many larger issues.

So, too, this year. The Bureau of Labor Statistics says that only
2.2 million American workers make minimum wage or less (restau-
rant workers are exempt in most states). That's only 3 percent of the
hourly work force. That's probably an undercount, because some
salaried and self-employed workers also make less than the mini-
mum wage.

A bigger deal can be found at the other end of the earnings scale.
The Wall Street Journal reported last week that in 2007, "highly
compensated employees” (the 94 percent of Americans with earmn-
ings in excess of the ceiling on wages subject to Social Security
taxes) took home more than one-third of total U.S. pay.

Six percent of the workers got 33 percent of the payroll. And
that's just wages and salaries. not bonuses, stock options and other
perks. Nor does it count investment eamings. It's payroll only.

In the five years ending in 2007, pay for these "highly compen-
sated employees" increased by 48 percent. double the gain for those
who earned less than $97,500. the Social Security ceiling in cffect
for 2007. The ceiling for this year is $106,800.

Here's why that's a problem: Everything in the way of wages
eamed over $106,800 isn't subject to Social Security taxes. If you
earn less than that, you and your employer split a 12.4 percent pay-
roll tax on it. The money goes into Social Security Trust Fund,

. which is expected to go broke in 2037.

Highly compensated employees in 2007 were paid $991 billion
that was subject to payroll taxes and $1.1 trillion that wasn't. For
this year, that works out to an estimated $115 billion that won't be
going into the Social Security fund.

It's true that Social Security benefits max out this year, assuming
you retire at age 66, at $2,323 a month regardless of how much you
earned during your career. The ceiling is there on the assumption
that regardless of the blessings of progressive taxation, a wage earn-
er shouldn't be taxed too far in excess of the benefits he can expect
to receive.

But the trend clearly is disturbing. As the rich get richer, and con-
tinue swallowing ever-bigger pieces of the total U.S. earnings. the
Social Security ceiling must be raised. Eliminating it entirely could
extend the life of the trust fund for 75 years or more. the Social
Security Administration estimates.

During the presidential campaign, President Barack Obama pro-
posed extending payroll taxes for those earning $250.000 or morc.
You'd get a break between $106.800 and $249.999. but after that,
the tax would kick back in.

That proposal is not currently on the legislative agenda. As the
retirement crisis worsens. it should be

Actually, one of my favorite
images of Cronkite dates back to the
early days of television, 1953, when
he served as narrator and on-camera
reporter for the fictional documentary
series, “You Are There.” The show
recreated historic events---the
Hindenburg disaster, the Battle of the
Alamo, Waterloo---and covered them
as though they were breaking news.

It was a delightful show, informa-
tive, interesting and Cronkite, again
the actor, was terrific.

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Kentucky approved for state fiscal stabilization funds

FRANKFORT-
Kentucky will receive s651
million as part of the
American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act’s (ARRA)
State Fiscal Stabilization Fund
(SFSF) program, Gov. Steve
Beshear announced Monday.

The new, one-time appro-
priation is part of approxi-
mately $48.6 billion the U.S
Department of Education has
awarded to governors to help
stabilize state and local budg-
ets and help school districts
and postsecondary institutions
avoid severe budget cuts and
retain teachers and other staff.

Gov. Beshear and the
Office of the State Budget
Director submitted
Kentucky’'s application in
June. Approval of the applica-
tion was today received from
the U.S. Department of
Education.

“We are pleased with the
approval of Kentucky’s appli-
cation for these much-needed

this fiscal year’s budget pro-
tected critical priorities
including the basic P-12 class-
room funding formula known
as SEEK as well as higher
education. To accomplish this
goal, 55 percent of the SFSF
dollars ($358 million) will be
used to fill the gap between
the amount of state funds
appropriated for SEEK and
the amount needed to guaran-
tee the $3,866 base per-pupil
funding.

That leaves $293 million in
state stabilization funds for
the 2011 Fiscal Year budget.
Many states used state stabi-
lization dollars to balance
Fiscal Year 2009 budgets.
Kentucky did not, leaving
funding to help address budg-
et challenges in 2010 and
2011.

Kentucky’s public K-12
school districts and postsec-
ond institutions will
receive SFSF funds in combi-
nation with General Fund

funds,” Gov. Besh said.
“It’s important to understand
that these are not extra dollars,
but dollars we relied on to
keep SEEK funding and high-
er education funding whole as
part of the 2010 Fiscal Year
budget.” :

Gov. Beshear’s plan to fill
an estimated $1 billion hole in

Funds are being provided
to states in exchange for a
commitment to advance
essential education reforms to
benefit students from pre-
school through postsecondary
education.

In the application for initial
funding, Gov. Beshear indicat-

ed that Kentucky will abide by
the four major criteria for
SFSF monies, which include
taking action to:

W Make improvements in
teacher effectiveness and in
the equitable distribution of
qualified teachers for all stu-
dents, particularly students
who are most in need;

B Establish pre-K-to-col-
lege-and-career data systems
that track progress and foster
continuous improvement;

B Make progress toward
rigorous college- and career-
ready standards and high-
quality that are

School districts will access
their SFSF through an applica-
tion process that will be man-
aged by the Kerntucky
Department of Education.
Funds will be made avail-
able in two phases. Phase I
state applications were due by
July 1, and upon approval, a
portion of the funds can be
made available. The balance
of the funds will be made
available to states with
approval of Phase II applica-
tions which will be due in

valid and reliable for all stu-
dents, including limited
English proficient students

and students with disabilities;

and

B Provide targeted, inten-
sive support and effective
interventions for the lowest-
performing schools

In addition to supporting
the prescribed school
improvement and reform
strategies, funds may be used
to pay salaries to avoid teacher
and other staff lay-offs. The
SFSF program may also help
support the modernization,
renovation and repair of
school and college facilities,
particularly facilities for early
childhood education and for

Eighty-two percent of
Kentucky’s SFSF allocation is
dedicated to education, while
18 percent of the funds will be
distributed to other essential
government services.

SFSF is a key element of
the ARRA and is guided by
the principles of ARRA. The
overall goals of the ARRA are
to stimulate the economy in
the short term and invest in
education and other essential
public services to ensure the
long-term economic health of
the nation.

That’s improbable
sinc®~+ haven't been anywhere near
the woaods. In fact, I've been working
so much, I am lucky to get home in
time to sleep at night. I do have an
indoor dog and an outdoor cat. The
doctor says they may be the cause.
How does that happen? =
Your physician’s hypothesis
Ais sound. While I cannot con-

clusively say how you got

poisen ivy, I can explain how it is
possible to get poison ivy from your
pets.

More than 95 percent of people
exposed to poison ivy develop a rash,
also known -as poison ivy dermatitis.
The rash is caused by an allergic
reaction to urushiol oil, which the
poison ivy plant produces. The oil is
spread to skin — or fur, in the case of
your pets — when you come into con-
tact with a damaged plant. You can-
not get poison ivy from the air unless

Pets can transfer poison ivy

the plant is burned and airborne
urushiol particles in the smoke touch
your skin. L

You can also gel poison ivy
through indirect contact. This oil can
attach to nearly anything: your
clothes, your pets, your car — even a
ball that rolls into a poison ivy patch.
The oil then transfers easily from one
surface to another. This frequently
occurs when people pet their cats or
dogs. It also happens when picking
up objects that have touched poison
ivy or changing clothes that have
brushed the plant. Shoes are often the
culprit, since people often walk
through poison ivy without realizing
it. Because urushiol oil can live out-
side of the plant for many years, you
may even get poison ivy from touch-
ing urushiol-contaminated objects in
garage storage.

Once the oil comes in contact with
your skin, it typically takes up to 15

minutes for the oil 1o soak in. If you
touch poison-ivy, rinse the affected
skin immediately if possible with
soap and hot water — to decrease the
likelihood of a reaction. I would also
recommend that you bathe your dog
and cat, and wash your hands imme-
diately after touching either of them
in the future.

Typically the allergic reaction to
poison ivy is delayed by several
hours or even days, and often it
appears on different areas of the body
at different times. This often leads
people to think that the rash is conta-
gious and spreading. Make no mis-
take: the rash is not contagious! The
rash cannot spread around your body
or to other people. Poison ivy is
spread only by exposure to urushiol
oil, through direct or indirect contact
with the plant itself.

Prevention is key with poison iv
As stated above, wash affected skin,

pets and objects, and — most impor-
tantly — always avoid three-leaved
plants.

Some pceople can have severe
allergic reactions that require emer-
gency room treatment, but for most
of us, hydrocortisone cream applied
three times a day does the trick.
Over-the-counter antihistamines also
may help. If the rash is severe or pe
sists longer than a wecek, contact your
physician.

The problem is that a doctor
looking at the polyp cannot tell
if it has the cancer potential
unless the polyp is removed
and viewed with a microscope.

More than 150,000 new
cases of colon cancer occur
yearly in the United States,
and every year there are more
than 50,000 deaths from colon
cancer. Colon cancer and
colon cancer death can be
eliminated by removing all
suspicious polyps.

Guidelines urge everyone
to have a first colonoscopy at
age SO. If a polyp is discovered
