A Floyd County grand jury returned an

indictment on Charles Prater, 54, of

Hueysville. on one charge charge of first-

degree rape.

The crash

killed 270 people — 259 on the airplane, and 11 on the ground, a

total that included 180 Americans.

bomb:that.brought down the plane, and was sentenced to life in

prisosi:But the Scottish government, citing humanitarian reasons,

released him on Aug, 20. That nation often releases prisoners
who have three months or less to live, but in al-Megrahi’s case,

there was-no consensus that his time was so short.

Since al-Megrahi’s imprisonment, Libyan President Muammar

Qaddafi had been tireless in his quest to win the mass murderer&#39;s

release. And indeed, when al-Megrahi returned to Libya, he was

given a hero’s welcome.

It is generally accepted that the Scottish government operated
at the behest of Gordon Brown, the prime minister of the United

Kingdom. The allegation is that Brown was seeking a sweetheart

oil deal with Libya.
Of more interest, at least here in America, is what was the

Obama administration’s role. It is hard to fathom that this gov-

ernment was not told of the plan to release al-Megrahi. After all,

180 of our citizens were killed by al-Megrahi.
That being the case, the Obama White House either protested

al-Megrahi’s release but found no satisfaction or, more worri-

some, sat this one out.

(DPH) and the Lexington-
Fayette County Health

Department announced yester-
day at the Governor’s

Pandemic Influenza Summit

that Kentucky is reporting the

state’s first death associated

with HINI1 influenza (swine
flu) to the Centers for Disease

Control and Prevention

(CDC). The death involved a

Fayette County woman in her

50s who had significant under-

lying health conditions.

“We know that influenza

has the potential to contribute

to complications like serious

illness, and even death. It is

always a tragedy when we lose

a Kentuckian to any illness,”
said Gov. Steve Beshear. “I

hope that the summit taking
place today will help the edu-

cation, health care, business
and other communities be bet-

ter prepared to respond as we

move into the fall and face:an

expected increase of cases of
2009 HIN1.”

Although more than 500
deaths associated with HIN1

influenza have been reported
nationwide, the severity of

HIN1 influenza illness

appears comparable to season-

al influenza, which is responsi-
ble for about 200,000 hospital-

izations each year, according
to the CDC.

An HINI1 vaccination cam-

Ppaign is expected to begin in

late October, and health offi-

cials are recommending that

individuals under 65 who are

at higher risk for compl
uons of the flu, such as preg-
nant women and those with

chronic illnesses, be among
the target groups to receive

vaccine first. Officials also

emphasized the importance of

people practicing good
hygiene habits during the com-

ing months, in order to reduce

the risk of contracting influen-

to prevent illness include:

avoiding close contact with

those who are ill, staying
home when sick; covering the

mouth and nose when cough-
ing or sneezing; avoiding

touching the eyes, nose or

mouth; and frequent hand

washing.

Answering your questions about swine flu
LEXINGTON — Spread through

sneezing, coughing and contact with

infected individuals,

infects not only humans, but also

pigs, birds, horses and, rarely, dogs.
Sometimes, a virus can “leap’’ from

one species to another and when this

happens, a new virus can sometimes

emerge from an infected human or

animal.

The novel H1N1 “swine flu” strain

originated at least partially in infected

pigs, and scientists are fairly certain it

originated in Mexico, said Dr. Chris

Nelson, associate professor in the

University of Kentucky College of

Medicine and chief of its Division of

Pediatric Infectious Diseases. Experts
say the human population has not

seen a flu virus with this makeup in at

least 60 years.
Symptoms of the HINI flu virus

in people are very similar to those of

seasonal flu. They include fever (gen-
erally of 100.4 degrees Fahrenheit or

more), cough, sore throat, runny or

the flu virus’

stuffy nose, body aches, headache,
chills and fatigue. About one in four

of those infected also reported diar-

rhea and vomiting, which is not com-

monly seen with the seasonal flu.

Currently, it appears that many

people infected with the H1N1 virus

are experiencing mild symptoms and

a complete recovery often occurs

without seeking medical attention.

However, if symptoms are severe

and/or someone has underlying med-

ical conditions, they should seek

medical attention immediately.
It is recommended that anyone

experiencing flu-like

should “se solate” (stay home and

minimize contact with others) for the

duration of the illness and for at least

24 hours after a fever is gone without

the use of fever-reducing medicines

If possible, the university also sug-

gests that ill students consider leaving
campus to go home for the duration

of their illness.
New vaccines to protect

symptoms?

HINI1 are now being tested for use

this fall. To ensure full protection,
Nelson says, the vaccine will proba-

bly be given in two parts, a starter

dose followed by a booster about 30

days later. The new H1IN1 vaccine is

projected to be ready sometime in

late October, and health officials hope
there will be ample supplies of both

vaccines to provide them to anyone
who wishes to receive’ them.

However, in the event of a vaccine

shortage, the Centers for Disease

Control and Prevention (CDC) has

established a vaccination priority list

of those most at risk for serious com-

plications from influenza, It can be

viewed on the CDC Web site at

www.cdc.gov/h inl flu.

The present worldwide influenza

situation fulfills the World Health

Organization criteria for a pandem-
ic,’ Nelson said.

Paul R. Jordan, a native of Wayland, has released a

new book, and those interested in Kentucky and the

natural mysteries and resources that the common-

wealth holds could very well find the collection one of

value and essential information.

“Sorry Dan’l, we glorify your fearless pioneering
days back when, but doubt that you loved old

Kentucke any more than those who followed you and

stayed here,” Jordan wrote for his author biography on

the back of the book.

What

exactly causes seasickness?

I hope you will enjoy your
cruise, but your friends have a

point, it is always best to be

prepared.

Many large cruise ships
have medical personnel on board so

you can always have a “sick call” if

you need to. But, since vacation is

supposed to be fun, preventing dis-

comfort should be your first strategy.
Seasickness, or mal de mer, is

caused when the constant motion of

the ship on water confuses your bal-

ance center, which involves both

your brain and your inner ear. When

your eyes see rooms tilting and sway-

ing with the waves, your brain

instinctively disagrees with the logic
of the scéne since it knows rooms are

supposed to stand still. Meanwhile,

fluid in your inner ear canal moves in

THE FLloyp County Times

There are many ways
to deal with seasickness

response to the movement of the

boat. This disagreement between the

eyes, brain and inner ear causes nau-

sea and vomiting.
Motion sickness can also occur in

any moving vehicle. Passengers in a

car are more likely to get sick than

drivers. It seems that motion sick-

ness is less likely to affect a person
who is concentrating on a task, such

as driving, although many people
report that reading or concentrating

on small print, like crossword or

sudoko puzzles, can compound the

problem.
While most large cruise ships have

stabilizers to minimize their motion,

there is still movement. from the

waves. One thing that may help is

staying topside — don’t go below the

decks. Looking out at the horizon

your brain and minimize unpleasant
sensations. Avoid reading and stay

hydrated. It also helps to keep some

food on your stomach, but avoid

spicy or greasy foods as well as alco-

holic beverages.
If none of that works, there are .

over-the-counter remedies that can

help. These are usually antihista-

mines, and they cause some drowsi-

ness. A prescription remedy oscopo-
lamine can be worn in a patch.
There are some side effects from this,

and it may not be better than OTC or

herbal remedies. Many people use

ginger for seasickness. Ginger cap-
sules can be found i stores and can

be quite helpful, though they may

cause indigestion.
Finally, there are therapeutic wrist

bands you can buy that stimulate acu-

pressure points on the inner wrist,

and these seem to work well for many

people. If you don’t have a band,

you can apply pressure on the under-

side of your wrist, about an inch and

a half from the thumb.

Hopefully you will not have to

worry about seasickness, but you are

right to inform yourself beforehand.

If you go prepared, you can more eas-

ily avoid or address seasickness and

get on with enjoying your cruise. Bon

voyage!

Leg pain when walking suggests artery disease

AR DR. DONOHUE:

Please discuss peripheral
artery disease. I think I have it.

I get calf pain when I walk. I

have seen the ads on TV where

a woman and her grandson
discuss this. The boy asks her

if she has it. She says she does-
n& know. That&#3 where I am. I

don&#3 know, but I think I might.
-- N.O.

ANSWER: Peripheral
artery disease, PAD, also

called peripheral-vascular dis-

ease, means that arteries in the

legs -- the periphery -- are

clogged and leg muscles aren&#39;t

getting enough blood. The

proof comes .from walking.
People with PAD get leg pain
when they walk a certain dis-

tance, and they can tell you

almost (6 the inch when the

pain will start. The pain leaves

when they take a rest, but

returns after they have

resumed walking

The site of pain depends on

where the blockage occurs.

Pain in the buttock or thigh
indicates a blockage high in

the le arteries. Pain in the calf

comes from a block from

midthigh to knee, and pain in

the foot comes from a lower

blockage.
PAD is a common malady.

Five percent of men and 2.5

percent of women over 60

have it, even though some

have no symptoms.

A doctor can make the diag-
nosis in the office. If there&#3 an

obstruction to blood flow in

the ‘leg arteries, the pulses at

the ankle and on the top of the

foot will be weak. Many doc-

tors are equipped to take the

ankle blood. pressure. The

blood pressure at the ankle

should be the same as the

blood pressure in the arm. If

it&# much less, that indicates an

obstruction to blood flow in

the leg artery.
People ith PAD often

have CAD, coronary artery
disease. The same process that

clogs leg arteries also clogs
heart arteries. You must see

your doctor. He can check the

status of your leg arteries, and

he can check the status of your
heart arteries. There are medi-

cines for both conditions, as~

well as recommendations for

dict changes and exercise.

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Stuck oil filter has reader stumped
by TOM and RAY MAGLIOZZI

Dear Tom and Ray:
I have a 2006 4.7-liter V-8 Jeep

Grand Cherokee with 50,000 miles,

and we change our own oil every

3,000 miles. We always have. This

last time we went to change the oil,

my husband and I battled for two and

a half hours to get the oil filter off! We

started with a cap-style oil-filter

wrench, which started slipping. Then

we used every wrench we could find,

including a Channellock. A few hours

later, the filter looked like a crushed

beer can! The filter is in a tight spot,
so we don’t have a lot of room to work

the thing. We got so desperate that we

drove a screwdriver through it to use

that for leverage. Didn’t work. We

finally realized we&#3 lost this battle,

so now our car needs to be pushed out

of the garage and towed to our

mechanic. But for future reference,

are there any other techniques or

tricks for loosening stuck filters? —

Lasha

RAY: No, you pretty much hit “em

all, Lasha!
TOM: The one other advantage we

have at the shop is that we have some

better wrenches to try. We. have one

that’ grabs around the bottom of the

filter, and attaches to a ratchet. But

sometimes even that doesn’t work.

RAY: And then the only option is

to grab the air chisel and break it off.

And you&#39 absolutely right to tow it

to a professional to have that done. It’s

not something you want to try your-

self, because if you screw it up and

take a chunk out of that mating sur-

face on the engine block, every filter

from then on will Ieak.

‘TOM: And you want to be able to

blame the SHOP for that, rather than

your husband.

RAY: I can tell you why the filter

stuck: You forgot to put oil on the fil-

ter gasket. The filter comes with a

rubber O-ring on top that creates a

seal between the filter and the engine.
If you don’t lubricate the seal with oil

before tightening the new filter, it will

“wed” to the engine block, and be

extremely difficult to remove.

‘TOM: How does he know that?

But is it GOOD for the car? Not real-

ry.
RAY: In the old days, when cars

had carburetors, and excess fuel

poured into the cylinders, taking a

long, high-speed ride could help burn

off some of the carbon deposits that

tended to build up on the pistons. But

fuel injection meters the fuel so pre-

cisely on modem cars that carbon

deposits rarely are a problem.
TOM: The only problem with

repeated short drives now is moisture.
