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Attorney General Jack
Conway announced yes-
terday a significant ruling
in Franklin Circuit Court in
a lawsuit against Marathon
Petroleum Company LLC,
Marathon Oil Corp., and
Speedway SuperAmerica
LLC alleging price gouging
in the wholesale and retail
pricing of gasoline in the
wake of Hurricanes
Katrina and Rita.

On Monday, Oct. 5,
Franklin Circuit Judge
Thomas Wingate upheld
the constitutionality of
Kentucky’s anti-price-
gouging law and dis-
missed three counter-
claims filed by the defen-
dants that alleged the law
was vague and violated
the separation of powers
and due process clauses.

The Office of the
Attorney General filed suit
against Marathon and
Speedway SuperAmerica
in May 2007 under
Kentucky's anti-price-
gouging statute. General
Conway sought a ruling
from Franklin Circuit Court
after the defendants chal-
lenged the constitutionali-
ty of the law. In upholding
the state’s price-gouging
statute, Judge Wingate
noted that Kentucky has a
legitimate interest in pro-
tecting consumers from
unjustified price spikes
during a declared state of
emergency and that the
statute provides adequate
notice to businesses who
must obey it.

The Office of the
Attorney General is seek-
ing $89 million in dam-
ages plus penalties from
Marathon and Speedway
SuperAmerica for alleged
price-gouging. No trial
date has been set.

Kentucky highway fatalities increasing

FRANKFORT — The number of peo-
ple killed on Kentucky’s roadways
increasing, according to preliminary num-
bers from the Kentucky Office of Highway
Safety (KOHS). There were 586 fatalitics
as of Sept. 30. five more than at the same
time last year.

“Even a slight increase in fatalities is
certainly not what we had hoped.” said
KOHS  Executive Director Chuck
Geveden. “However, the numbers are con-
siderably lower than this time period in
2006 and 2007 when the fatalities were
654 and 636 respectively.”

Over half of those killed so far this year
were not wearing seat belts, 22 percent
involved alcohol and 13 percent were

maotorcyclists not wearing a helmet.

“This proves there is still work to be
done.” said Boyd Sigler. Director of the
KOHS Division of Highway Safety
Programs. “Our office will continue visit-
ing schools and communities the
state to educate everyone on the benelits of
safe driving habits.

The KOHS offers various
safety educational programs to the public,
distributes federal highway saf
state and local highway ‘safe
and promotes the annual “Cl
Ticket” scat belt campaign and *
Limit. Under Arrest” impaired
campaign.

Administration (NHTSA)
indicate that seat belts. when worn correct-
ly. reduce the risk of fatalities by 45 per-
cent for front-seay vehicle occupants. and
by 60 percent for in pickup truck, SUV and
minivan occupants. Also according to
NHTSA. regular seat belt use is the single
most effective way to protect against and
reduce fatalities in motor vehicle crashes.
There were 826 fatalities on Kentucky
roadways in 2008, including 649 people in
motor vehicles. Of those. 70 percent were
not buckled up and over 20 percent
involved alcohol.

In recent days, following the tragic
death of Amanda Ross, a Lexington
woman whose family I know well,
there has been a renewed focus in
Kentucky on how we can prevent

. domhestic, yiglence.

It was With her memory in mind
that I recently filed legislation that
would providé help for women who
are at risk of being abused or killed.
My bill gives judges the authority to
require offenders to wear electronic
monitors.

The goal is to give victims “a fight-
ing chance” if an offender breached
the protective areas listed in a domes-
tic-violence order. About 15 states,
including Ohio and Illinois, already
have adopted similar laws, and an
estimated 5,000 people are currently
required to wear monitors.

These monitors have proven effec-
tive in other legal matters in most
states, including Kentucky, for such
thinks as home incarceration or to
ensure that those on parole do not vio-
late the terms of their release. Under
my bill, which will be voted on during
the 2010 Regular Session. the offend-
er would be responsible for the cost.

The
state of the art electronic monitors use
advanced wireless and GPS technolo-
gies to provide a réal-time location for
offenders.

This bill calls for a risk assessment
to help a judge determine whether a
monitor wonld be needed. That could
include considering more than a
dozen risk factors ranging from vio-
lent - threats and controlling behavior
to substance abuse. unemployment

affects all of us. It is the cause of one-
third of all homicides of women. The
Domestic Violence Association han-
dled more than 30,000 calls last year,
and more than 3,600 people, almost

security in one of our 15 domestic-
violence shelters. Nationwide, one
study showed that victims lose more
than $2 million every day because
they are either too afraid to go to work
or can’t work because of injuries.

There were 25.000 emergency pro-
tective orders and more than 11,000
domestic violence orders (DVOs)
granted by judges last year, according
to Xentucky State Police. DVOs,
which are longer-lasting versions of
emergency, protective orders, were
fir§t authorized by the General
Assembly in 1984.

I am proud that
Assembly has taken

the
steps

in recent

years to improve laws relating to
domestic violence. We have mandat-
ed training for officials who handle
these cases: we have stopped insur-
ance companies from discriminating
against battered women: we made
sure repeat domestic-violence offend-
ers face tougher penalties; we made it
possible for stalkers to be sued in civil
court: and we have désigned and
funded the nation’s first automated
victim notification system, known as
the VINE system. Academically. the
University of Kentucky's Center for
Research on Violence Against Women
has been a national leader and advo-
cate in this field.

Twenty years ago. Congress desig-
nated October as Domes! Violence
Awareness Month. Our awarcness of
domestic-violence issues is needed
year-round. If you know of anyone

First, let us look at what will not
change for the 2010 KEHP plan year
None of the current health plans has
been discontinued. meaning
Commonwealth Maximum Choice.
Optimum PPO, Capitol Choice and
the Stundard PPO plans currently
otfered to employees can be selected
for 2010. Also, like last year, all
active employees must enroll for the
upcoming plan year either online or
by paper application to receive health
benefits next yecar. preferably by
enrolling online (you should have
received or will receive your enroll-
ment ID and password in the mail in
separate envelopes) while all retirees
except KCTCS retirces should get
their insurance applications and rates
from the state retirement systems
Also. active employees in the state
health insurance group can stll expect
to pay premiums well below the
national benchmark, since premiums
have only increased around 7 percent
annually since January 2006.

The lowest cost non-smoker plan
will still be the Standard PPO. which
requires no premium contribution
from single employees and has the

lowest monthly premiums for the
Parent Plus. Couple. Family and
Family cross reference options. The
next least expensive non-smoker plan
is Maximum Choice. followed by
Capitol Choice. The most expensive
non-smoker plan is Optimum PPO.
with monthly premiums of $27.50 for
singles. $176.52 Parent Plus. $469.52
Couple. $561.16 Family and $28.34
tor Family cross referencing plans.

Another benefit that will still be
offered Flexible Spending
Accounts—tax-free accounts that are
used to pay for certain health or
dependent care expenses through pay-
roll deduction. State employees and
school board employees as well as
certain local health department or
quasi-governmental agency employ-
ces uare eligible to participate in an

A. which allows employees to pay
less income and Social Security taxes.
Eligible. active employees choosing
to waive health insurance with the
state will still receive $17S per month
(up o $2.100 a year) from their
employer in a Health Reimbursement
Account (HRA) for reimbursement of
qualified medical expenses. Funds
remaining in the HRA account at
year's end will roll over to the next
year tfor employees who continue to
waive health insurance coverage or
continue to select the health plan for
which an HRA is otfered.

Now. let us look at what will
change. While basic coverage won't
change. some costs have been reduced
while other costs will rise. First,
employee premiums for Parent Plus,
Couple and Family coverage under
the Standard PPO plan have been
reduced. with significant reductions

are

from $64.72 a month to $8.28 a month
for Parent Plus and

$288.44 tor Family coverage. This is
excellent news for our families. espe-
cially in this cconomy.

Sccond, the copay for Optimum
PPO cmergency room Visits in cases
where the patient is not admitted will
increase $25 to $75. This will only
apply 1o cases where the patient is not
admitted to the hospital. Also, in-net-
work Optimum PPO deductibles will
increase from $250/$300 tor
single/family  plans  to $300/$600
respectively. Please review your
enrollment  materials carefully to
determine how this affects your over-
all costs

Third. there will be a $5 increase in
copays for visits to specialists under
the Optimum and Capitol Choice
plans. Copays for visits to primary
care doctors will remain the same
under those two plans.

A few other changes I would like to
share with you are known as benefit
“enhancements™ under KEHP.

First. employces selecting the
Capitol Choice plan who make a
copayment 1o his or her provider will
not have the remaining cost of their
office visit deducted from the %500
up-front benefit allowance. as has
happened in the past. The remaining
cost will be paid by KEHP.

Second. those with the Standard
PPO single plan will have their in-net-
work deductible decreased to $500
and pay nothing in premiums.
Premiums for other levels of coverage
have also been reduced with no loss of’
benefits.

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Report finds low-income families struggle
to access affordable, good-quality child care

LOUISVILLE — A study
released last week by the
National Women’s Law Center
on child care policies reveals
that between February of 2008
and February of 2009 more
states made cuts in much need-
ed child care assistance than
improvements. This aggravat-
ed an already bleak landscape
for parents trying to dfford
reliable child care.

séveral areas, including: reim-
bursement rates for providers
serving eligible families,
income eligibility limits, and
co-payments for parents.

“Because too many families
are struggling to make ends
meet during these difficult
economic times, it is more
important than ever that fami-
lies have access to affordable,
good-quality child care. This is
true for parents and employers
so parents can keep their jobs
and perform them well. It is
also critical for their children
who develop so much during
their first few years,” said
Lacey McNary, Decputy
Director of Kentucky Youth
Advocates.

The report also provides an
initial look at the response of
states since February 2009 to
both increasing state budget
gaps and the availability of
new child care funds from the
American  Recovery and
Reinvestment Act (ARRA).
Since February 2009, some
states either cut or proposed
cutting their child care assis-
tance programs while other
states used ARRA funds to
maintain or expand their pro-
grams.

Kentucky's Child Care
Development Fund received
$34.8 million, of which $4
million must be set aside for
quality initiatives. The
remaining $30.8 million will
be used to maintain current
program levels.

The primary source of fed-
eral funding for state child care
assistance comes from the
Child Care and Development
Block Grant (CCDBG) and the
Temporary Assistance for
Needy Families (TANF) pro-
gram. Both programs have
been insufficiently funded.
The FY 2009 funding level for
CCDBG. even with the ARRA
funding, is only slightly above

Reimbursement Rates -
States determine the reim-
bursement rates for child care
providers. Low reimbursement
rates deprive child care
providers of resources crucial
for supporting high-quality
care. They can also discourage
high-quality providers from
serving families receiving
child care assistance. Federal
regulations recommend but do
not require that states set their
rates at 75 percent of market
value, a rate that allows fami-
lies maximum access to child
care in their community.

B Income Eligibility - A
family’s ability to access child
care assistance also depends
on the state’s income eligibili-
ty limit, and whether a state
makes annual adjustments for
inflation to eligibility limits.
This prevents families from
losing eligibility for assistance
merely because their income
increases with inflation.
Between 2008 and 2009, three
states decréased their income
eligibility limits and thirteen
failed to increase their limits to
keep pace with both inflation
and the increase in the federal
poverty level. In Kentucky. as
of April 1, 2009, the income
limit to qualify for assistance
was increased to $27.465 (150
percent of poverty), and the
exit eligibility limit was
increased to $30,212 (165 per-
“cent of poverty).

costs. In addition to the
required copayment, a parent
may be asked by their child
care provider to cover any gap
between the state’s reimburse-
ment rate and what the
provider charges. If states set
copayment rates too high, or if
the state’s reimbursement rate
is not high enough, families
may have difficulty covering
their portion or may be dis-
couraged from participating in

the child care assistance pro-
gram at all. The copayment
rate for Kentucky families
who have incomes at 100 per-
cent of the poverty rate
increased slightly from 2008
to 2009 and is higher than the
national average (Kentucky -
9%, US - 7%).

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EVERYBODY'’S SCIENCE
Learning (again)
to feed ourselves

Bet you've heard this one: "Think
globally, eat locally!"

Yes, it's a clever, catchy saying .
but there's a lot to think about in those
four words, and it goes beyond just
"patronize the local farmer's market
when you think of it.” One big ques-
tion--and it's one that the scientists of
the Agricultural Research Service
(ARS) are trying to answer -- is, can
we dctually feed ourselves locally?
Are there regions of the country where
we've lost that capability? It's a sober-
ing subject.

ARS scientists are part of a team —
which also includes the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, Tufts
University, Towa -State University,
Cornell University, and Penn State,
plus other USDA agencies - that's
compiling all sorts of county-level
data, from Maine to Virginia, on data
such as weather, soil types, fertilizer
use, land availability, water availabili-
ty. projected changes in climate, and
even suitability of the land for agricul-
ture.

The idea is to ultimately build a
map that shows where, along the
nation's East Coast, people would
have the opportunity to buy locally
produced food -- and where they
wouldn't. After all, between 2002 and
2007, some 911,000 acres of farmland
along the Eastern Seaboard was taken
out of agricultural production to make
way for housing. shops and other
development.

Right now, we're fed by all parts of
the country -- and low fuel costs have
played a big role in that. Strawberries
from California in the midst of win-
ter? No problem! Grapes from
halfway across the world, still at a rea-
sonable price? They're there waiting
for you, whenever you're ready to pick
them up. More than 65 percent of the
vegetables, and 80 percent of the fruit,
consumed along the Eastern Seaboard
is produced and hauled in from some-
where else.

But as we saw to our great discom-
fort a while back, fuel prices can shoot
up in the blink of an eye. We can't
count on it always being cost-effective
to haul berries all the way across the
country and for those berries to be
offered at our local supermarket for a
price that won't send us into "sticker
shock" at the checkout stand.

That's where the ARS scientists
and their teammates come in. They
believe that relying on strategic pro-
duction of locally grown food can
counter the challenges of rising trans-
portation costs, expanding popula-
tions and vanishing farmlands.

Also, expanding opportunities for
local food production could stimulate
rural economies and keep some small
towns from simply “"drying up and
blowing away," as the old saying goes.
It could also offset the risk of food
shortages in one area by increasing
and diversifying local production in
other areas.

And - perhaps best of all, from a
purely selfish point of view -- it could
actually give us better, more flavorful,
more nutritious fruits and vegetables.
That's because our fruits and veggies
wouldn't have to be picked so early
and survive so much time in the back
of a truck on their way from the farm
to our dinner tables. If it's a shorter
hop from the farm to the supermarket,
we might wind up with tomatoes that
actually taste like ... tomatoes!

e ARS scientists are surprisingly
optimistic about what they're likely to
find, pointing out that the results could
remind us of how remarkably fertile
the Eastern Seaboard once was and
could be again. But the big telephone
pole lying across the road ahead is
likely to be lost land: just how many
farm acres have disappeared under the
latest outlet mall or mega-store, and
how much of the soil that's left isn't
really suitable for crop production.

This may seem like a tedious topic,
but it's important one. If we keep
counting on low fuel costs to keep our
food supply affordable well, I don't
think it takes a crystal ball to see

Ankle brachial index (ABI): A measurement of blood pressure at the ankle to check for signs
of peripheral artery disease (PAD).
Electrocardiogram (EKG): A non-invasive test to measure electrical activity of the heart by

attaching electrodes to the skin.
