Stumbo
refums
from
frade trip
fo China

FRANKFORT — House Speaker Greg
Stumbo, who returned Monday from a week-
long trade mission to China with legislative
leaders from more than 30 states, said the trip
holds potential for Kentucky, particularly its
coal industry.

“It is amazing just how much growth China
is experiencing. and there is no sign that it will
slow anytime soon.” Stumbo said. “Kentucky
already exports more than $600 million worth
of products to China. so I spent my time seeing
how we could add to that figure

Stumbo said he is convinced now more than
ever that China’s_growing need for coal holds
a lot of potential for Kentucky.

The trip, which saw Stumbo as the only
Kentucky legislator. was sponsored by the
State Legislative Leaders Foundation. a
nationwide organization dedicated to state
House and Senate leaders

One of the unique aspects of the mission,
according to Stumbo, was the opportunity to
meet some of China’s counterparts to
American legislators.

“We found that we have a lot in common,”
Stumbo said Thursday. ““Their top focus, like
ours, is on jobs, education and transportation.
‘We may be from different countries, but we all
have the same basic needs.”

Some of the things highlighted during the
trip included Kentucky's coal, timber, horse
and tourism industries. These things were cov-
ered in literature handed out during the trip and
later translated for the Chinese hosts by
Kentucky State University student Lawson
Whites

During a ceremony at the Great Hall of the
People during the week-long trip. legislators
were greeted by Sang Guowei, the vice chair-
man of the Standing Committee of the
National People’s Congress of the People's
Republic of China, the highest ranking official
to meet with American leaders

PRESOTNSBURG The

the housing situation.

“We work with homeless shelters
and other shelters to help them with the
housing search when the residents get

A healthier community
can begin with small steps

As we wrote Wednesday, a report that labeled Eastern Kentucky’s
fifth congressional district as the nation’s “unhappiest” might sound
inflammatory on the surface, but it is actually a compelling wake-up call
for a region that has fallen behind the rest of the nation in just about every
significant health statistic.

When you look at such factors as smoking, obesity, heart discase, dia-
betes and depression, Eastern Kentucky ranks at or near the top in all the
wrong ways. We have known these facts in isolation for some time, but
the Gallup Healthways Well-B: g Index is unique in lumping them all
together to paint a picture that more concerning than the sum of its

arts.
Obviously, something needs to be done, and for the most part, it is up
to us as individuals to do the heavy lifting — by making the choices to
quit smoking, get some exercise and eat better.

But local government — county, city and school district — can help
promote the transition to healthier lifestyles, and there is good reason to
do so. According to the World Health Organization, a concerted focus on
tackling the three major risk factors — smoking, poor diet and lack of
exercise — could prevent 80 percent of type 2 diabetes, heart disease and
strokes, as well as 40 percent of cancers.

And government can help promote healthy behaviors while neither
intruding in personal lives nor breaking the bank. Simple, low-cost,
minor improvements can help a community.

To get the ball rolling, here are five suggestions we can offer:

B Making public spaces more active. One of the most_effective
ways 1o encourage exercise is simply to give people convenient,
equipped places to do it. Communities can encourage walking and run-
ning by providing trails in parks and other public lands, complete with
benches and functioning water fountains. Floyd County; its five citiesand
local parks boards could also expand upon the idea of Second Sunday,
simply by closing off a street once a month to provide residents a safe,
convenient location to walk, run and bike

B Creating bicycle-friendly commu s. Simply put, there is no
healthier, cheaper or more environmentally-sound form of transportation
than a bicycle. While Floyd County already has a small but dedicated
cycling community, some who might otherwise ride a bike are discour-
aged by concerns over safety. L.ocal governments could promote cycling
and improve safety by painting designated cycling lanes in high-traffic
areas, reducing speed bumps on city strects to allow unobstructed bicy-
cle passage, posting “Share the Road’ signs throughout their communi-
ties and providing convenient racks in which to park and lock bicycles.

B Developing year-round adult intramural sports leagues.
Mention the word “exercise” to sedentary people, and many will roll
their eyes and envision sweating and hard work. Use the word “sports”
instead, and they will conjure more positive images of fun, games and
competition. But for most people, participation in sports ends in high
school, if not sooner. Exercise should be a lifelong activity, not a child-
hood one. Local parks, churches and schools could organize adult-orient-
ed sports leagues and trick people into exercising by letting them engage
in regularly-scheduled, active fun.

M Providing consistent and frequent nutritional education to stu-
dents — in the classroom and the lunchroom. Schools do educate their
students about good nutrition, but a lot of times that education is infr
quent, confusing and completely undermined when they reach the cafe-
teria. When students are taught to choose low-fat, high-fiber, fresh foods,
those lessons arc lost when they go to lunch to find pizza, hot dogs,
chicken nuggets and French fries. It is a classic “do as we say, not as we
do’" scenario that almost always fails. Schools not only need to provide
more frequent information about what to eat, they also need to provide
menu options that rely less on highly refined and processed foods that are
high in fat, sugar and sodium, and morc¢ on fresh fruits and vegetable
whole grains and lean meat choices that aren’t deep-fried.

- panding the smoke bans. Prestonsburg is already a leader in
this regard, and it is time for Floyd County’s four remaining cities and the
fiscal court 1o follow suit. A report released last month by the Centers for
Discase Control and Prevention shows that simply ¢nacting smoke bans
in public places can reduce the number of heart attacks in a community
by up to 47 percent. And 1o tackle the problem at its source, we would
like to see any smoke ban improved by offering first-time violators the
option of taking part in a smoking-cessation program in licu of paying a
fine

In late September, the council
reported that our public colleges and
universities had 254,000 students in
class this fall, or nearly 13,000 more
than last year. Driving that incrcass
was the Kentucky Community and
Technical College System, which saw
enrollment rise more than 11 percent
while topping 100,000 studcents for the
first time. It now has nearly twice as
many students as it had in 1998, its
first year in existence followin,
legislature’s overhaul of public post-
secondary schools.

However,
like acetaminophen, NSAIDs present
certain caveats. Both ibruprofen and
naproxen may increase your risk for
hcart attack and stroke a risk that
increases  with  long-term use
Ibuprofen and naproxen can also
cause side-cffects of stomach bleed-
ing and intestinal ulcers. Always
take NSAIDs with food. Also, avoid
mixing them with alcohol, as this

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
developed rheurnatoid arthritis
four years ago. I am still work-
ing, lifting 70 pounds and
pushing up to 150 pounds in a
handcart, and I work 10 hours
a day.

ANSWER: There isn't-a
cure for rheumatoid arthritis,
but so many newer trcatments
exist that control of it is possi-
ble for most patient

Rheurnatoid arthritis is the 1

common kind of arthritis. It
usually strikes between the
ages of 35 and 50, and more
women have it than men.
Rheumatoid arthrius,
unlike osteoarthritis -- the
common kind of arthritis -- is
more than a joint disease. It's a
systemic disease. That means
the entire body is affected by
it, and many organs can be
involved -- the lungs, the lung
coverings. the heart, blood
vessels,  eves.  spleen and
bones.  Systemic
include fatigue and weakness.
T'he hands, wrists, knees. feet,

symptoms *

elbows and neck are the joints
most affected. They become
swollen, red, hot, painful and
often deformed. The goals of
treatment are relief of pain,
reduction of inflammation,
stopping joint destruction and
rnaintaining joint function.

There are some things you
can do on your own. Exercise
is important, but your job calls
for exhausting physical labor,
something that's not good for
rheumatoid arthritis. Will your
employer switch you to anoth-
er position? Rest stops the

Nowadays, the trend is (o
start rheumatoid  arthritis
patients on the most powerful
drugs so joints don't become
permanently damaged. You
have taken some -- methotrex-
ate and Enbrel. Rituximab
(Rituxan), usually combined
with methotrexate, has been
quite effective for rheumatoid
arthritis that's unresponsive to
other medicines.

Perhaps your insurer will
reconsider its position with a
letter from your doctor
explaining why you are not
also taking methotrexate.

NSWER Glaucoma
comes about from a rise of
fluid pressure in the eye and
from damage to the optic
nerve at the back of the eye.
Lowering fluid pressure --
often with eyedrops -- pre-
serves the optic nerve and
vision

Caffeine can slightly raise
eye-fluid pressure for a limited
amount of time. I would stop
using it until I saw my doctor
again. Then I would question
the doctor, who can determine
if the rise of pressure would be
significant for you.

That means
the entire body is affected by
it, and many organs can be
involved -- the lu . the lung
coveri . the heart, blood
vessels. eyes. spleen and
bones.  Systemic  symptoms
include fatigue and weakness
I'he hands. wrists, knees, feet.

treatment are relief of pain,
reduction of inflammation,
stopping joint destruction and
maintaining joint funcdon.

There are some things you
can do on your own. Exercise
is important, but your job calls
for exhausting physical labor,
something that's not good for
rheumatoid arthritis.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
have glaucoma. I use eyedrops
daily. Does caffeine cauw eye
pressure.to rise? -- A.G.

ANSWER: Glaucoma
comes about from a rise of
fluid pressure in the eye and
from damage to the optic
nerve at the back of the eye.
l.owering fluid pressure --
often with eyedrops -- pre-
serves the optic nerve and
vision.

Caffeine can slightly raise
eye-fluid pressure for a limited
amount of time. I would stop
using it until I saw my doctor
again. Then I would question
the doctor, who can determine
if the rise of pressure would be
significant for you.

Dear Tom and Ray:

Is it ever safe to start a car with no
oil in it? I have a 2004 Honda Civic,
and when 1 change the oil filter. it
always drips all over the place, down
the side of the engine and onto the
struts or CV axles, I'm not sure
which. My brother-in-law says to
start the car after I drain the oil, and it
will pump the oil out of the filter so I
can remove it without a mess. I told
him he is insane! Was 1 right? I told
him I would rather clean up the mess
than buy a ncw engine. — James

RAY: I'm assuming your brother-
in-law is a man with a very cle
earage floor and lots of experience
rebuilding engines, James. He's also
nuts, by the way.

TOM: You should never, ever run
your engine without oil. Not even for
a few seconds. The engine is full of
very cxpensive metal parts that slide
along each other at high speeds. To
keep them from ruining cach other,
engine manufacturers go through a
lot of trouble to make sure these parts
are ALWAYS bathed in oil.

RAY: They even go so far as to put
a big, red idiot light smack in front of

the driver’s face that lights up if the
oil pressure drops. Apparently, the
light's not big enough for your broth-
er-in-law.

TOM: So that's not a good option.
James. But there’s no perfect solu-
tion. Oil filters often. are attached at
odd angles, and crammed into hard-
to-reach places. And they re general-
ly hard to remove without spilling oil
On your Civic, the oil drips — harm-
lessly,” but messily — right onto an
axle.

RAY: What you CAN do is punch
a hole in the oil filter with an awl
After you've drained the crankcase.,
slide your oil wb underncath the fil-
ter, loosen the filter a liude bit o et
air in, and knock a hole in the Towest
part of the filter. Then go and take a
break.

I'OM: When you come back 20
minutes later, most of the oil will
have drained out. Then you can grab
the filter with a rag and unscrew it
with less oil running down your arm
and onto your axle

RAY: You'll never pass the white-
glove test. But you'll be able 1o
reduce the mess without reducing the
life of your engine.

‘The most
common is that the cluich disc wears
out. That happens over time, due to
the natural slippage that takes place
when you engage the clutch to get the
car movi :ventually, the friction
just wcars out the disc, the clutch
starts to slip and you need a new
clutch.

RAY: This process can be greatly
accelerated, however, if you ride the
clutch — that is, give the engine (00
much gas and lct the clutch out oo
slowly. We call this first-degree

clutch murder.

TOM: The second most common
type-of cluich failure is when the
throw-out bearing

clutch. On.most. cars these days, a
clutch job is at least a thousand

(also called the
release bearing) fail
That's the bearing
that pushes the cluich
plates apart when you
push in the clutch
pedal to change
gears.
