Kentucky State Police released the
2009 methamphetamine lab statistics

last week, and the numbers are soaring.
KSP feports that there were 716 meth
labs in the state last year, which is an

all-time high for the state, increasing
60 percent over the 2008 totals:

The last record was set in 2004,
when 600 labs were discovered. The

production of meth in Kentucky
dropped after a 2005 law went into
effect requiring that purchases of pseu-
doephedrine (PSE) tablets be made at

Pharmacy counters. This ‘pharmacy
log’ statute had an immediate effect by

substantially reducing meth labs in the
state by 50 percent over a three-year
period.

Major Joseph Williams, commander
for the KSP Special Enforcement

Troop, attributes meth’s popularity to
the relatively easy cooking process, the

highly addictive nature of the drug and
the ease of obtaining pseudoephedrine.

“With a small investment consisting
of supplies bought from neighborhood

stores, dealers can easily cook up hun-
dreds of dollars worth of a drug so

addictive that users quickly descend
into an abyss of violence and crime to

get to their next high.” said Williams.
“This frightening scenario is the reality

of methamphetamine, a dangerous drug
that is sweeping Kentucky, spawning
crime and ripping apart local commu-

nities — not to mention the hug finan-
cial burden it yields.”

The total cost to KSP last year to

remove the 716 reported meth labs

THE FLovo County Times

of meth labs in state soars
totaled $1,373,825. These costs include.
the discovery of labs, certified lab

responder salaries, removal and trans-

portation of waste from the scene and
hazardous waste disposal fees. This

does not include costs to social service

organizations, remediation, incarcera-
tion or medical expenses incurred.

As the .drug’s popularity grows in
the state, so does its far-ranging, devas-

tating effects: Jails are packed with
inmates who need health care, children

are being permanently removed from
their parents, addicts face the challenge

of trying to kick a powerfully addictive
stimulant and law enforcement agen-

cies struggle for resources to battle the

growing number of Jabs.
On June 1, 2008, in an effort to fur-

ther reduce meth lab production, a new

Kentucky statute required the pharma-
cy logs to be reported on a centralized

database designated by- state govern-
ment. This computerized system uti-

lizes an electronic PSE monitoring s

tem known as Meth Check. In spite of
the new Meth Check system the state’s

2008 meth p total rose 41 percent.
One notion that may b partially to

blame for the spike in labs is the devel-

opment of a quicker, more efficient
method for producing meth, called the

“one-pot” or “shake-and- bake”

method. This method leads to a gre
deal of pressure inside the container

and can easily cause an explosion. The

mixture of toxic ingredients in this

Process results in a chemical reaction
which changes the pseudoephedrine

into meihampnei
Trend analysis in Kentucky and

other states show that meth labs are

moving into urban areas because of the
ease of the one-step method.

In 2009, 240 meth labs were found
in structures that are classified as mul-

tifamily dwellings; which include
apartment complexes, hotels and

motels. Seventy-four meth labs were

found in vehicles and over 148 labs
were found in locations within one-

thousand yards of a school.

the innocent individuals also living
within these structures may not know

that the production of meth is taking
place,” Williams said.

Williams indicated that law enforce-
ment are finding larger yielding meth

labs out in the more rural areas of the

state.

“Smaller scale labs within city lim-
its are escalating while a reduced num-

ber of rural labs are increasin their

output. It’s a lose-lose situation.’
Children are not immune from the

far reaching effects of meth. Over the

past four years, authorities in Kentucky
have removed more than 350 children
from meth lab locations. The children
found in these labs are defenseless

against the deadly actions of parents
who cook meth.

Methamphetamine is not just a

Kentucky problem. Occurrences of
meth labs have been on the rise across

the country and states are scrambling to

find solutions. According to the El Paso

Intelligerice Center (EPIC), Kentucky
ranks number three nationally for the

number of meth labs discovered in
2009. Missouri ranked number one

with §1,537 labs followed by Indiana *

with 1,096.
The state of Oregon has made PSE:

available by prescription only. Since
that time, meth lab incidents have gone
from over 400 per year (prior to the

prescription only law) to averaging
fewer than 20 a year.

Oregon Sena Ron Wyden h
take the Ores Anti-meth Legislati

nationwide, requiring all states to com-

ply with a PSE prescription only
process.

In Missouri, several towns and

counties have also made PSE available

through the prescription only process,
with positive results.

Williams said that the goal of the

agency is to remain vigilant in prevent-
ing future occurrences of meth labs and

raising public. awareness about their

dangers.
“Meth labs are devastating our state

ancially, placing our officers in

harms way, contaminating our environ-

ment, destroying families and robbing
us of our greatest asset - our children,”
added Williams.

Washington cannot run a

health care system! Just look

at. Medicare. It’s fraught with
fraud and waste. Just one sim-

ple example: We have a family
member on many monthly

drugs. He gets pills that he has

not taken or used for over two

years, yet they still come and

Medicare still gets billed, even

though: he’s tried many times

to get the system to remove

them from his monthly pre-

scription list. Those unneeded

pills cost the taxpayers over

$10,000 a year, and they tell
him to flush them down the

toilet since he’s no longer
using them and using a differ-

ent type of prescription that

does the same thing. He cannot

donate them or give them

back, so the price of a small

car gets flushed every year! .

Back in the 1970s, a candi-
date said, “Those who work

ought to live and eat a little
better than those who don’t.”

He also said those who work
and earned something are not

obligated to share those earm-

ings with those who did not.

We used to call that commu-

nism. People don’t mind help-
ing the less fortunate and their

taxes pay for entitlement pro-
grams, but working folks .get

frustrated when those who

won’t do anything are seen

buying’ steaks, microwave
meals, candy, junk food, etc.

— which we. cannot afford
ourselves while working for it!

Food stamps should’ be used
for basic commodities like

hamburger, potatoes, milk,

Anglers whose fisH meet.certain minimum size limits can submit their catch to the depart
men’s program. A side benefit of the program is that it can provid all anglers a glimps of the
state’s hottest fishing lakes.

For example, anglers usually think of Dale Hollow Lake as the place.to go for the state’s|

biggest smallmouth bass. Dale Hollow, after all, is home to the world.record smallmouth bass|
an 11-pound, 15-ounce fish caught by Leitchfield resident David L. Hayes in 1955. The sec-

ond and third largest smallmouth bass caught in the world — both exceeding 10 pounds — also!
came from Dale Hollow Lake: The last of these to three fish was caught more: than two
decades ago. in 1986.

The Trophy Fish program reveals an up and coming lake for.the state’s biggest smaltLaurel River Lake. Last year, Ron Watson’s 25-inch long. 7-pound, 7-ounce brute from Laurell
River Lake -was the biggest smallmouth :bass submitted to. the program. This: lake’ Pais
bequeathed the second largest smallmouth bass submitted to the program last year, a 6-pound,

EVERYBODY’S SCIENCE

Shock waves
from wings half

a world away

_

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE

Have you heard about the

fly effect’?

Oddly enough, this has to do with

weather prediction and a mind-bend-

ing field of science called “chaos the-

ory.” (Well, maybe it wouldn’t bend

your mind, but it certainly does mine.)
Supposedly, back in 1961, an MIT sci-

entist named Edward Lorenz wanted

to find a way to combine mathematics

and meteorology.
Lorenz was doing data runs on a

mathematical model of the weather,

using a dozen different equations
Two runs he did should have come out

exactly the same, but didn’t — and it

turned out the problem was a single
place in the data where a number

should have stretched out to six digits,
but had been rounded off to just three.

That tiny “rounding-off” should have

been totally inconsequential, but it

actually made a huge difference in the

outcome of the data!

Scientists call this ‘sensitive

dependence on initial conditions.” But

it&#3 also known by a much prettier
name — “the butterfly effect’ —

which can be summed up as follows:

A butterfly flapping its wings in

Caracas, Ven can affect the

“butter-

I couldn’t help thinking about the

“butterfly effect when I read recently
about some work that a scientist with

the Agricultural Research ‘Service
(ARS) is doing with a pest called the

false codling moth in Africa. Perhaps
you’re thinking, “Really? In Africa?

Why do we care about one moth in
Africa?”

Here’s why: If this moth ever

makes it to the United States, it will

wreak utter havoc in our citrus, corn,

cotton and a wide range of nuts and

fruits (and, as the song goes, those are

a few of my favorite things!) So the

ARS scientist is working to fight the

moth in Africa, in hopes of stopping it
before it begins to head our way, and

secondly, ensuring a future weapon
for us to use against it if it does show

up on our shores.

What’s particularly intriguing is

the method he and his South African

colleagues are using to,combat this

pest: the sterile insect technique, or

SIT. This technique was pioneered by
ARS scientists over half a century
ago,.and it’s been a cornerstone of

eradication programs used worldwide

‘to control not only the screwworm,

which was its original target, but also

the Medfly,&# tsetse fly an other insect

pests.
By one thi sIT

eradication program that’s kept the

screwworm. fly out of the United
States saves this country’s livestock

producers at least $900 million annu-

ally in potential losses. df you’d: like

The idea is that you irradiate male

screwworm flies, just enough to steril-

ize them but not enough to seriously
debilitate or kill them, and. then you

-turn them loose to’ mate with: wild

female screwworm flies. The matings
obviously don’t result in viable eggs,

and the screwworm population plum-
mets at an astonishingly rapid rate.

°: The ARS scientist and his South

African collaborators: are using the

same idca with a slight twist. Because

*a moth can’t take nearly as much irra-

diation as.a fly, they’ve backed off on

the -dosage,. with the result:that the

female mioths are totally sterilized and
can’t reproduce at&#39;all,an the males
are cither totally. sterilized or partially ‘

sterilized. If the partially sterilized
males-mate with a wild female moth,

eggs could result, but those eggs will

be sterile, ond thu ends the moth pop-
ulation!

Big Sandy Community
Technical College graduate

Back laughs out loud when

she would consider herself to b

model student. “I&#3 far from beir

a perfect’ student,” admits,

immediately, adding “but I am a

hard-working student.”

It took a lot of hard work and

sheer determination to come through
all the challenges Susan has faced
since childhood, but of that effort

and drive paid off when Susan,
dressed in cap and gown, accepted

her diploma for an Associate in

Applied Science Degree in Human

Services from College President Dr.

George Edwards in December 2009.

—-As-a now 36-year-old ~coltcge
graduate, Susan&#3 journey has been a

long one and it most definitely has

not been a steady uphill climb. Her

life has been a series of one step for-

ward, two steps back events, includ-

ing a few significant falls along the

way, but her December graduation
was a testament to her drive to suc-

ceed.

As a S-year-old, Susan was

removed from her home after expe-

riencing significant abuse that she

references but avoids describing in

detail. She was quickly adopted but

had violent outbursts that challenged
her new family’s stability. As avery

young child, Susan was diagnosed
with bipolar disorder, schiz

and, just a few years later, with the

learning disability of dyslexia
During her second and

_

third-

grade school years, Susan was being
moved in and out of psychia
facilities due to her violent behavior.

In between hospitalizations, she pre-
sented an extreme challenge to her

adoptive parents and a significant
financial burden for the constant,

ongoing psychiatric and medical

treatments. By the age of 16 she

was living in a state-run children’s

home and from 18 to 21 years old

she was placed in an independent
living program in Lexington that

provi eee and

training in independent living skills.

With medication and support
Susan was doing okay when, at the

age of 21, she left the home and

moved into her own place with the
freedom to make her own choices in

life. Unfortunately, they were poor
ones. The allure and availability of

drugs and alcohol tempted Susan

and, on her own, she felt abandoned

with no one to care about her. Now,
she had to battle not only mental

health issues but the&# monster of

addiction as well, a new round of
physical abuse

cy.
In October&#39;19 Susan ‘gav birt

to a son. He was with her for four
‘short months before she decided. to

Place him in foster care so she could
enter a drug rehabilitation center

despite this success, she would not

get her son back. The court system
terminated her parental rights and

In 1998, Susan&#39 adoptive father -

died and her old addictions, fueled

by grief and regret, once again
entered her&#39;life.
