PARSON’S BRANCH - The resi-
dents of Parson’s Branch saw another
step in much needed help in
water back to their community.

The Floyd County Fiscal Court
passed a resolution Wednesday to make
an emergency purchase of materials
needed to put a new water pump in the
area

The residents had informed county
leaders recently that the wells in the

community were no longer providing
water.

“We got the pipe up there yester-
day,” District 4 Magistrate Ronnie
AkLr~ said Wednesday, “so hopefully

e’ll be getting started in the next cou-
pIL of ds

The county issued a declaration of
emergency in order to authorize the
work needed for the purchase and
installation of the water pump

The fiscal court agreed to pay
‘Wascon Sales and Service $25,150 for
the equipment and work on the water

pump, paid for from a county account
set aside for water and sewer exten-
sions.

The company had issued a propos-
al to Gary Blankenship of Southern
Water and Sewer on March 10 outlin-
ing the water pump station and its
components, including a breakdown
of of prices. That proposal was
accepted by the fiscal court
Wednesday

‘Court gives first nod to
' $2.37 million jail budget

by SHELDON COMPTON
Starr WRITER

PRESTONSBURG I'he
Floyd County Fiscal Court

approved a first-reading of a $2.37

million jail “budget Wednesday,

with the largest part of that amount

reflecting salaries at the facility.
Salaries in total at the Floyd

. County Detention Center make up

$852,000 of the overall budget,
according to the fiscal court’s

records, with the largest portion of
that made up from jail personnel at
$591,000

I'hose records reflect a salary
of $86,980 for Floyd Jailer Roger
Webb and $43,360 for Assistant
Jailer Kay Webb, his wife. The
remaining salaries that round out
the total are for medical personnel
and cooks, according to the
records.

Opecrating cxpenses, such as
$190,000 for food and $69,000 in

that was cut from the Senate bill.

‘The House plan includes $4 million for a new
vocational education building, $1.25 million for a
Wheelwright gym and $14 million for elementary
school reorganization. All of that money is miss-
ing from the Senate budget.

Also absent from the Senate budget are vari-
ous infrastructure projects for Floyd County,
including $173,200 for a campground at Jenny
Wiley Stafe Resort Park, S600,000 to upgrade
Prestonsburg’s .sewer plant. $550.000 for
Wheelwright water and sewer upgrades,
$250.000 for the “Pride on the River” sewer proj-
which | ect, $200,000 for various other water and sewer

projects, $177,000 for the Lakeview Village
water system extension and $200,000 for a waste-
water upgrade at Lakeview Village.

The only project.featured in the Senate budge:
that is not in the House budget is a coal sever-
ance-funded $174,400 for the planning, develop-
ment and of the M Sports
Hall of Fame at Wayland.

The $21 million in cuts for Floyd County are

drug rehab programs, make up
S .000 of the budget,
covers the fiscal year spanning
2010-11.

Though if we're to listen to the
nonpdrlman Congressional Budget Office, this legislation
will actually drive down the deficit over a 10 year period.

But the real heart of the matter is the substance of the
bill. America continues to outspend most nations on health
carc by a large margin, yet we have more than 40 million
people without access to quality health covera . and those
that are lucky enough to be able to afford hes Wth insurance
arc not only paying the proverbial arm and leg, but many of
them are under insured to boot. This bill promises to elimi-
nate insurance company practices such as turning down
coverage due to pre-existing conditions and the climination
of coverage once the policy holder becomes sick. Thesc are
much needed changes, and we’re wondering how any
politician, Republican or otherwise, could be against a bill
that delivers.

This reform package also aims to mandate everyone, by
2014, to pick up some sort of health care coverage. And if
someone can not afford it, there will be.government subsi-

_dies that will help out with costs. While it’s a far cry from
universal health care and regrettably does not include a
public option, which is preferable, it’s a step in the right
direction to help ensure every American, especially the
most vulnerable, has access to quality health care.

While we expect there 1o be some unforeseen conse-
quences to this legislation, at the same time we belicve any
such ramifications will be well worth the effort. And like
Medicare, this is probably one reform that will gain support
as the years move forward.

PRESTONSBURG — Floyd
County officials have now for-
mally joined others across the
state in expressing disapproval
of a proposed rate increase by
American Electric-Power.

In aresolution offered dur-
ing a special-meeting
Wednesday, Floyd Judge-
Executive R.D. “Doc™
Marshall joined magistrates of

- the county’s four districts in
opposing the increase.

County leaders said the rea-
soning for addressing this
directly was because the utility
company , proposed _ the
increase at the very time when
county residentswere dealing
with ‘a power outage due to
winter storms.

Many residents went with-
out power for several weeks
during the winter storm, which
fell on Eastern Kentucky in a
matter . of days  this past
December. During this time
and during their resolution
Wednesday, Marshall and

other county leaders praised
AEP’s efforts in working to
restore power, applauding hmh
local workers and those who
traveled from out of state to
assisL

However, they say it was _

the proposed rate increase,
which, at one point was a hike
of 34.95 percent to Kentucky
Power customers while thou-
sands of county residents were
still in the dark, that prompted
them to join others in official-
ly standing . against the
increase.

Earlier in the year, four state
legislators concerned about the
increase held a meeting with
utility officials. Oné of those
legislators, Rep. W. Keith Hall,
from Pike County, spearheaded
the meeting with Tim Mosher,
president of Kentucky Power
and an AEP lobbyist, Jimmy
Kceton.” Hall's home county
judge-executive, Wayne T.
Rutherford, bhad also said dur-
ing this time’ that he bad
planned to travel the state to
speak out against the proposed
increase.

As in the case of Meniere’s dis-
ease, most causes of vertigo will be
associated with other symptoms. For
example, there are types of migraine
headaches that are associated ‘with
wvertigo. Sometimes tumors grow in
the inner ear, which can cause vertigo
as well as hearing loss. Decreased
blood flow to the brain, commonly

THE RICHEST UNCLE SAM

The story is told of the visit
of Johnny Vandermeer
(Double No-Hit Vandy) dur-
ing the height of his carcer as
a pitcher for the Cincinnau
Reds 1o his uncle,  Sam
Vandermeer, the old
Presbyterian preacher-teacher-
missionary, deep  in  the
Breahitt county hills

Young Johnny drove there
in a shiny, new Cadillac.
Young, strong as a young bull,
his future unclouded, the
pitching star called on this
uncle who had grown old in
the service of others, a man
who had little of this world’s
goods and little or no
prospect—Ilittle desire, €ven—
to have more.

Enlarged prostate puts
on urine flow

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: For
men with BPH, would you rec-
ommend the Prolieve Systemn for
treatment? It involves reducing
the prostate with heat. Must it be
done periodically 10 maintain

, symptom improvement? ‘An
+ information will be appreciated.

-- Anon.

ANSWER: BPH -- benign
(not cancer) prostate hypertro-
phy (overgrowth) -- is a com-
mon condition of older men. The

. urethra - the bladder’s drainage

tube -- runs through the prostate.
A large gland acts like a vise,
squeezing the urethra and mak-
ing it impossible for the bladder
to .completcly empty. Large
glands make men get up rnany
times during the night to visit the
bathroom. They make it difficult
to start the urinary stream, and
they can reduce the stream to a
dribble.

Minimally . invasive proce-
dures, many done right in the
doctor's office, pare the gland so
that a free urine flow is re-estab-
lished. The Prolieve System (a
name) - delivers
microwaves .to the gland- to
shave the excess growth. In this
and in similar techniques, instru-
ments are inserted into the ure-
thra' by way ‘of the penis and
passed upward to the level of the
prostate gland, - where |he

are then

Yes, I can mcommend it. Quite
often, - the pmcedure need be

done only once. However, it is
possible that a repcat will be nec-
essary to trim the gland again
should it regrow to the size
where it compresses the urethra.

Other procedures include the
Green Light laser,
laser beam reduces prostate size
in a similar manner. TUNA -
transurethral needle ablation —- is
another minimally invasive pro-
cedure, done in a like way. It
employs radio waves to reduce
prostate size. All of these meth-
ods work. The most important
element in making a choice is
the doc(or's skill in the tech-
nique.

Mcdncmes are another possi-
ble route for handling an over-
grown gland. Drugs can relax
tight muscles in lhc prostate and
in the outflow tract of the blad-
der to permit ‘better urine flow.
Flomax and. Uroxatral are two
examples. - And medicines like
Proscar and Avodan shrink the
gland, but they can take momhs

‘to work.

- ANSWER: You don't have to
fast for an accurate cholesterol
reading. However, you do have
to ‘fast, preferably for 12 to 14
hours, - for an -accurate triglyc-
eride reading. Triglycerides
often are checked ‘along ‘with
cholesterol.
