geraniums (if
you’re nota

beetle)

When my husband and I went

house-hunting together way back im
the mid-1990s, it took us just two days
to find our ‘‘dream house.”

In fact, I remember our real estate

.
agent’s totally horrified reaction when

I stepped inside our now-home for the

first time. There’s

a

little flagstone pad
about four feet square just inside the

front door (so you don’t step right
onto the hardwood floors: with sop-

ping-wet feet), and I stepped onto that

little pad and said, ‘This is it” — no

more than two feet from the front

door. The agent thought I was having
a meltdown after just two days of

looking, but I knew what every room

in that house would look like even

before I walked through it; that’s how

certain I was that this was “the place.”
It’s not a new house (built in 1936),

and it certainly has its quirks (such as

closet doors that mysteriously open by
themselves in the dead of night ...

and

we won&#39;t even go into the joys of a

1936 toilet). But I’ve never regretted
buying the house; it’s perfect for us

Of course, there are lots of family
jokes about the house. Brian loves to

tease me about my naive “‘Oh, and we

won&#39; even have to buy any furniture”

comment. And Brian himself turned

every time I turned around, he was

sneaking home from the garden center

with another half-dozen rose bushes.

I was bitten by the gardening bug,
~

too. leven built a idney-shaped stone

flower garden (well, it looks kidney
shaped to me) at the corner of our lot,
where eVery year I plant a whole flock

of stoplight-red geraniums. It tucns

out I’m performing a community ser-

vice, because our little town with its

- winding streets is almost like a maze

to out-of-town visitors; I’ve been told

that people in our town give directions

that include “At the corner with the

bright red geraniums, you turn right
(or left, or go straight).”

Speaking of those rose bushes,
Brian has learned to loathe Japanese
beetles (and if you garden, I’m sure

you hate them, too). Alas, this pest is

the exact opposite of a “‘picky eater,”
not only will it go after soybeans,
corn, fruits and vegetables, it will hap-
pily feast on nearly 300 plant species
in almost 80 plant families (some of
which are no doubt in your garden).

In fact, it&#3 by far the most destruc-

tive pest of ornamental and turf plants
in the eastern United States, with more

than.$450 million spent each year to

céntrol it and replace damaged plants.
But.here’s some amazing news: It

turns out that if I could just somehow

shove my dry-rock geranium garden a

little closer to Brian’s rose bushes, his

beetle problem might be solved!

According to scientsts with the
~

Agriculturai Research Service (ARS),
geraniums are one plant that the

Japanese beetle might’ want to avoid.

That’s because if a Japanese beetle

eats geranium petals, within about 30

minutes of chowing down on those

flowers, the beetle rolis over on its

back,-with its legs and antennae slow-

ly twitching, and is Paralyz for sev-

eral hours!

Althoug this doesn’ kill th bee-

tleé, it’s certainly not good news for

‘them. When paralyzed under laborato-

ty. conditions, the beetles typically
.cecover within 24 hours. But if they’re

out ‘in the field when this happens,
,

they’re-helpless prey for any predator
that comes along while they&# inca-

pacitated.
It’s not ‘actuall “new news” that

geranium petals can poison Japanese
beetles; that was reported in scientific

papers a far back as the 1920s. But

nobody’s taken a closer look at this

phenomenon in many, many years. -

at’s changing now, ,with ARS

scientists in Ohio working on a natur-
