More enforcement,
not more regulation

As West Virginia begins to move on in the wake of the
April 5 Upper B\O Brd_nch mine explosion, there will come
a time when the mugh questions must be confronted.

One of the toughest — who to blame may also turn
out to be one of the most complicated, as it certainly
appears there is plenty of blame to be passed around.

Massey Energy certainly bears the brunt of the responsi-
bl]lly as we learn more details of the Upper Big Branch
mine’s legacy of unsafe worki conditions .md record of
putting profits ahead of its workers by tying up citations
with endless appeals, rather than fixing the problems.

But Massey cannot be held solely rcspuns\hl-‘ Questions
must also be asked of the federal government and its army
of regulators; who somehow allowed the mine to continue
operation despite documented concerns.

And the industry in general must also accept some
responsibility, for continuing to promote a culture seeming-
1y holds value only for the bottom line. Ju st two weeks
after the blast killed 29 pecople, Arch Coal CEO Steven
Ieer is complaining that cracking down on mine safety
might cost the industry in terms of productivity, potentially
up to 5 percent. We think the families of those lost in the
mine explosion would sce that as a fair trade, if they could
have their loved ones back.

. And moving forward, we can find fault in the knee-jerk
calls for tougher rules and more regulation. The problem
with mine safety does not lie in a lack of rules, but rather in
an inability to enforce those already on the books.

If Masscy was able to continue operating the Upper Big
Branch mine under deadly conditions, despite proof
through numerous citations that the federal and We st
Virginia governments were aware of the unsafe working
environment, why should we think that even more rules
would help?

The path to preventing future disasters should be clear.
Mine companies need to take seriously the lives and safety
of their employees by focusing more meeting safety guide-
lines instead finding a way around them. And regulators
need to take the issue of safety seriously, rather than turn-,
ing a blind eye to violations and allowing repeat offenders
to continue with business as usual.

Calling for more stringent regulations only complicates
the government’s ability to enforce the rules it already has,
and distracts the rest of us from holding Massey and regu-
lators accountable for their failures.
