“This is a stunning development that flies in the face of
all ihat 1 thought we had agreed upon,” Stumbo said last
Thursday. “‘House and Scnate lcaders and our staffs were
working late last night on getting the final agreements, eiv-
ing me every indication they were acting in good faith.”

Not good enough. We realize thesc are trying times. but
to fail to come to a comprom and then blame it all on
the other guy just doesn’t cut it. Compromisc should work
both ways.

And that goes for Senate President David Williams as
well. You can’t compromise by allowing the other person to
submit all of the concessions. It should be give and take,
not take and take.

But now that we’ve cried over the spilled milk, there is
still a job to be done before July 1.

My name is Johna Lawson, and Y’live in Prestonsburg.
1 have.a 16-year-old son who attends the local high
school here. On Monday, another child who attends an
alternative school in the county, got off the bus at:the
high school where my child attends and sucker-punched
my son. He then hopped back on another bus and headed
home. N : 3

As the bus drove off, this kid yelled out the window
that he ‘would be back the next day to kill him. The suck-
er-punch sent us to the emergency room where we spent.

The PSC ordered the audit
after EKPC’s financial condi-
tion had declined over several
years, as demonstrated by
deteriorating financial ratios
and a prior default on credit
agreements. In ordering the
audit, the PSC notcd that
EKPC was “perilously close™
to a second credit default.

EKPC’s 16-member distri-
bution cooperatives, including
Big Sandy Rural Electric, have
over 500,000 customers in 87
counties in eastern and central
Kentucky. The. utility gcner-
ates electricity at four plants
and operates 2,755 ‘miles of
high-voltage \mnsmlsslon
lines.

According to the report,
those cooperatives **should
take the in‘nialivc now o

rates low at the expense of the
utility’s financial condition,
and that responses 10 financial
difficulties have been
tive.””

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My husband and I have been

bothered with chiggers. We

have tried everything for the
itchiy — alcohol, peroxide, sprays,
lotions, ‘nail polish and cream from
thé doctor. This has been goiig on for
abouwt four months, and they seem to
be spreading. What can be done?

First, I'll describe what chig-
gers are and why they cause
itching. Then I'I1 tell you how

to prevent and treat them. You and
you doctor can decide if you really
have chigger bites.

Chiggers are microscopic

in the mite family. They are arachnids
and are closely related 10 ticks. It is
the larval form of the mite that bites.
Interéstingly, after they ‘ feast on
humans and other animals, they
mature and eat only the éggs of cer-
tain other insects.

Chi :rs do not burrow under the
skin, as is commonly belicved.
Instead. when chicger larvae bite,
they insert a mouth part that inj s
saliva into a skin pore or hair follicle
This dissolves the skin cells it con-
tacts into a liquid that the ck °r can
ingest. Afier a few hours, the tissues

Prevention is the.b‘est treatment

for itchy chigger bites

urroundi the wit liquid
harden, creaung a tube-like structure.
This structure, called a stylostome,
acts like a drinking straw, allowing
more saliva 1o be injected, and more
liquefied skin to be withdrawn. This
is what creates the appearance of bur-
rowing

It is the stylostorne that causes the
itching and characteristic red welt to
forfn. The itchiness can be quite
severe and usually peaks about two
days after the bite. The stylostome is
destroyed by your body in about 10
days.

Chiggers are found in grassy
places, and in thick brush. They are
most active when the ground temper-
ature is between 77 ‘and 86 degrees
and become inactive below 60

ces. 5

Prevention is the best way to man-

age chiggers. Wear clothes that pre-

vent chiggers from making contact
with your skin. Long-sleeved shirts,
tighly woven socks, pants tucked
inside of boot tops, and buttoned
cuffs will all reduce chigger bites.
Most mosquito repellants will fend
off chiggers, too, so it’s good idea to
use these products when you go into
fields or woods or if you plan to siton
the grass. Remember to reapply it
every few hours since repellants only
last a few hours.

After you return from any poten-
tial exposure, a hot bath with lots of
soap will wash many chiggers off
before they have a chance to bite. If
you have been bitten, over-the-count-
er creams with benzocaine or cam-
phor-phenol can help reduce the itch-
ing

It's also a good idea to wash
clothes that are potentially chigger-
infested in hot, soapy water.

Unlaundered clothes or clothes

washed in cool water will allow chig-- -

gers to survive.

- Unless you keep getting re-infest-
ed with chiggers, it seems unlikely to
me that you would still be itching
from chiggers after four months. You
and your.husband need-to see your
physician for a reevaluation of your
rashes. What you have may not be
chiggers at all.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:

named after a French
doctor who died in the early
years of the 20th century. Both
of these knobs are signs of
osteoarthnus the common
kKind of arthnus, the kind that
most seniors have at lcast a
touch of. They're similar o
bone spurs seen on backbones
and other bones, another conse-
quence of osteoarthritis.
Osteoarthritis comes from
fraying of the cushioning carti-
lage inside joints. How en-
sive or how incapacitating it will
be is unpredictable. Most people
manage to get along in spite of
it. However, it can’ be a great
burden to others

‘There is no preventive medi- -

cine 1o stop ostcoarthritis in its
tracks. It has a predilection for
the fingers, hips, knces and

spine. Should it strike larger
joints like hips. knees and back-
bones, muscle strengthening
will serve you well. Srong mus-
cles protect joints. The exercise
should not be so vigorous that it
causes pain, 1 i
orous  enough
strength building
weight increases the stress on
knees and hips, so you should
strive to stay on the lean side

Many people swear to the
effectiveness of chondroitin and
glucosamine, both of which are
available without a prescription,
and often they corne in combi-
nation. Not a lot of evidence
exists 10 endorse them whole-
heartedly, bur if you-want to
give them a try, they won't hurt
you

rotator cuff tear are glad they
had it. By most, I mean more
than 95 percent. I would not hes-
itatc to have this surgery.
