"Our program will be under scrutiny anyway because
we're Kentucky, and then you throw (Calipari) in the mix and
it's going to be under greater scrutiny,” he said. "So you're
mandated to be absolutely on it every day... Two years ago
people were not paying a whole lot of attention to Kentucky,
and all of a sudden we're relevant again."

Bamhart did the interview while at
Conference Spring Mececting in Destin, Fla.

Bambhart said he thought UK had done a good job evaluat-
irig Bledsoe's academic record before bringing him to campus

"Sandy Bell in our compliance office does a marvelous
job," he said. "She's really good at what she does. We went
through every review at our levél, at the NCAA level on Eric's
academics, and they were comfortable with it. We're comfort-
able with it. (The NCAA) cleared him.
