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Preventing tragedy
of drunk driving

The friends and family of a loved one lost at the hands of

an impaired driver never truly recover from the shock and

sorrow of their tragedy. Unfortunately, this senseless loss of

human life is a daily reality all over the nation — year after

year.

Imagine the public outrage if 29 jumbo jets each car

ing 400 passengers — crashed every year in America, killing
all on board. That’s the equivalent of the toll our country suf-
fers annually due to impaired driving. But where’s the indig-

nation over this catastrophe?
The fact is that impaired-driving deaths did dramatically

decline during the 1980s through the early 1990s. Social

activism, including the rise of organizations such as Mothers

Against Drunk Driving (MADD), led to tougher laws that

helped lower the death toll. During that period, eve State in

the nation and the District of Columbia made it illegal to

drive with a blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of 0.08

per deciliter or above. In addition, the legal drinking age was

raised from 18 to 21.

Although data show that impaired driving fatalitie

the country have declined by almost 10 percent in the last

year, the numbers are still too high. In 2008 alone, the latest

year for which we have national data, nearly 12,000 people
died in crashes in which a driver or motorcycle rider was at or

above the legal limit according to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration.

Last year, Kentucky recorded more than 6,400 crashes

related to drugs and alcohol, resulting in 442 deaths and more

than 3,600 injuries. During the Labor Day 2009 holiday
weekend, 10 people were killed and more than 340 were

injured On our roadways. Six of those deaths involved alco-
hol.

Because my administration is committed to ending this

tragedy, the Kentucky Office of Highway Safety will join
state and local law enforcement for an intensive crackdown

on impaired driving from Aug. 20 through Sept. 6., which

includes the Labor Day holiday. Our message during this

crackdown, and all year long, is clear and unwavering
Drunk Driving: Over the Limit. Under Arrest!

It is important to remember that much of the tragedy that is

caused by drunk driving can be prevented if everyone takes

these few simple precautions:
@! Plan ahead and have a designated driver, call a taxi, or

have a sober friend or family member drive you home.

™ If someone you know is about to drive while impaired,
take their keys.

- Ml If you see an impaired driver on the road, call the police
Mi Wear your seat belt in the car or use a helmet and pro-

tective gear when on a motorcycle, as these are your best

defenses against an impaired driver.

With stepped-up law enforcement — including sobriety
checkpoints and saturation patrols — if you are caught driv-

ing drunk, you will face serious consequences. No matter

what you drive — a passenger car, pickup, sport utility vehi-

cle or a motorcycle — if you are stopped for driving while

impaired, you will be arrested. No exceptions. No excuses.

Now that we’re headed into the

fall, perhaps your flower garden is

starting to look a bit funereal; mine

certainly is. But now&#39;s a perfect time

to start thinking about what to plant
next spring!

If you’ re thinking that it’s time for

“something completcly different as

they used to say between Monty
Python skits, you might want to con-

sider a “bee pasture.”
Bee pastures are just small patches

of wildflowers—but specifically wild-

flowers that are particularly alluring to

bees.

Today millions of bees are needed

every year to pollinate orchards and

fields. But the “heavy hitters” of polli-
nation are honey bees, and as you’ve

no doubt heard, they’re having a hard

time these days, thanks to a mysteri-
ous malady called Colony Collapse

Disorder, or CCD.

When CCD first came on the scene

in the winter of 2006-2007, some bee-

_keepers were reporting losses of 30 to

90 percent of their hives. The situation

has improved in recent years, but in

the most recent survey conducted,
about 26 percent of apiariés surveyed
reported that at least ‘some of their

bees died of CCD.

The idea of bee pastures is to

encourage other types of bees to be

fruitful and multiply so they can carry

some of the pollination load. Over the

past few years, the ARS scientists

have been studying these wild “‘non-

honey be and trying to figure out

how we can put them to work on pol-
lination chores.

For example, there’s a fairly new

contender, a good-sized, metallic

green creature called the Osmia bee,
that’s turning out to be a prolific pol-
linator of raspberries and blackberries

‘These plants are actually self-pollinat-
ing, which means they can supply
their own pollen and form fruit with-

out visits’ from pollen-bearing
insects—but the insect visits can make

the :plump berries up to 30 percent

bigger.
“Interestingly, the Osmi bees are

more efficient ‘than the honey bee,

because. they&#39 ‘into

.

multi-tasking.
They combine their outdoor errands,

always gathering both pollen and nec-

tar ina single visit to a bloom, where-

asa honey bee might just drop by to

sip some nectar and igno the pollen
on that trip:

And then there $ the blue orchard
bee, another gentle but hard-working
wild bee. The ARS scientists say

planting bee pastures as .welcoming
homes for native blue orchard bees

could boost the bees’ populations by
as much as four- to five-fold per year,

_

. Done on a commercial basis, here’s

how the bee pastures’ would work:

Blve orchard bees would be taken out

of a.bee manager&#3 winter storage and

brought:-to. the pasture, where they
would emerge. from. their. cocoons,

mate, and if female, lay eggs before

dying.

The. next year, some of the new
generation. of -bees_ that developed

‘from those eggs would be brought to

commercial almond orchards to polli-
nate. the trees’ creamy blossoms. But

most of that generation would be

returned to their parents’’ pasture to

produce _another, hopefully larger,
.-

generation.; |.

Because one of th greatest polli-
nation needs is in ‘the California
almond. orchards, the ARS scientists

thus far have studied wildflowers that

might be ideal for planting bee pas-
tures in Califomia, particularly early-
flowering annuals.
