Something
so simple

Friends. Co-workers. Relatives.

Infomercials. If there’s one thing that

we&#39;r not short of these days, it’s

sources of information ,about what

works—supposedly—to deal- with the

problems we may be having with our

bodies.

Since I’m an incurable catalogue
shopper (I suspect the mail-order

delivery guy thinks it’s a legal
requirement that he stop at my house

every day), I tend to*get every cata-

logue printed in the Western world. A

new one landed on my doorstep the

other day, selling ‘‘natural”” remedies

for everything from muscle stiffness
and migraines to a grumpy mood. It

made for fun reading!
But the truth is, we&#39;

answer to our particular health prob
lems to be something as simple as a

balm or a lotion (hopefully one that

smells good, too). Unfortunately, our

bodies are more mysterious than not,

even to researchers, but we&#39;re learn-

ing more every day.
For example, scientists know much

about the more than 200 bones that

make up our bodies. But they’re still

sorting out the exact role that many
matural compounds in foods might

play’ in making those bones stronger,
including the estrogen-like substances

known as soy isoflavones.

To help answer our questions, an

Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
physiologist in California’ worked

with other scientists on a three-year
study—the longest of its kind—taking

a closer look at soy isoflavones.

Because of its potential as a possi
ble substitute for conventional steroid

hormone replacement therapy for

postmenopausal women, soy has been

the subject of more than two dozen

studies in the United States and

abroad over the past decade. And the

findings from some of those studies

have suggested that soy enhances

bone health.

So the ARS physiologist teamed up

with others to determine whether

isoflavones extracted from soy protein
would protect postmenopausal volun-

teers against bone loss. The study par-

ticipants took either a placebo tablet,
or a table containing one of two mod-

erate amounts of the isoflavones—

either 80 milligrams (mgs) or 120 mil-

ligrams—for the duration of the study.
The bottom line? Overall, the

isoflavones had no significant positive
effect On preventing bone loss. But it

wasn’t all disappoiriting news; when

evaluated in conjunction with other

lifestyle factors, the 120-mg dose did

have a modest benefit.
* The researchers suggest ‘that the

body’s response to

extracted from soy proteins may be

from responses to

isoflavones in their matrix of soy pro-
tein or soy foods. Or it may be that

some soy-protein compound other
than the. extracted soy isoflavones

might have. been responsible for the

bone-protecting effects seen in some

all like the

previous studies. And it’s always pos-
,

sible that the isoflavone doses used in

this study simply weren’t high&#39;enoug
to produce a bone-protecting effect.

Does this mean science has left us

back at square one in the search for a

way to protect our bones? Hardly!
That same. ARS physiologist also

has worked with other scientists to

‘look’ at: how leisure-type physical
_

activity affected bone strength ‘and

bone. geometry of

menopausal women.

‘The. researchers found that a mini-

mum of 30 niinutes a day of walking,

bearing activity is needed to maintain

two key indicators of bone health: cor-

tical bone density, which is the thick-
