A corny way to

keep hot coffee

out of your lap

You may be a big fan of hot but-

tered corn on the cob--I certainly am-

-but your comfort level probably
drops a.few notches at the thought of

getting your favorite drive-through
coffee in a cup made from corn.

Plastics derived from corn have

many admirable qualities. They’re
biodegradable, for one thin and com

is a renewable natural resource. Also,
the manufacture of corn-based plastics

generally c less pollution,
including fewer greenhouse gas emis-

sions, than does the production of

Plastics from a petroleum base

But can those corn-based plastics
take the heat? Not so much.

om-based plastics are made* b

fermenting corn sugar to produce
substance called lactic acid. In turn,

that lactic acid is used to form bio-

plastic called “polylactic acid,&qu or

PLA. The trouble is that PLA has a

lower heat tolerance than some petro-
leum-based plast So while a corn-

based plastic bag might be dandy for

carrying papers or other materials,

filling a corm-based plastic bottle with

still-hot-from-pasteurization catsup or

filling a “corn cup&q with hot java
could be asking for trouble.

But it probably won&#3 surprise you
that the scientists of the Agricultural

Research Service (ARS) are on the

case. A chemist at ARS’ Western

Regional Research Center at Albany,
Calif., has teamed up with collabora-

tors from a Santa Barbara, Calif--

based company called Lapol, LLC, to

work on this very problem
Their goal is to broaden the rang

‘of applications for which corn-based

plastics would be a good fit, and make

those “corny” goods an alluring alter-

native to plastic goods based on petro-
leum.

In the plastics industry, the upper
limit of PLA’s heat toleranceBthat&#39;s

the temperature at which it may start

to look ‘like the inside of a lava lamp-
-is called its “heat-deflection tempera-

The ARS chemist and his industry
partners are developing a whole new

-Known as a “heat-deflection tempera-
ture modifier,” it can be blended with

PLA to make the PLA more tolerant

to high temperatures. And there&#39;s

more good news: The modifier itself

_is more than 90 percent corn-based

and is fully biodegradable.
‘The preliminary tests at the Albany

lab have shown that when the scien-
tists blend their. modifier with the

PLA, the modifier raises the PLA&#39;

and development, the heat modifier
