Hazard Mayor Bill Gorman passed away Saturday at

the age of 86.

Bill Gorman had served as mayor of Hazard for

more than 30 years and some may ask ‘what did he
do?” a more appropriate question would be ‘what

*

didn’t he do.”

He helped organize the Buckhorn Watershed

Association which resulted in the Buckhorn Dam
and the Buckhorn Lake State Resort Park. That proj-
ect has been responsible for over $50 million in

flood reduction, and the lake has brought thousands
of visitors to Perry County. He started the first

.

broadcast television station in Hazard, which now

operates as WYMT-TV.
His behind-the-scenes efforts were critical in the

formation of the four-lane Route 80 and he would

readily explain that mountaintop removal was the

key to the city of Hazard’s growth
Obviously, one measure of political suc

staying power. You can&#39 be doing that much wrong

if you continue to get elected rsely, one can

fall into a trap of trying to be ‘safe.’ Never let it be
said that Mayor Gorman ‘played it safe.”

Gorman was a longtime civic leader before being
&quot;

elected Mayor in 1977, when it was rumored that he

was inspired by a parking ticket he received.

One of his first orders of business was to extend

city water lines throughout Perry County to help
&quot;tho whose wells had beenplagued by strip mining.

He also extended sewer lines, in an effort to combat

“straight pipes.”

Gorman also started saving for a swimming pool,
a vision that was realized in 1988 with the opening
of the $1.2 million Hazard Pavilion.

In a letter he wrote in 1991 to the editor of the

Louisville Courier-Journal, Gorman staunchly
defended Eastern Kentucky.

“Could it be to the surprise of a lot of people that

Eastern Kentucky&#39; mountain people are normal?

Our people are people of pride and ambition. They
want and deserve a quality of life that every other

American desires. They are intelligent and hard

working.”
Gorman devoted much of his time to politics but

those who knew him wouldn&#39;t consider him a politi-
.

cian. He was more a friend, a mentor. Just ask Sen,

Mitch McConnell who first met Gorman in 1968
~ when he was told to travel to Kentucky to-drum up
- support for a campaign he was working on

He said he learned then that Gorman was “‘the

man” —a fact that was still true just a week before
°

his death, when while on his hospital bed, Gorman
told McConnell “Take care of my city.”’

There are so many words that could be used to

describe Gorman: leader, pioneer, visionary.
But none come close to the one we think suits

him best: Legend.
