According to the EPA’s own website, the nation’s rivers

generally range from SO to 1,500 microsiemens per cen-

timeter. The site goes on to note that studies have indicated

that “‘streams supporting good mixed fisheries have a range

between 150 and 500” microsiemens per centimeter.

So, apparently, the federal government is looking out for

fisheries. That’s all well and good, but when other organi-
zations, such as the Annis Water Resource Institute in

Michigah, note that regular old drinking water can have a

conductivity of anywhere from 50 to 1,500 microsiemens

per centimeter, why is it that fish are more entitled to good
water than humans? Shouldn’t the federal government also

be concerned with quality of water people drinking every

day, say from bottled water sources?

It’s a silly question to be sure, but the EPA’s conductivi-

ty guidance is an even more silly answer, especially when
‘ the region’s miners are going out of work because of it.

Could you ever

love a drip?

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE

Let’s face it: “Drip” just isn’t a

word in the English language that

inspires warm and fuzzy feelings.
There’s that annoying faucet drip

that keeps you awake at 3 am.

There’s the IV drip in the hospital
room—not a happy image. There’s

the human “‘drip”’ from next door who

invades all your parties (regardless of

the glaring lack of a invitation), tells

horrible, pointless jokes and picks all

the cashews out of the party mix.

But on the other hand, the all-

American symbol for “love” is the

heart—and studies funded by the

Agricultural Research Service (ARS)

are now indicating that one of the best

ways you can show love for your heart

could well be
...

a drip
Of course, they’re not talking about

your bathroom faucet or the guy next

ng about how you
should consume: plant-derived sterols

and stanols, which sound complicated
but are nothing more than heart-

healthy compounds derived from

plants. You’ve probably already met

at least some of these, because mar-

garine products are often enriched
with plant sterols.

This isn’t just a marketing gim-
mick by the margarine manufacturers.

Research has shown that when plant
sterols and stanols are consumed in

——~ amounts greater than those found nat-

urally in foods, these compounds have

the ability to lower your cholesterol

levels.

Numerous clinical studies have

shown that consuming foods enriched

with at least 0.8 grams and up to

grams of plant sterols or stanols daily
lowers blood plasma low_density

lipoprotein—that’s the dreaded LDL

or “bad” cholesterol.

But what’s the best way to get
those heart-healthy stanols and

sterols? Does this mean we should just
go at the margarine tub with an ice

cream scoop?
Hardly! The recent: ARS-funded

study has found that the LDL “bad”

cholesterol is lowered most when the

plant sterols are consumed in smaller

amounts—more of a drip, drip, drip—
throughout the day, rather than in one

big daily dose. But the margarine
spreads or orange juice enriched with

these beneficial compounds are most

often consumed just once a day, as

part of breakfast.

This study compared the effect on

blood cholesterol levels of giving vol-

unteers the plant sterols only once in

the moming versus three smaller

doses throughout the day.
In th first phase of the study, the

volunteers ate a precisely controlled

weight-maintaining diet, with no plant
‘sterols. During Phase 2, the volunteers

ate the same diet, plus 1.8 grams of

plant sterols in margarine with break-

fast.
-

For Phase 3,
ate ‘the ‘same diet, but with the 1.8

gram of plant sterols divided into

,

three equal doses served up at each of

the day’s three meals. Between study
phases, the volunteers. ate their regular
diets for two weeks.

The bottom line? When the group
ate the plant sterols in three smaller

-
doses throughout the day, the partici-
pants’ LDL cholesterol levels dropped
by 6 percent. This decréase was attrib-

uted to&#39;a’substantia reduction in cho-

lester@l absorption, compared with the
control phase of the study when they
didn’t eat-any extra plant sterols.
