This is 25
fewer fatalities than report-
ed for the same time period
in 2009.

There were 501 motor
vehicle fatalities and 265 of
those victims'were not
wearing seat belts. Sixty-
nine of those crashes
involved a commercial
motor vehicle. Forty-nine
fatal crashes involved a
pedestrian arid two involved
a scooter. Sevenry five
crashes involVed a motorcy-
cle and forty-three of those
victims were not wearing
helmets.
