Furbearer season offers hunting
and trapping opportunities

Kentucky ’s furbearer season

underway, hunters and trap-

pers have a wide variety of

wildlife to pursue, from rac-

coons and river otters to coy-

otes and bobcats.

Night hunting with dogs
for raccoons is arguably the

state’s most popular fonn of

furbearer hunting. The sport-
ing tradition dates back to

1948, when the Kentuc kGeneral Assembly e¢

lished the season.

“Statewide, there are thou-

sands of raccoon hunters,”
said James Caldwell, a

founder of the Kentucky
Houndsmen Association and

native. of Independence.
“Raccoon hunters are pas-

sionate about their sport and

their dogs, and they pump a

lot of money into the econo-

my pursuing their sport.”
Hunting for raccoons

opened Nov. and continues

through Feb. 28, 2011.

In Kentucky, red foxes are

more abundant on agricultur-
al land, while gray foxes are

more likely to be found in

forested areas and early suc-

cessional habitat such as a

former field returning t for-

est.
