The holidays are upon us, and in

the happy .spirit of the season. you
might almost think &quot;citrus greening”
sounds rather festive--like some sort

of exotic decoration scheme, for

example. If only that were true!
Alas, citrus greening is one of the

worst things ever to hit the citrus

industry. Also known as

Huanglongbing (thankfully shortened

in many cases to HLB), this is a dis-

ease that is spread .by tiny i Cts

called psyllids, and in 2005 it devas-

tated the Florida citrus industry.
Maybe you heard, a few years

back, about a disease called citrus

canker, believed to have arrived in

south Florida in 1992 or 1993. This

was spread by spores, carried princi-
- pally on wind-driven rain, that left the

fruit with ugly brown’ blemishes.

But citrus greening is a much nasti-

er beast. First detected in the United

States in Florida in 2005, it has affect-

ed millions of citrus trees in that state,
and also has turned up in Georgia,

Louisiana and South Carolina? And it

doesn&#39; stop at external symptoms;
trees infected with this disease pro-

duge bitter, unmarketable fruit and

usually die in five to seven years.
While Florida is the undisputed

But protecting our American citrus

industry is a challenge that the scien-

tists of the -Agricultural Research
Service (ARS). are tackling all over

the country--not just in Florida.

Texas is

the third-largest citrus producer in, the

United States, and much’of that Texas

citrus is grown in’the Rio Grande

ValleyBnot just grapefruit, the “crown

Jewel” of Texas citrus, but

oranges, tangerines, tangelos
Meyer lemons.

The Texas producers--and the ARS

sCientists--aren&#39;t sitting around wait-

ing for the axe to fall. After growers in

that region started seeing Asian citrus

psyllids on their trees, the ARS scien-

tists in Texas went into action.

Every week, an ARS scientist visits

citrus groves to collect-samples of

psyllids and their potential predators.
By monitoring the psyllid popula-
tions, he&#3 found a way to predict

when psyllid numbers will go up--typ-
ically after heavy rains as citrus trees

put on new growth, called. “flush.”

That&#39;s because, the psyllid telies

entirely on those flushing roots for a

site on which to reproduce and devel-

op.

The same ARS scientist. has also

worked with others to identify at least

a dozen psyllid species that are pres-
ent in south Texas citrus groves. Some

of these psyllids are native to the Rio

species to see whether any of them
can spread citrus greening. This infor-
mation will help the expe determine

which of the psyllid species to target
for control] measures.
