will provide a much-needed update to standards that are

woefully out of date.

The nutritional standards that govern school meal plan-

ming have changed little‘over the past half-century, even

While nutritional needs have changed immensely. When the

Standards were created, hunger was the most important

nutritional issue facing America, leading to standards that

Set nutritional minimums, but no maximums.

Now, however, obesity is our most significant challenge,

leading to billions of dollars of additional health costs

borne by the public and countless years of lost life. Clearly,
it is time to set some maximums, particularly in terms of

¢alories, fat and sodium.

Floyd County and the rest of Eastern Kentucky are at or

near the bottom nationally in rates of obesity, diabetes and

heart disease, and childhood obesity plays a significant
role. At the same time, local schools have some of the

highest rates of children receiving free or reduced-price
meals. An update of nutritional standards in our local

schools, therefore, could make a world of improvement in

terms of the health of our community in years to come.

Black bears hung on in the remote forests of southern Appalachia and made a comebac
throughout the region.

In Kentucky, it took about 25 years for natural range expansion to establish a bear population |
not by a planned restocking effort. Male bears arrived first, followed by sows that eventually pro—
duced cubs. Bears re-colonized eastem Kentucky’s mountain region from the neighboring states of

West Virginia, Virginia and Tennessee, where bear populations remained viable.
