FRANKFORT — KSP
Commissioner Rodney
Brewer. was joined Dec: 16
by multiple. law enforce-
ment agencies to unveil the
first - ever . - statewide
“Kentucky Unsolved Cases
Initiative’ in anticipation
that playing cards will deal
clues in unsolved cases.

The project involves a
two-prong approach includ-
ing the-'development of a
playmg card deck highlight-=

fnt‘ty-two
missing person
and  unidentified. remains
cases that have occurred
throughout the state fol-
lowed by a media blitz to
create interest in the initia-
tive. Over 9,000 decks of
cards are set to be distrib-
uted throughout prisons and
law enforcement agencies.

Brewer believes that
these playing cards will
give KSP the upper hand in
solving cases, ultimately
bringing closure to the fam-
ilies of these victims.

“The victim’'s family
members of these sensecless
crimes deserve the opportu-
nity to have this investiga-
tive technique made- avail-

- unsolved ’

able to law enforcement,”
says Brewer. “Not only will
this assist - with solving
cases, but it will give the
.victim's families a chance
to gain closure to a crime of
violence that may have
been previously unsolv-
able.”

The suspect”in the mur-

der of Grayson County resi- -

dent Bob Hunt is still at
seven years after
Hunt in his
Leitchfield, Kentucky
home. Hunt’'s case is
depicted on the seven of
diamonds playing card. His
sister, Brenda Hunt, was on
hand for the unveiling of
the project.

“It has been scven long
years and my brother’s case
still goes unsolved,” says
Hunt. “Perhap$ these cards
will help solve these crimes
and bring some healing to
the families whose grieving
fever stops,” added Hunt.

Brewer said the key to
the project’s success will be
the distribution of playing
card decks to prisons across
the state. Each card is
imprinted with a photo and
case details.

“This is an innovalive
and proactive criminal JUS—
stice partership -at its best,”
says Brewer. “We are put-
ting case . facts directly in
the hands of individuals
who we think may have
pertinent informau‘on about
these investigations.”

“Criminals are connect-
ed to other criminals and
they know each other and
often share the same con-
tacts,” adds Brewer. “Often
times, they show no alle-

Creating fields
of dreams on

former landfills

Remember "Field of Dreams,” the
1989 field that spawned a million
jokes along the lines of, "If you build
it, they will come"?

For many high schools, elementary
schools or commurity parks, a sports
field with sufficiently hardy turfgrass
is just that--a “field of dreams"--
because the cost of putting in replace-
ment subsoils or topsoils that will sup-
port the right grass is just too high

Why would replacing the soil ever
been necessary? Perhaps the soil that's
in place won't support the varicties of
turfgrass that can take the pounding
dished out on a sports field, or perhaps
the local soil ties up too much phos-
phorus, a necessary component for
plant growth, thus making the avail-
able phosphorus unavailable to the
plants.

Is artificial turf the only alterna-
tive? Not at all, say ‘the scientists of
the Agricultural Rescarch Service
(ARS), who contend that natural turf
has all the resiliency of artificial turf--
when" everything works. And that
means the right soils.

To help make everything work, the
ARS scientists have been whipping up
recipes:for “tonstructed” “or replace-
ment subsoils and topsoils whose
ingredients include locally available
rural, urban and industrial compo-
nents such as mine spoils, coal-com-
bustion byproducts and biochar. In
case you're not familiar with the term
“"biochar,” the most familiar example
is the activated ‘charcoal used in
aquarium filters.

The scientists say their constructed
soils can help grow hardier turfgrass
for ballfields, and also grow rain gar-
dens that not only reduce rain runoff,
but also clean pollutants from rainwa-
ter.

This project, now in‘its fourth year,
is a collaborative effort between ARS
and the National Turfgrass Rescarch
Initiative, Inc., which partners the
expertise of ’ARS scientists and their
university colleagues, and is aimed at
meeting the turfgrass industry's prior-
ity of improving degraded soils.

"Constructed” soil is a ‘more
sophisticated version of the home gar-
dener's trick’ of improving soil by
adding sand, topsoil and organic
amendments such as humus, compost-
ed manure, or yard or garden clip-
pings.

But the ARS scientists say a good
constructed soil goes far beyond the
home gardener's special blend.
Research and chgmical analyses are
used to pinpoint what's needed to
make sure the soil doesn't flatten to a
hard pancake, and has excellent
drainage, water-holding capacity, and
aeration properties, plus the nutrients
needed to support robust plant growth.

The ARS scientists have been
developing Trecipes. for ' “designer
soils” from various source materials in
Ohio, Kentucky, Tennessee, West
Virginia,- Virginia and southern
Pennsylvania.
