this year.

Also, reports from
Conway’s office show that

about one-third of all sexual

assaults .reported to law

enforcement involved a vic-

tim under the age of 12 and

it’s estimated that only one

in 10 victims of sexual abuse

ever discloses the abuse.

Records from Conway’s
office show that many of the

cases can be linked to inter-

net use. Since starting the

Cybercrimes Unit in 2008,

Conway&#39;s office has seized

more than 160,000 child

pornographic images and

videos from the internet,

while opening more than

100 child pornography cases

across the state.

FRANKFORT - With ice
