‘When it came time for the court to consider set-
ting salaries for workers in Judge-Executive Doc
. Marshall’s office — including Marshall’s wife,
_Sylvia L.. Marshall-— District 2 Magistrate Hattie
Owens asked for the body to meet in closed session

As far as we can tell, there is nothing wrong with
that. One of the few instances in which a state or
local government body can meet behind closed
doors is when discussing personnel actions, such as
the hiring, firing or discipline of an employee.

When the court returned to open session, no men
tion of any decisions or changes was made.
