Yes, I know, it&#39 allergy season, it&#3
tax season, and you&#39 thinking, &quot;Wh

the heck is methyl bromide, anyway?
“If so, you&# probably not a-farmer.

That&#39; because farmers have been

using. methyl bromide’.since Betty
Boop was hot stuff. (By the way, did

you know that Betty Boop was mod-

eled after &quot girl Clara Bow?
