Floyd County residents expressed mixed
emotions in the days following the announce-
ment that Osama bin Laden, the founder and
leader of al Qaeda, had
been killed by Navy
SEAL operatives
Sunday.

“I'm glad for a lot of
people, because it’s clo-
sure for everybody, real-
ly.” said Jean Nelson. “I
hope they find an end te
all of this.”

The most wanted man
in America, bin Laden,
the mastermind behind
the Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks on New
York and Washington, was killed during a mil-
itary operation in Pakistan that lasted about 40
minutes, from the time a smalfteam of military
special forces operatives touched down outside
a fortified compound, to
the time they  left the
area.

Following the
announcement from
President Barack Obama
that bin Laden had been
a large crowd of
revelers gathered outside
the White House to

: It would be difficult to find a local elected official in Kentucky who
doesn’t recognize prescription drug abuse as a major problem in his or
her own community. The facts are staggering. According to the
Kentucky Office of Drug Control Policy

:  HE The abuse of prescription pain relievers is now only second to
marijuana.

. m From 2006 to 2008, 96 of Kentucky’s 120 counties saw an
increase in the rate of prescriptions dispensed for controlled sub-
Stances. Of those 96 counties, 24 saw a 20 percent increase.
counties saw an increase of more than 45 percent.

+ Ml Prescription drug-related offenses increased more than 13 percent
in 2008.

- Although the statistics are overwhelming, the numbers do'not even
begin to scratch the surface of the slew of social and economic prob-
lems caused by prescription drug abuse. Theft, home invasions, rob-
bery, increased violence, incarceration, expensive rehabilitation treat
ment, medical costs from overdoses and drug-related injuries all threat
‘en the safety of citizens and affect the bottom line for taxpayers
‘Additionally, our communities absorb the cconomic impact of abusers
d1ime lost from work and increased demand on social welfare programs
‘Pill abuse affects every single citizen in my city — certainly not just the
abuser.

‘legal authority, but it does represent a major roadblock for local gov-
-ernments. It highlights the fact that local officials are limited to a
‘reactive role in addressing the problems associated with prescription
drug abuse. That's unacceptable. Not only do the state and federal
‘government need to take more aggressive action, but also local govern-
:ments need to be empowered to protect their citizens.

~ there has understandably been
renewed interest in being better
prepared if that type of disaster
happens here.

This coming winter will mark
200 years since a series of earth-
quakes’ along the New Madrid
fault system literally shook the
eastern half of the United States.
They caused the Mississippi
River to run backward, and were
felt as far away as New York
City and Boston.

The fault system includes a
sliver of far Western Kcnluc)\y
but lies mainly in Missouri,
Tennessce and Arkansas. The
worst of its earthquakes in 1811-
12 remains one of the largest
ever 10 hit the continental United
States. Nationwide, the biggest
happened in Alaska in 1964, and
it still is recognized as the sec-
ond-strongest ever recorded,
trailing only one in Chile in
1960.

Although there is no way of
knowing when an earthquake
might occur, or how severe it
will be, officials across the
region have long been fine-tun-
ing preparations while making
sure the public has a better
understanding of what snfety
measures it should take.

Last week, Kentucky and 10
nearby states took part in what
was called the Great Central
U.S. ShakeOut, which is like a
fire ‘or tomado drill but on a
much larger scale.

Early this year, the Kentucky
Geologic Survey (KGS) - a
research center based at the
University ~of Kentucky -
announced that a nearly 2,000-
foot deep. four-inch wide hole
had been dug in Fulton County
and filled with m ing

state's work to test the feasibili-
ty of storing deep underground
carbon dioxide genecrated by
coal-burning power plants.

One of its most noteworthy
studies in this area is a test well
dug in Hancock County as part
of a project . the . General
Assembly authorized in 2007; it
also has helped store the gas in
