avoid becoming arrested again and again, Floyd County
taxpayers win. And for every future crime that goes

uncommitted, the community wins.

In a job that lends itself to hardening those who do it,

Webb exhibits a surprising degree of progressive leadership

to his credit. Recognizing that addiction is more illness

than crime, he is employing all of the tools at his disposal
to win the fight.

If those two events shined a

positive light on the

Commonwealth, the third occa-

sion was one many of us would

just as soon forget: Flooding that

was making many reach for the

record books. No April since at

least 1895 was wetter, according
to state climatologists, with the

11.88 inches topping the previ-
ous record, set in 1972, by more

than four inches.

The wettest month ever con-

tinues to be January 1937, when

more than 16 inches fell across

the state.

That year’s massive flood,
remains the benchmark against
which all others are measured

One 2007 estimate put the total

damage in today’s dollars at

$5.4 billion

The town of Earlington, near

Madisonville, recorded almost

23 inches of rain that month, and

the state’s floodwaters inundat-

ed half of Frankfort and

Louisville, which saw 20,000

people marooned downtown.

Nearly all of Paducah was evac-

uated, as were other towns along
the Ohio River.

The state reformatory in

Frankfort was left without light,
heat or food at one point; its

2,900 prisoners had to be cvacu-

ated to jails across Central

Kentucky before a prison camp
could quickly be constructed.

Two dozen inmates tried escap-
ing across the freezing

Kentucky River, but only one

was never found.

We have been able to avoid

the level of devastation seen in

1937, but the need is still

tremendous. Governor Beshear

declared a state of emergency on

April 25th, and Kentucky was

declared a major disaster area by
the federal government not long

after. The hope is that this dec-

laration can be expanded to help
farm families, as well.
