McDOWELL — There is no
clear determination yet as to the
cause of a fire that destroyed a
McDowell couple’s home Tuesday
night.

- We were happy to learn this week that
Georgia lawmakers have approved their own
prescription pill monitoring system that could
help prevent the flow of narcotics northward to
Kentucky where drug abuse remains a major
issue.

In lieu of a national system, individual states
are increasingly taking it upon themselves to
institute some sort of monitoring system to track
the prescription of powerful painkillers like
OxyContin that are continually abused right
here in eastern Kentucky and elsewhere. That’s
a good thing, but since we’re now in the middle
of election season we’ll take the opportunity to
ask some statewide candidates about their view
on Kentucky’s prescription monitoring system.
known as KASPER, and its effectivencss.

Gov. Steve Beshear is running for re-election
and told the Herald in April that a system where
physicians are required to use KASPER is an
issue he will look at. He said a mandate that
KASPER be used makes sense, but stopped
short of saying he will pursuc it.

So, the question for the remaining candidates:
Do you think KASPER should be mandatory?
We can tell you right now that we do. Requiring
physicians and pharmacists to use KASPER
whenever a narcotic is prescribed can cut down
on successful instances of doctor shopping, and
it can aid law enforcement in the prosecution of
physicians who over prescribe. Most important-
ly, though, it can save lives.

We can also tell you what readers of the
Hazard Herald think as well. According to a poll
on hazard-herald.com asking that very question,
an overwhelming 82 percent of the respondents
agreed with the notion that KASPER should be
a mandatory tool for physicians to use.

So, that question goes to Gov. Beshear’s
opponent, and also to Attorney General Jack
Conway and his general election opponent Todd
P’Pool. We’d like to hear an answer to that
question, and here in Perry County where
dozens of overdoses occur each year, many of
them fatal, sometime before November would
be preferable.

Now, thanks
to the Centers: for Disease
Control and - Prevention
(CDC), people can be better
prepared for a zombie apoc-
alypse.

A guide, “Social Media:
Preparedness 101: Zombic
Apocalypse,” was posted to

the CDC’s blog on May 16.
It provides information to
those hoping to survive an
onslaught of the undead.
The advice includes:

“1. Identify the types of

ble.in your area. Besides a
zomble apocalypse, this may

team. Also identify an out-

When zombies are
hungry they ‘won’t stop until
they get food (i.e., brains),
which means you need to get
out of town fast! Plan where
you would’ go and multiple
routes you would take ahead
of time so that the flesh
eaters don’t have a chance!
This is also helpful when

Kentucky’s spring squirrel
season is now two weeks
longer, and opens earlier in the

ear.

The 28-day season begins
May 21 and continues through
une 17. The daily limit is six

uirrels.

Squirrels, the most stable
and abundant small game
species in Kentucky, have two
breeding seasons. “Our spring
season is timed to coincide
with the spike in squirrel num-
bers afier the year’s first nest-
ing period, and before breed-
ing resumes in July,” said Benr
Robinson; a small game biolo-
gist for the Kentucky

Department of Fish and
‘Wildlife Resources.

In the spring, squirrels eat
mostly soft mast, such as the
seeds of maple, ash, elm, wild
cherry, mulberry, hackberry
and box elder trees. “Soft mast
is now forming on the trees, so
there’s lots of squirrel activi-
ty.”” Robinson said

Squirrels also
along with the occasional
mushroom and blackberry.
Insects, such as grasshoppers.

eat grass.

y leafed
out, squirrels have lots of
cover. A 410 or a 20-gauge
shotgun is a good choice for a
hunter. However, a 22-caliber
rifle, air gun or small caliber

muzzleloading rifle in .32 or
40 caliber may also be used.

Good squirrel hunting is
available in all 120 Kentucky
countics, and hunting pressure
is light during the spring sea-
son.

The gray squirrel is the
dominant species in the heavi-
ly-forested eastern third of
Kentucky, with a higher per
centage of fox squirrels in the
small woodlots and wooded
fencerows of agricultural
areas in western Kentucky

Kentucky's spring squirrel
season started as an experi-
ment on four state wildlife
management areas in 1994
The season went statewide in

1999.

I took my vehicle in to a
local mechanic shop for a
timing-belt replacement.
After the repair, I drove
approximately. 75 miles,
and the transmission burned
up. We had the car towed to
AAMCO. The AAMCO
owner said the cause of the’
transmission failure was
that the previous mechanic
had forgotten to remove a
clamp from one of the two
coolant lines that run to the
transmission, resulting in
the transmission overheat-
ing and then a $2,800 repair
bill for a rebuilt transmis-
sion. The original mechanic
says he never clamped off
any lines when he replaced
the timing belt. What do
you think? Would lines
have been clamped? —
Marilyn

RAY: They certainly
could have been, Marilyn.

TOM: You don’t tell us
what kind of car you have.
But for certain cars, you DO
have to remove the radiator
to change the timing belt.
And if you remove the radi-
ator, you would clamp off
the transmission cooler
lines so you don't spill
transmission fluid all over
your shoes, or the shop
floor.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
Do you have information on
gout? I am 65, and my son-in-
law is 32. We both have it. It
is so painful. My doctor was
pretty vague. He asked me to
go on the computer to find
which foods I should or
should not eat. I found that
you can't eat meat and fish,
but salmon and chicken are all
right. Some vegetables can't
be eaten. How about tomatoes
and tomato products? Does
one attack mean gout is forev-
er? What is the medicine of
choice? — C.B

ANSWE! Gout comes
about when the blood uric-
acid level rises. Uric acid
seeps into joints to form nee-
dle-shaped crystals that cause
joint swelling and unspeak-
able Uric id, in turn, is
a byproduct of cell chemistry.
Its blood level rises because a
person  makes much
passes too little into the urine.

A first gout attack most
often occurs in the joint at the
base of the big toe. The skin
over the joint tums red, and
the joint swells and becomes
exceedingly painful. One* of
the best ways of diagnosing
gout is to draw fluid from the
affected joint and examine it
with a mlcrnsc()pe to see the
needle-shaped uric-acid crys-
tals. Gout can affect other
joints: the knee. wrist, ankle
and fingers.
