PSC approves Kentucky Power
energy efficiency program

The Kentucky Public Service
Commission. (PSC) - approved an
expansion of residential energy conser-
vation and efficiency programs for
Kentucky Power Company
Wednesday.

The expansion would allow the
company to push programs for the
installation of “high-efficiency™ heat-
ing and cooling systems, said PSC
spokesman Andrew Melnykovych.

also allow revised surcharges believed
to be a mave that could result in lower
bills for residential customers.

The expanded programs are intend-
ed to replace inefficient heating units
with heat pumps, which can use less
energy. They include incentives of up
to $400 for mobile home owners who
make the switch, Melnykovych said.

A similar program, with a $400
incentive as well, is available for own-
ers of site-built homes who replace
resistance heaters or old heat pumps
with new units, while those who have

Power company officials say they
‘hope to expand the programs to serve a
total of 710 residential customers each
year, about 200 more than those cur-
rently taking advantage of the incen-
tives. «

Melnykovych said Wednesday the
charge for residential customers’ elec-
tric bills would drop from .16 cents per
kilowatt-hour to .08 cents per kilowatt-
hour, with the program costing rough-
ly $2.5 million annually.

My dad is older (87) but
is still a good driver.
However, his hearing is not
very good. When he uses
his turn signal for a gentle
turn, and it doesn't shut off
by itself, he can't hear it to
turn it off. He just bought a
2010 Honda Element (his
second one). What is the
best way to make the signal
louder so he can hear it? By
the way, if this works, it
would solve two problems:
It would make the turn sig-
nal louder, and it would
make my mother gquieter.
You see, right now she is
the one who hollers at my
dad to turn off the signal

have this right. He can't
hear the turn-signal flasher.
