Family planning —
an essential part
of American life

by CLARE COLEMAN

If you're an average woman, you want two children, according to var-
ious surveys. That means you'll spend about five years of your life try-
ing to become pregnant, being pregnant or recovering from pregnancy.
and 30 years trying to avoid it.

You can do that thanks to the June 1965 landmark Supreme Court
decision Griswold v. Connecticut, which affirmed the right of married
couples to use contraceptives -- and more importantly, recognized an
individual's right to privacy in family planning matiers. Universal usage
and acceptance of contraceptives followed, transforming the lives of mil-
lions of Americans. =

The Griswold case was a catalyst for our national family planning
program -- Title X of the Public Health Service Act —- the only dedicat-
ed source of federal funding for family planning services. Created in
1970, Title X provides access to family planning for all, without regard
to economic circumstances.

Today, contraceptives are an important part of family life America
-~ so much so that 98 percent of us have used birth control at some point
in our lives, and we mostly take it for granted.

We shouldn’t. During the recent battle in Congress over funding the
government, the House of Representatives voted to eliminate Title X.
Opponents of family planning used a mixture of misinformation and
innuendo to entangle family planning in their anti-abortion war, ignoring
the fact that Title X saves the government some $3.4 billion every ycar
by preventing unintended pregnancies, nearly half of which would like
ly have ended in abortion. The Senate saved the program, but another
attempt to kill Title X is certain this year. When it comes, Americans
must recognize that access to basic primary and preventive care is being
threatened.

:  Title X funds 4,500 nonprofit- and government-run sites nationwide:
most are county and local health departments. The rest are hospitals,
family planning councils and other private nonprofit agencics. These
agencies are required to provide preventive and primary health care serv-
ices including pelvic exams and Pap tests; pregnancy lesting; screening
for high blood pressure, anemia, diabetes and cervical and breast cancer.
and for sexually transmitted infections including HIV; basic infertility
services; health education; and referrals for other health and social serv-
jces — as well as contraceptives and counseling about them.
. These are the facts of life: According to new Guttmacher Institute
research, unintended pregnancy costs U.S. taxpaye approximately $11
billion a year. Without publicly funded family planning services, these
* costs would be 60 percent higher. In 2008, services at Title X centers
helped prevent 973,000 unintended pregnancies that would likely have
resulted in 432,600 births and 406,200 abortions. The centers also per-
formed 2.2 million Pap tests, 5.9 million STI tests and a million confi-
dential HIV tests in 2009 alone.

Seventeen million people need some assistance in order to get this
important care, but today, Title X is funded to cover just over five mil
lion of those in necd. There are always more patients than subsidies.
Seventy percent of the individuals seen at Title X-funded health centers
have incomes at or below the federal poverty level - meaning they earn
iess than $10,830 per year. Many of them are working young adults, liv-
ing paycheck to paycheck. They count down the days until they get paid

Cops find marijuana in raid

One-hundred-and-fifty cookbooks
... and I need some recipes!

Actually, T don't have 150 cook-
books--I have more than that--but the
one time I tried to count them all, I
wore out and gave up at 150.

I'm reasonably good about follow-
ing the rules when it comes to good
health. Need to take vitamin D along
with your calcium supplement? OK, I
do that. Exercise? Done! Watching
what 1 eat? No problem (most of the
time).

But T know 1 should
rics, and somehow 1 just never get
around to it. This isn't because of any
lack of interest in fruits and vegeta-
bles; I'll happily cat a bell pepper just
like an apple. About the only veg-
etable on my "rather not go there” list
is. turnips, but I've been known to
break that rule, too, if you oven-roast
them. So I suspect I just haven't found
the right recipe that will turn me into a
blueberry aficionado.

If I'm eating plenty of fruits and
veggies, why work up a sweat about a
lack of blueberries? That's simple: It's
because research findings, especially
from the studies by scientists with the

--———Agricultural Research Service (ARS),
indicate they're hands-down one of the
best things you could ever put into
your body.

Lots of you have already "gotten
it,” because Americans now eat about
three times more fresh blucherrics
than we did 10 years ago. And they're

_ a nutritional jewel: They're
calories and rich in vitamin C.

- But beyond that, what makes the
blueberry’ such a powerhouse? The
ARS scientists have been tackling that
very question, in studies with labora-
tory animals that could provide a valu
able foundation for follow-up stud
with humans.’

For example, ARS scicntists in
California and Mississippi have been
collaborating on a study using ham-
sters. I know you probably doubt that
yon have much in common. physical-
ly speaking, with a hamster, but in fact
they make good-models for this type
of research because, just like humars,
