Benjamin Meek, the
Prestonsburg man arrested in
connection with the death of
Brian Jacob Gayheart, was
indicted on a murder charge by a
grand jury in Floyd County on
Wednesday.

According to the indictment,

Meek, 20, allegedly “Committed
the offense of murder when,
under circumstances manifesting
extreme indifference to human
life, he wantonly engaged in con-
duct that created a grave risk of
death to Brian Jacob Gayheart
and thereby caused the‘ death of
Brian Jacob Gayheart .’

Meck was ‘also indicted on
charges of first-degree robbery,
second-degree assault, theft by

un]awful taking under $500 and
tampering with physical evi-
dence.

Meek’s wife, Kaitlyn Crum
Meek, 21, of Prestonsburg, was
also indicted Wednesday. Kaitiyn
Meek is charged with complicity
to first-degree robbery, complici-
ty to second-degree assault, com-
plicity to theft by unlawful tak-

PIKEVILLE The former
director of Golden Years Rest
Home (GYRH) in Letcher County
has once again been indicted on
charges of taking federal checks

James F. *Chum’ Tackett, 69,
was originally indicted in April
2010 on 74 counts of misappropri-
ating federal and state funds that
totaled approximately $500.000.
Last week, Tackett was indicted on
19 counts of theft of government
funds.

Tackett allegedly took checks

and disability funds, coal miner’s
black lung disability, Vetcran's
Administratién pension funds, rail-
road retirement funds,
nomic stimulus funds.
According to information pro-
vided by the Department of
Justice, “*At the time of the alleged
offenses, Golden Years Rest Home
cared for approximately 40 resi-
dents who obtained money from a
variety of federally-funded pro-
grams such as Social Security to
help pay for the care they received.
Tackett allegedly stole more than
$92,000 out of nearly 400 federal
checks between 2007 and 2009. In
addition, part of the federal money

some of the residents.”

The investigation preceding the
indictment was conducted by the
Kentucky Attorney . General’s

- Office. and the Social Security
Administration, Office of the
Inspector General, Office of
Investigations. The indictment was
presented to the grand jury by
Assistant United States Attormeys
Lindsay Hughes Thurston and
Kenneth Taylor.

- If convicted of the 19 counts
listed in the indictment, Tackett
faces up to 10 years in prison and a
$250.000 fine on each count, and
restitution, if applicable.

food needs

As Congress crafts a budget that addresses our nation's
long-term fiscal challenges, God’s Pantry Food Bank and
our network partners — 320 food pantries, meal sites, shel-
ters, senior centers and after-school programs -- are urging
our elected officials to safeguard -nutrition assistance and
other safety net programs. The number of families strug-
gling to make ends meet increased significantly during the
recession. With unemployment still hovering near 10 per-
cent. the need for food assistance remains high and the
food bank and our network are already pressed to meet the
nedd in our communities

Congress is now proposing cuts that would eliminate
federal food assistance for hundreds of thousands of low-
income seniors, women. infants. and children. pushin
more people to local charities for food assistance. At the
same tirne, Congress would reduce support for local emer
gency food providers, like God’s Pantry Food Bank. Not
only will our food bank be unable to meet the |ncrc.1<ed
demand for food assistance if these cuts to nutrition pro-
grams go through, we will have to reduce current levels of
support for existing clients.

Programs like theé Commodity Supplemental Food
Progiam (CSFP), which primarily aids low-income seniors
and the Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP)
make sure that the most vulnerable Kentuckians have
enough to eat. CSFP is an efficient and effective use of fed-
eral resources, providing more than 23,000 seniors in
Kentucky with a monthly box of nutritious food tailored
specifically to combat the ill effects of senior hunger by
providing nutrients typically lacking in their diets.

TEFAP is an income-based federal program that pro-
vides food at no cost to low-income Americans in need of
short-term hunger- relief through organizations such as
God'’s Pantry Food Bank. While we rely on generous dona-
tions from individual donors and community and business
partners, the healthy and nutritious foods provided through
TEFAP are the backbone of the charitable food system,
providing a large percentage of the food that flows through
our local hunger-relief agencies.

Last year, God’s Pantry Food Bank distributed more
than 6.1 million pounds of TEFAP commodities which was
more than 34 percent of our total distribution. Without sup-
port from TEFAP, our food bank and network partners
could not provide even the current levels of food, nor could
we meet added demand if the funding levels and structure

of SNAP (formerly the Food Stamp Program) and other .

federal nutrition programs are eroded as has been proposed
by Congress.

More than 211,000 of our neighbors in Central and
Eastern Kentucky rely upon the food bank and our partner
agencies to help feed their families. Last year, 17.8 million
pounds of food was distributed through our partner agen-
cies in 50 counties. We are serving 33 percent more people
now than in 2006.- This year alone many agencies are see-
ing double-digit increases. TEFAP provides the agencies
with foods that are high in protein, fruits, vegetables and
staple food items such as cereals, pastas, and special foods
for vulnérable populations including children and seniors.

I own a-2005 Ford F 150 °
truck with 31,000 miles that
I purchased new in May
2005 : A backyard mechanic
told me that I should

should be replaced at
100 000 miles. I stopped by,
the Ford dealershlp and
talked to the service manag- ~
€r, and he stated that I
should replace the spark
plugs now to avoid possible
engine damage if the spark
plugs break off. He said the
cost of replacing the spark
plugs if they have no prob-
lems would be $302. 1 can’t
believe. that replacing eight
plugs costs more than $300
and that I need to do it
70,000 miles early. What's
the real story here? Thank
you. - Ralph

RAY: It's not a happy
story, Ralph. Between 2004
and 2007, Ford made sever-
al 3-valve engines that had
the unfortunate habit of
refusing to give up their
spark plugs. And you've got
one of them. .

TOM: For those who
