Oh, dear, someone&#39;s left the barn

Agricultural Research Service (ARS).

speaking, is outdoors.

Not that anyone thought you were

going to keep them in your living
room--but there are dairy operations

where the cows are tucked away like

hairy collectibles ina nice, snug b:

the statistics indicate that a dair.

inside a barn typically produces more

than 20,000 pounds of milk per year

(along with a prodigious amount of

manure and an interesting array of

gases). ‘

In fact, that manure and those gases

are leading reasons why some folks

think the best place for dairy cows is

inside barns. They fear the manure can

run off into nearby streams and water-

s~ways, and they even. blame the cows

for greenhouse gases.
S the scientists at ARS decided to

take the bull by the horns, so to speak,
and use a modeling system to evaluate

how different management systems on.

a typical 250-acre Pennsylvania dairy.
farm actually affect the environment.

They collécted a range of field data

on grazing systems and manure man-

agement and their effects on nutrient

loss to the environment. Then they
Plugged this data into their farm

model to evaluate the environmental

dynamics of four different dairy farms

in all types of weather over 25 years.

One simulation modeled produc-
tion op a farm that had 85 _large-

framed Holsteins in the barn, each

cow producing 22,000 pounds of milk

every year, and 76 replacement
heifers. &quot;Another modeled production

on a farm with 100 moderate-framed

Holsteins and 80 replacement heifers

in the barn. Each cow in this system
produced 18,500 pounds of milk per

year.
The third type of farm modeled had

100 Holsteins with average frame&#39;size

and 80 replacement heifers. But in this
