joke.
Farmer’s act was not only insulting to Appalachians,

but it was also entirely unoriginal. Most of the “‘jokes
he spouted appear to have come from well-worn copies
of old hillbilly joke books common to rural gift shops.
All of the usual stereotypes were there, painting the pco-

ple of Eastern Kentucky as toothless,

inbred.

Farmer, taking a cue from the handbook of cowardly
public relations, has not addressed the release his com-

ments personally, instead hiding behind a public state-

ment released by his campaign.
We doubt Mr. Farmer has any true ill will toward the

people of the mountains. From what little we’ve seen of

his act, he appears to be a Jerry Clower wannabe, and his

hillbilly jokes were a lame imitation of Jeff Foxworthy’s
“you might be a redneck”’ brand of humor. Instead of

funny, however, the act comes across as thoughtless and

stupid.
As expected, the routine went over like a lead balloon

in the mountains, and now Farmer is the target of an

entire region’s scorn. Pike County Judge-Executive
Wayne T. Rutherford went so far as to send Farmer’s

campaign a letter, telling the candidate he is no longer
welcome in Pike County.

One of the more persistent
challenges state leaders face

from year 1o year is determining
just how well Kentucky meas-

ures up against its sister states

We need to know where we

stand before we decide in which

direction we should move

Fortunately, an annual *publi-
cation known simply as “State

Rankings” serves as a pretty
good guide. It’s filled with noth-

ing more than hundreds of tables

pulled from numerous sources

that compare the 5O states in

areas ranging from health and

public safety to agriculture and

education. Some of the statistics

are predictable, while others are

much more obscure.

Gonsider the number of

sunny days in a. year: With 57

percent of the calendar showing
blue skies in the

Commonwealth, we&#39;re tied for

31st with Hlinois, Maine, and

Maryland. The other days, how-

ever, aren&#39; as nice; only seven

other states in 2009

—

the r of

the historic winter storm — saw

more. damage from hazardous

weather.

‘In terms of population, our

4.33 million people is 26th

among the states, gnaking us a

little bigger than Oregon but a

little smaller than Louisiana.

Geographically, we&#39;r 37th
-when measuring the number of

square miles, sandwiched appro-
priately .enough . between
‘Tennessee and Indiana.

When it comes to agriculture,
the rankings confirm that we’re

blessed in a variety of ways.
Only four states have more

farms than we do, and we rank

in the top 20 in several com-

modities, including horses,
tobacco, soybeans, corn

chickens. We&#39;re also the biggest
cattle-producing state east of the

Mississippi River

Energy-wise, we provide
more than our fair share as well.

We&#39;re third in coal production,
and because our jqb market

skews heavily toward manufac-

turers that require a lot of power,
it’s understandable that_ we&#39;re

seventh when measuring the

amount of energy used per per-
son.

Economically, we have some

definite advantages as well. We

were one of only three states to

see growth in personal income

from 2008 to 2009; we had the

sixth best job-growth rate from

2009 to 2010; and this year our

state business tax climate is

19th. Because of reasons like

these, we have six Fortune SOO

companies based here, which is

better than almost 30 other

states

Since we have two of the

nation’s leading military bases,
it&#3 no surprise that we also do

well when it comes to our role in

keeping the United States safe.
