“Back in 2003, other legislators and 1 were
d by KBML that it would be able to identify
those doctors who are abusing their power to pre-
scribe controlled substances and then act to stop
this from happening.” Stumbo said during a
meeting of the General Assembly’s Program
Review and Investigations Committee. *“To date,
1 have seen no proof that this has taken place. The

problem is worse than ever. All you have to know
is that more people die from prescription drug
-overdoses now than in car accidents.”

However, KBML officials - told committee
members that they do not believe the board has
the authority to drill down into the data, a point
Stumbo disputed.

“Essentially, the board is flip-flopping
what it promised in 2003,” he sai

Stumbo, who focused on limiting misuse of
pain medication when he was attorney general,
noted that the state has been effective in curbing
such things as internet pharmacies that ship pain
medicine into the state, but that the black market
is ever-changing.

“Police in other states that have lnmted these
pill mills .are telling us that the pain cluncsam_
coming here to Kéntucky to set up shop,” he said.
“It’s time we do something to stop it.””

The KBML officials promised to address thexr
own board and would try to come up with a solu-
tion by December, but Stumbo vowed that some-
thing would be done during the 2012 Regular
Session, which begins in January.

“If KBML will not take action, the leg:lsla!ure
will find an agency that will,” he said. “Whatever
we do, though, it will take KBML working more
closely with us, because that is the only agency
that can limit or revoke a doctor’s license. We'

Every day in America, half a million people sit in local
jails awaiting trial. They are there because they can’t afford to
make bail. Two of every three of these people arc charged
with nonviolent offenses and are simply waiting to face their
accusers. i

Meanwhile, well-publicized and well-off defendants like
former International Monetary Fund head Dominique Strauss-
Kahn can make bail easily, no matter how high, and are
released before court action. In effect, they have purchased
their freedom until their trial begins.

The cost to local taxpayers to feed and house those who
can’t make bail is $9 billion a year. We could save those dol-
lars, ease prison overcrowding and bring more justice to the
eritire system with some relatively simple reforms.

Nearly SO years ago. then-Attorney General Robert F.
Kennedy convened the country’s first national conference on
this issue, describing the pretrial justice and bail system in
America as “‘unsafe, unfair and ineffective.” Unfortunately,
that description remains accurate today. This outdated and
dangerous system only benefits the special-interest, for-profit
bail bond industry. It favors those who have the monecey to
obtain bail, regardless of how dangerous those people are.

Recently a group of prestigious criminal justice organiza-
tions, together with the Office of Justice Programs at the U.S.
Department of Justice, convened another national meeting on
pretrial justice and bail reform. The 2011 conference exam-
ined the nation’s progress toward a fair, safe and 'munmmhk
system and sought to outline proven solutions.

States like Illinois and Kentucky banned for-profit bail
bonds decades ago. Instead, they substituted a system that
relies on family and community supervision for those charged
with nonviolent offenses. This includes frequent contact with
a supervising officer, mandatory assessments for substance
ng. The reforms also
included simple court reminder programs so that nearly every-
one — 92 percent of those awaiting trial in Kentucky -- shows
up in court to face their charges.

We need to fix the unjust pretrial system in which danger-
ous criminals who happen to be wealthy can purchase their
freedom while nonviolent offenders must remain behind bars.
‘We . must move to a systemn based on danger to the public, not

-~ dollars. Judges must be empowered with the best possible

tools to determine who should be held and who can be
released with appropriate supervision pending trial.

Our local jails are increasingly overcrowded, at tremendous
cost to our already-strapped local governments. Sensible
reforms of state and local pretrial justice procedures should
focus on'safety while containing costs to the taxpayer.465

It has been a little more than
a decade since the General
Assembly revamped the state’s
adult education programs, a high
point in the legislature’s ongo-
ing efforts to improve the class-
room from preschool to the
workplace.

‘While a lot of work remains,
the past decade has been exactly
what we had hoped. In fact,
from 2005 to 2009, adult educa-
tion enrollment grew by 30 per-
cent - faster than any other state
over the same period. There are
now about 40,000 citizens who
are helped academically each
year. .

One of the key programs
offered by adult education is the
GED. Since 2000, nearly
106,000 Kentuckians have
received this diploma, which
was 13th best nationally when
rheasuring that as a percentage
of the eligible population

Just as the numbers of GED
students arc increasing, more are
passing the test as well. The
passing rate was about 70 per-
cent in 2000 but now hovers
around 80 percent. Of those tak-
ing the test, more than half are
between 18 and 34, and about a
third are between 34 and 64.

The hope is that we can get
even more Kentuckians to join

or a GED, and more
million of
younger

Those who return for their
GED cannot only take pride in
their accomplishment; they are
also in line to see their income
jump significantly. too. A 2007
report by the U.S. Census said
the salary differcnce between
those without a high school
diploma and those who have onc
or its equivalency is $8,700 a
year.

For the 9,357 Kentuckians
who got their GED in 2010,
that’s a potential $2.4 billion
bump in pay over a 30-year
career. If we can get the number
of graduates up to 15,000 annu-
ally - the goal adult education
officials have set for 2020 - this
number would rise by well over
$1 billion.

Not surprisingly, salaries
increase even more for those
who move on to college. About
20 percent of GED graduates do
just that, with all but a handful
staying relatively close 1o home
at a KCTCS school

Just as we want more citizens
taking the GED, we also need
more to go on to college. The
U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics
says that most jobs now require
at least some postsecondary
training, and by 2013 it's
expected that 90 percent of the
fastest-growing jobs will need it.

The easiest way to boost our
college-bound numbers, of
course, is to do all we can ‘to
lower the number of high school
dropouls to begin wuh. It’s

The need to do that became
much clearer lier this month,
when edocation officials
released a revised dropout figure.

easier. For the class of 2010, the
latest year available, the gradua-
tion rate was 76 percent. In other
words, one-fourth of the stu-
dents in that class started high
school but did not finish it. If
there is,a silver lining, it’s that
the 2010 rate was better than the
two previous years that had been
re-calculated under the new for-
mula.

Another . way we're getting
more people into postsecondary
school is Project Graduate. This,
was started several years ago by
our public four-year universi-
ties, and it is designed to attract
those Kentuckians who have at
least 90 credit hours but had to
leave school before getting their
diploma. -

The latest statistics show that
almost 500 students re-enrolled
through Project Graduate have
completed that journey. Last fall
and this past spring. hundreds of
others were on the path to follow
in their footsteps.

If getting a GED or college
diploma is something you would
like to see in your future, there
are a couple of places where you
can start. First, every county has
adult-education programs that
aré a great resource. The state
provides help online, too.
